The first striking difference is that the original is 7:34 longer in lecture runtime not counting FAU’s introduction.  The original had no announcer’s intro.   Not only the Original but also Flag’s Production Master up for Qual Compare now.
Preservation
Of course the best protection is widespread distribution so here it is now as Ron originally presented it at the Grand National Convention and NOT as a reworked over Pubs Org product and what an honor it is to be the one to protect and preserve this treasure.

This one has special sentimental value to me since I was in attendance at this event and all wide eyed and innocent (at the time :-).  This truly was a grand event.  It was real.

This is a Qual Compare between the Flag Audio Unit of the Flag Land Base 1976 rendition against, can you believe it?, the original reel made onboard the Apollo a week in advance of the event!

The time line is that of the original prior to the EPOC intro.  Naturally, all the edit cuts are on the Flag Audio Unit version.
This one has to take the record for the most “uh”s removed.  That and “Time Bunching” (see EPOC-43) accounts for this variation.
You might favor the “uh”s stutters and whatnots removed and the spacing between words and sentences reduced.  Maybe it does make for a smoother more brisk presentation but call me sentimental.  I want it original!
