EPOC 40 – Establishment Officer Series
Here’s a wealth of 3rd dynamic technology.  This very important series adds some correction to the famous FEBC series.  You want to play the game?  Here’s the game plan.
We are indeed fortunate to have here now the full set thanks to EPOC club member “Protector”.  Thank you again Sir!

Previous to this we had the first seven of the 12.  Those are all replaced now with better from actual reels.  Surprisingly, I did find some discrepancies.  Nothing major, nothing bad but full listing in the below.

This was a 3 way Qual Compare.  All three passed as they came from the same edition and had 100% identical content but slightly differing speeds.  I favor a crisp, but, normal sounding pace over a slowed pace.

This was a difficult choice between two files made from 2 reels and our existing mp3 file.  Our existing file was exceptionally good but reel p283 slightly edged it out for quality.  Slightly better audio overall despite a little higher aspiration level.  It was a close judgment call.

Our new replacement file took minor cleaning to remove the ship’s droning hum.

New Santology ability gained
As some of you old timers may recall in jest some “Santology” abilities gained were things such as an intimate knowledge of postal zip codes etc :-)  Don’t mind me it was a funny take on an old “Mad Magazine” spoof on Scientology.  Goes way back. :-)
Well now I can listen to two files simultaneously one in each ear while they are still in mono mode.  It takes a little practice and I’m always having to slide one along a bit to have it keep pace with the other.  You know one ear hears a little better than the other?
I know this is ridiculous and there’s likely no other application but for fast flow splitting of hairs it works for me.

Comparasonics

Actually most comparison is done visually on the wave form and not that often do I need to listen in during that phase of the operation.  Magix Audio Cleaning Lab 2005 and what would have been Audio Cleaning Lab 2006 but they call it Audio Cleaning Lab 10 has a very wonderful setting in the options menu for setting Comparasonice Waveform Display.  This gives colors across the EQ frequencies and made for dramatic can’t miss comparisons.
With my new audio setup I can, at an incredible 1680 x 1050 pixels screen resolution, display two waveforms as large as or larger than what I was formerly accustomed to.

Here’s a screen shot to give you visual on what I’m saying.   Each window is 5 cm tall.  Awesome!
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Unfortunately the newest version of the program Audio Cleaning Lab 11 does not have comparasonics.  I wrote to the company and their reply was sorry we don’t have that feature anymore!  Very upsetting.  This on top of having to buy version 11 for compatibility for Vista since they have the encoder so locked up I couldn’t encode from version 10.  But for comparison it is fine.  Also a couple of minor new features on Version 11 make it worthwhile nonetheless.  I just run both programs and view from 10 and encode from 11.

This was also a 3 way compare, all from the same edition, all having the same content except for where there was a problem on our existing file.
Evidently, our existing file was sourced from a cassette copy of a reel and it had a couple of sentences dropped off at what I call the “tape flip area” (about 43 minutes into the lecture.  This was patched with Audrey reading the missing audio from the transcript.  Well hooray! We have now the full audio from the reel-to-reel (p283).

Here we have two different editions to do Qual Compare on.  We have our existing file that appears to be of an older version and the Flag reel.
Let’s explore the differences shall we?

Qual Compare

First we have different announcers.
The reel is from the Flag audio unit and has a much longer part one.  This is made up for by having a shorter part 2 on the other side of the reel.
The time line for the discrepancies is in this instance is based on the GEP version.  The GEP file from Ron’s first word to where it stops at 55:44 is two minutes and 50 seconds longer than the corresponding FAU file due to the additional utterances listed below but also due to the spacing of the sentences.  That is to say blank time in between sentences.
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In the above the top window is the GEP file and the bottom window is the file made from the Flay reel.  At this point in my process no noise cleaning has been done.  This serves as example of typical items I point out in the Compares.  For instance in the above number 1 is the bogus applause, 2 is typical of the spacing in-between sentences.  In this file they were too numerous to count.  Number 3 is a typical dreaded and much hated (by CoS reproducers) “uh”.  The “uh”s tend to really stand out and most of a yellow color.  Number 4 is pointing to the thick heavy ragged line in the middle of the wave form.  This represents the noise floor of the audio.  In this instance it is the ship’ engine hum.  This has been removed from the final mp3 encoding.
GEP vs FAU
In this compare all are edit cuts of the FAU version except for the last item.

00:44-00:54 Applause present on GEP not on FAU.  [Seems to be bogus as it is inconsistent with target [original audience]

01:07  “Uh” [a large deliberation type uh or um]

01:45 “uh-um”

07:00 “uh”

07:05 “uhh”

08:45 GEP: “that you are actually working with a diagnostic illness...the symptom of which is... a diagnosable illness, the symptom of which is Dev-T  ”

          FAU: “that you are actually working with a diagnosable illness, the symptom of which is Dev­T.”
15:54 “uh”

16:33 “uh”
18:03 “It is simthing...” [misspoke restated as ‘it is simply something...’]
19:22 “uh”

22:06 “Says that they...uh”

55:44 [GEP ends part1, FAU continues on to the end at 65:49]  At the end of the FAU edition a bogus “Thank you very much” was added.  This happens to be the ending of Part 2.  Originally this was one long lecture and was arbitrarily divided into 2 parts.

The audio file produced from this reel is a bit better quality and so becomes our new file.  The following note was added to the introduction to inform the listener of the Flag editing. 

“Please note:  This later Flag edition was edited by Flag for presentation.  It differs from the Golden Era Productions edition by the removal of the “uh’s, false starts, and the pause times between sentences was reduced.  Also this part one is longer.”
There were no significant cuts other than what is here above reported on.

Two Flag reels and existing file.  The existing file is also sourced from Flag but has a different announcer otherwise the editions are the same.  The existing file, however, has a small cut at 30:13 seemingly in error.  Reel p286 used for the mp3 file.
