GLOSSARY

To assist in your understanding of these lectures, hard-to-find terms and other words which you may not be familiar with are included in this glossary. An example of usage from the lectures is included at the end of each defini​tion. These definitions give only the meanings of the words as they are used in the lectures; this glossary is not meant as a substitute for a dictionary.

Abbott and Company: reference to Abbott Laboratories, a major US phar​maceutical manufacturer which produces and distributes a variety of medical drugs. I'm merely quoting Abbott and Company's advertising. —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

aberration: a departure from rational thought or behavior. Aberration means basically to err, to make mistakes, or more specifically to have fixed ideas which are not true. The word is also used in its scientific sense. It means departure from a straight line. If a line should go from A to B, then if it is aberrated it would go from A to some other point, to some other point, to some other point, to some other point, to some other point and finally arrive at B. Taken in its scientific sense, it would also mean the lack of straightness or to see crookedly as, for example, a man sees a horse but thinks he sees an elephant. Aberrated conduct would be wrong conduct, or conduct not supported by reason. Aberration is opposed to sanity, which would be its opposite. From the Latin, aberrare, to wander from; Latin, ab, away, errare, to wander. We get interaction of survival where the individual identifies his own universe with the entire MEST universe and from this identification, from this mistake, derives the first aberration. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

aberrative: tending toward or capable of causing aberration in a person. See also aberration in this glossary. Those moments are most aberrative where attention is not being given, not being received or is unnoticed. —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

Admiration Processing: a type of processing which melts down masses of energy that have been accumulated in the bank by the use of mock-ups of people admiring the preclear and other people. You start running Admiration Processing on them and they're sitting there feeling perfectly all right and the next thing you know they're giving all the signs of hav​ing a paralytic stroke. — What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

Ageton: a table used in navigation, written by Rear Admiral A.A. Ageton. ... he'd open up logbooks and he'd write in them and open up a Dreisonstok and Ageton and 214 and 218 and go out and look at the sun again .. . —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

analytical: of the analytical mind. See also analytical mind in this glos​sary. And there is the first analytical loss reaction. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

analytical mind: the conscious, aware mind which thinks, observes data, remembers it and resolves problems. It would be essentially the conscious mind as opposed to the unconscious mind. In Dianetics and Scientology the analytical mind is the one which is alert and aware and the reactive mind simply reacts without analysis. See also reactive mind in this glossary. But it has its limitations and it doesn't do very much in the way of what we think an analytical mind does. -The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

anaten: an abbreviation of analytical attenuation: a diminution (lessening) or weakening of the analytical awareness of an individual for a brief or extensive period of time. If sufficiently great, it can result in unconscious​ness. (It stems from the restimulation of an engram which contains pain and unconsciousness.) See also engram in this glossary. If you start auditing somebody who's very badly anaten, your auditing goes in as an engram. -How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

anchor points: assigned or agreed-upon points of boundary, which are conceived to be motionless by the individual; those points which demark the outermost boundaries of a space or its corners for an individual. The person who told them there was something bad about "blank" made them put anchor points out into "blank" just by referring to it, you see? - What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

ARC: a word made from the initial letters of Affinity, Reality and Communi​cation which together equate to understanding. These are the three things necessary to the understanding of something—one has to have some affinity for it, it has to be real to him to some degree and he needs some communication with it before he can understand it. For more infor​mation on ARC, read the book Science of Survival by L. Ron Hubbard. The principles of ARC combine into what we know as understanding and logic. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Argosis: see berylliums of Argosis in this glossary.

aspid: a made-up name. . . . and dives around a couple of holes and aspids and out someplace else. — The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

athwartships: (nautical) from one side of a ship to the other. Used figura​tively in the lecture. . . . you've fixed up his leg, and you've got him so that his hair doesn't part athwartships, and you've got a lot of other things all patched up about this fellow ... —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

audit: apply Dianetics and Scientology processes and procedures to (someone or something). See also processing in this glossary. It is a facsimile composed of many facsimiles that are stuck at various stages on the track, and you could audit facsimiles forever out of a body. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

auditing: another word for processing. See also processing in this glossary. And auditing itself could pull you out of this. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

auditor a person trained and qualified in applying Dianetics and/or Scientology processes and procedures to individuals for their betterment; called an auditor because auditor means one who listens. See also processing in this glossary. Self-determinism is the goal of the auditor. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Auditor's Code: a collection of rules (do's and don'ts) that an auditor follows while auditing someone, which ensures that the preclear will get the greatest possible gain out of the processing that he is having. So, let's just take those right there at the beginning and let's look at the Auditor's Code ... —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

automaticity: doing something but being unaware or only partially aware he is doing it; having something "on automatic." An automaticity is something which ought to be under the control of the individual, but isn't. And of course they're going to have a hidden influence and that is the hidden influence-an activity of an engram, or a facsimile, or the process of thought; also the process of automaticity. -What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

Axioms: statements of natural law on the order of those of the physical sciences. Full lists of the Axioms of Dianetics and the Axioms of Scientology are contained in the book Scientology 0-8: The Book of Basics. . . . it isn't important to have tapes on that subject, by the way—the Axioms. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/ Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

bank: the mental image picture collection of the preclear. It comes from com​puter terminology where all data is in a "bank." It is a combination of energy and significance which comprises a mass sitting in its own made-up space, plotted against the preclear's own experiential track. He's only got one bank, one engram. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Beatty, Clyde: (1903—1965) a circus performer known for his acts with wild jungle animals. He handled more than 40 cats (mixed lions and tigers) simultaneously. He was the featured attraction at every show he appeared in for more than 40 years. Why is that man able to stand like Clyde Beatty, and fight forty lions and tigers mixed in the same cage? —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

beingness: the assumption or choosing of a category of identity. Beingness can be assumed by oneself or given to oneself or attained. Examples of beingness would be one's own name, one's profession, one's physical characteristics, one's role in a game—each or all of these could be called one's beingness. We're dealing with what we call a thetan, which is the beingness of an individual ... —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

berylliums of Argosis: a made-up term. Beryllium is a hard, light metallic element. Is it because the berylliums of Argosis have suddenly dehy​drated or something? —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

Black and White Processing: processing in which the auditor gets the pre-clear to turn energy flows black and white, the two extreme manifestations of perception on the part of the preclear. For more information, read the book Scientology 8-8008 by L. Ron Hubbard. See also processing in this glossary. And one of them keeps turning black —you can actually use Black and White Processing, just by simply if it turns black, why, tell them to turn it white. -Present Time (26 Mar. 53)

blow: an informal expression for a sudden departure or to suddenly depart. It is usually used to describe either the dissipation of mass in the mind with an accompanying feeling of relief, or someone leaving, ceasing to be where he should really be, or just ceasing to be audited. Any effect he might have had from that auditing will blow. —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

book, first: the first book published on the subject of Dianetics, Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mental Health. I refer you to the first book. — What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

Book One: Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mental Health, the basic text on Dianetics techniques, written by L. Ron Hubbard and first published in 1950. See also Dianetics in this glossary. And that's what we've been doing with Book One—trial by one's own flesh. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

brains, blow (one's): (slang) a variation of the expression blow (one's) brains out, work very hard; overwork oneself. It was the sort of answer you blow your brains out over. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

case: a general term for a person being treated or helped. Case also refers to a person's condition, which is monitored by the content of his reactive mind. A person's case is the way he responds to the world around him by reason of his aberrations. See also reactive mind and aberration in this glossary. And here we have a case where the whole is not the sum of its parts. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

Case Level I: a case at Step I of Standard Operating Procedure for Theta Clearing. For more information, see SCIENTOLOGY 8-8008, STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE 8 in the appendix of this volume. We've had, on a Case Level I, a person who could imitate a picture. -Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Case V: see V in this glossary. Have you ever seen a Case V start telling you rather proudly about his lack of perception? —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

Case VII: a case at Step VII of Standard Operating Procedure for Theta Clearing. For more information, see SCIENTOLOGY 8-8008, STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE 8 in the appendix of this volume. Now if

we know this, this tells us that a Case VII has his communication points collapsed right straight on top of him ... —Present Time (26 Mar. 53)

cave in: collapse mentally and/or physically to the extent that the individual cannot function causatively. The individual is quite effect. Cave in is a US Western phrase which symbolized mental or physical collapse as like being at the bottom of a mine shaft or in a tunnel when the supports collapsed and left the person under tons of debris. The whole bank just started to cave in on them. —What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

Chart of Attitudes: a chart which contains the major difficulties people have. It shows the attitudes toward life taken by people, and comes with the book Handbook for Preclears by L. Ron Hubbard. The chart consists of twelve columns with positive attitudes at the top of each column (such as "Survives," "Right," "Fully Responsible," etc.) and negative attitudes at the bottom (such as "Dead," "Wrong," "No Responsibility," etc.) and a gradient scale in between. More information about this chart can also be found in Scientology 8-8008 by L. Ron Hubbard. And look at cause up there at the top of the Chart of Attitudes and you will find that cause goes along with a lot of other desirable things. -SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

chilluns: (dialectical) children. But there was so many chilluns around that Mama got kind of confused. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

chips have been stacked: (informal) a variation of stack the deck, to arrange cards or a pack of cards so as to cheat. And the society is pretty well rigged, the chips have been stacked ... -SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

Christ, in the name of: (informal) a variation of in the name of God, a phrase used to express surprise or annoyance in questions, requests, etc. You can say, "What in the name of Christ could everything have been so afraid of to have pulled in its anchor points this hard?" —SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

circuit: a part of an individual's mind that behaves as though it were some-one or something separate from him and that either talks to him or goes into action of its own accord, and may even, if severe enough, take con​trol of him while it operates. In other words, what is the length of time it takes a message to get through his circuits to an answer platform and back out through the circuits to the voice box . . . —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

clams: reference to a group of incidents involving a scalloped-lipped, white-shelled creature resembling a clam which had a number of quite uncom​fortable adventures. Restimulation of these incidents may cause toothaches and decay, as well as other somatics. For more information, read the book Scientology: A History of Man by L. Ron Hubbard. See also inci​dent in this glossary. I was going to leave alone everything that even vaguely resembles space opera or evolutionary lines, or clams, or anything that upset the public, you see? —Present Time (26 Mar. 53)

Clear: the name of a state achieved through auditing or an individual who has achieved this state. A Clear is a being who no longer has his own

reactive mind. He is an unaberrated person and is rational in that he forms the best possible solutions he can on the data he has and from his viewpoint. And that's so easy to say we should be able merely to say that and everybody would be Clear and happy, and all that sort of thing. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

cleared: brought, through processing, to the state of Clear. See also process​ing and Clear in this glossary. He would be cleared, and he wouldn't be there, and the body wouldn't be standing there. —Present Time (26 Mar. 53)
closing terminals: having a terminal collapse into or identify itself with another terminal. See also terminal in this glossary. How do you sup-pose you ever contracted down from eight dynamics to you? By closing terminals, closure of terminals. -What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

cold-decked: (slang) prearranged for the purpose of cheating, said of play​ing cards. And the society is pretty well rigged, the chips have been stacked, the cards have been cold-decked against him ... -SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

collapses the terminals: causes the phenomenon of terminals (people, fixed masses, etc.) collapsing into each other or becoming identified, one with the other. See also terminal in this glossary. He collapses the terminals. - What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

communication lag: the length of time intervening between the posing of the question, or origination of a statement, and the exact moment that question or original statement is answered. . . . here's another little point you can put down and remember, with a communication lag index of how sane is the preclear. -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)
communication line: the route along which a communication travels from one person to another; any sequence through which a message of any character may go. But it certainly isn't by a very hidden communication line. -The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

complementation: a filling out and making something complete; formation of something which completes or consummates. So, we've done a double complementation; that is to say, we've come over here into the field of the mind and beingness and experience and all of a sudden found there were a couple of missing definitions ... —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

Creative Processing: the exercise by which the preclear is actually creating the physical universe. It consists of having the preclear make, with his own creative energies, a mock-up. See also mock up and preclear in this glossary. The fastest techniques, however, for momentary processing—eradication, few minutes—was Creative Processing in Scientology 8-8008... -How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

cycle of action: the sequence that an action goes through, wherein the action is started, is continued for as long as is required and then is completed

as planned. The cycle of action of the physical universe is creation, growth, conservation, decay and death or destruction. Witness that a cycle of action is always down. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

darn, give a: (colloquial) a variation of give a damn, care at all. You don't give a darn about that. —Present Time (26 Mar. 53)

deader than a mackerel: (slang) absolutely lifeless. That'll kill you deader than a mackerel. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/ Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

demon circuit: that mental mechanism set up by an engram which takes over a portion of the analyzer (the analytical mind) and acts as an indi​vidual being. A bona fide demon is one who gives thoughts voice or echoes the spoken word interiorly or who gives all sorts of complicated advice like a real, live voice exteriorly. See also engram and analytical mind in this glossary. That's a demon circuit. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

devil, how in the: (informal) an expression of impatience, irritation, strong surprise, dismay or vexation. Sometimes used after an interrogative word, as who, what, how, where, when. How in the devil can you see without something to look at? —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Dianetics: Dianetics technology. It addresses and handles the effects of the spirit on the body and can alleviate such things as unwanted sensations and emotions, accidents, injuries and psychosomatic illnesses (ones that are caused or aggravated by mental stress). Dianetics means "through the soul" (from Greek dia, through, and nous, soul). It is further defined as "what the soul is doing to the body." And I am going to assume now that we have some conversance with the basics of Dianetics and Scientology. -Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/ Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

doingness: the action of creating an effect. By doing is meant action, func​tion, accomplishment, the attainment of goals, the fulfilling of purpose or any change of position in space. Energy is doingness. -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

"Do not send to find for whom the bell tolls; it tolls for thee": refer​ence to a part of the poem "Devotions upon Emergent Occasions" by English poet John Donne (1572?-1631). The section of the poem contain​ing this line is: "No man is an island, entire of itself; every man is a piece of the continent, a part of the main . . . any man's death dimin​ishes me, because I am involved in mankind; and therefore never send to know for whom the bell tolls; it tolls for thee." It was once a tradition in some European towns to toll the church bell to announce a death. You see, in each case they were really ridiculing themselves. "Do not send to find for whom the bell tolls; it tolls for thee." —SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

doped off: tired, sleepy, foggy (as though doped, or drugged). . . . and the first thing you know, we have half the auditors in the place doped off and out of present time and self-auditing. —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

Double Terminals: a process in which one has the preclear mock up some-thing or someone facing its duplicate, then have him get another such pair beside, in any position, the first pair. The mock-ups discharge one against the other like electrical poles. If you start auditing some preclear and this thing flies into view like mad and so on, it can be audited out by Double Terminals and Admiration Processing on three levels. —Present Time (26 Mar. 53)

downscale: down the Tone Scale; in or into a state of decreased awareness; in or into the lower-level emotions of the Tone Scale, such as apathy, anger, etc. See also Tone Scale in this glossary. Oh, boy, that's way downscale. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

dramatized: repeated in action what has happened in experience; replayed something out of its time and period. And you'll find every V, VI and VII has dramatized this. -The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

Dreisonstok: a small book of about ninety pages, written by Commander J.Y. Dreisonstok in 1928, which contains navigation tables with accom​panying instructions and examples. . . . and he'd open up logbooks and he'd write in them and open up a Dreisonstok and Ageton and 214 and 218 and go out and look at the sun again ... —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

dubbed-in: composed of dub-in, unknowingly created mental pictures that appear to be records of the physical universe but are, in fact, only altered copies of the time track. (It is a phrase taken from the motion-picture industry, meaning to record dialogue and various sounds and then integrate them into the film after it has been shot.) See also time track in this glossary. Sympathy becomes a dubbed-in kind of energy. —What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

dwindling spiral: a condition in which there is continuous decreasing or shrinking. Now, we find that echoing over here in terms of terminals and we find scarcity as the dwindling spiral. —What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

dynamics: the eight urges (drives, impulses) in life. They are motives or motivations. We call them the eight dynamics. These are urges for sur​vival as or through (1) self, (2) sex and family, (3) groups, (4) all man-kind, (5) living things (plants and animals), (6) the material universe, (7) spirits and (8) infinity or the Supreme Being. The dynamic principle of existence is survival. There are eight dynamics. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

1894: see Freud, Papa in this glossary. Well, we entered that so quick because some fellow entered it too quick back in 1894. - What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

electric shock: (psychiatry) an electric shock to the head of a patient administered in a supposed effort to treat mental illness. There is no therapeutic reason for shocking anyone and there are no authentic cases

on record of anyone having been cured of anything by shock. The reverse is true. Electric shock causes often irreparable damage to the person in the form of brain damage and impaired mental ability. . . . and if I got out of my body the psychiatrists would give me an electric shock and make me get back in my body. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

E-Meter: use an E-Meter on. E-Meter is short for electrometer: an electronic device for measuring the mental state or change of state of Homo sapi​ens. It is not a lie detector. It does not diagnose or cure anything. It is used by auditors to assist the preclear in locating areas of spiritual dis​tress or travail. See also Homo sapiens and preclear in this glossary. And you start running your preclear and you'll find out—if you E-Meter him-you'll find out that there's something very aberrative. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

emotional scale: same as Tone Scale. See Tone Scale in this glossary. And this is the whole emotional scale here—affinity-this is everything from apathy all the way on up the line. -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)
Empire State Building: a skyscraper in New York City, completed in 1931. For many years it was the tallest building in the world, standing at 1,250 feet high and having 102 stories. It acquires its name from the nickname for New York State, "the Empire State." . . . he had no more chance of solving the problem of life than he had of jumping off the top of the Empire State Building and landing unscathed. -The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

engram: a recording of an experience containing pain, unconsciousness and a real or fancied threat to survival. It is a recording in the reactive mind of something which actually happened to an individual in the past and which contained pain and unconsciousness, both of which are recorded in the engram. It must, by definition, have impact or injury as part of its content. These engrams are a complete recording, down to the last accurate detail, of every perception present in a moment of partial or full uncon​sciousness. See also reactive mind in this glossary. You start running nothing but real engrams on a preclear and he practically becomes an animated engram if you keep it up long enough. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

engram bank: a colloquial name for the reactive mind. See reactive mind in this glossary. You want to know why he is having difficulty and seems to have his engram bank crawling all over him; he has placed so much dependency upon his engram bank, he can no longer control it. -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

enturbulation: turbulence; commotion and upset. . . . there's somebody in their immediate vicinity in which you will find most of the enturbu​lation ... —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

erase: cause to "vanish" entirely by recounting, at which time it is filed as memory and experience and ceases to be part of the reactive mind. See also reactive mind in this glossary. By you as an individual approxi​mating exactly the terminal which you're trying to erase. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

evaluation: the imposing of data or knowledge upon another. An example would be to tell another why he is the way he is instead of permitting or guiding him to discover it for himself. . . . and that tells you immediately that one of the worst aberrations that could—you could have on the track would be evaluation. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Fac One: an incident known as Facsimile One, or the "coffee grinder," involving the use of a machine which loosely resembled a camera (box-like, two-handled, with an exit hole for blasts in front and a peek hole in back) to administer a push-pull force beam to the body. This was used by an invader force to tame the population. What's Fac One? —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

facsimile: a three-dimensional color picture with sound and smell and all other perceptions, plus the conclusions or speculations of the individual. And the whole secret of erasure had to do with mocking yourself up to be exactly the same as the facsimile which you were trying to erase. -Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Fairhope Herald: a made-up name for a newspaper. Fairhope is a city in southwest Alabama, United States which was the location of squirrel activity in the early 1950s. The best thing to do is write it up in a book and get it published by the Fairhope Herald, or something. —SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

fall out of the locker: (informal) present themselves or get presented (as an answer, idea, condition, datum, etc.). A variation of fall out of the hamper. We just work it and all the shots fall out of,the locker. -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

finger on, have any: (informal) have identified or pointed out with any pre​cision. . . . there's probably some new and unknown and terribly important and very upsetting principle that I don't have any finger on ... -Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

5.0: a numerical designation above enthusiasm (4.0) and below exhilaration (8.0) on the Tone Scale. See also Tone Scale in this glossary. But you won't find somebody along 3.0, 4.0, 5.0 of the Tone Scale that will not put them out at all. -Present Time (26 Mar. 53)

40.0: the numerical designation for serenity of beingness on the Tone Scale. See also Tone Scale in this glossary. You see, there can be one level at 40.0 where you really do get the universal solvent: admiration, affinity. -The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

.45: a pistol which loads automatically and fires each time the trigger is pulled, with nothing further required of the shooter. The .45 refers to the caliber, or diameter of the bullet, which is .45 inch. All you'd have to do is go in and talk to him about how long he'd sit at that desk and sign those letters, and after you left he'd reach in and pick out the .45 and blow his brains out. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

Foundations: the first organizations of Dianetics in the early 1950s. We had a very promising young auditor once in one of the Foundations, very,

very promising young auditor. — What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

IV: a case at Step IV of Standard Operating Procedure for Theta Clearing. For more information, see SCIENTOLOGY 8-8008, STANDARD OPER​ATING PROCEDURE 8 in the appendix of this volume. These changes, of course, influence the Level of a I, II, III, IV. -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

4.0: the numerical designation for enthusiasm on the Tone Scale. See also Tone Scale in this glossary. But you won't find somebody along 3.0, 4.0, 5.0 of the Tone Scale that will not put them out at all. —Present Time (26 Mar. 53)

Freud, Papa: a humorous reference to Sigmund Freud, (1856-1939), Aus​trian physician and neurologist, founder of psychoanalysis, a system of mental therapy developed in 1894 which depended upon the following practices for its effects: The patient was made to talk about and recall his childhood for years while the practitioner brought about a transfer of the patient's personality to his own and searched for hidden sexual inci​dents believed by Freud to be the only cause of aberration. The practitioner read sexual significances into all statements and evaluated them for the patient along sexual lines. Each of these points later proved to be based upon false premises and incomplete research, accounting for their lack of result and the subsequent failure of the subject and its offshoots. That's what good old Papa Freud was looking for. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

Frisco, shipped off to: reference to the return of American casualties from the Korean War which was ongoing at the time of this lecture. The bodies were sent across the Pacific Ocean to the port of San Francisco. They might as well be on ice and shipped off to Frisco for burial on the subject of the MEST universe. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

GE: abbreviation for genetic entity, that beingness not dissimilar to the thetan that has carried forward and developed the body from its earliest moments along the evolutionary line on earth and which, through experience, necessity and natural selection, has employed the counter-efforts of the environment to fashion an organism of the type best fitted for survival, limited only by the abilities of the GE. The goal of the GE is survival on a much grosser plane of materiality (concerning the material or physical). See also thetan in this glossary. Five months later you find out you were processing the GE all the time. —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

ghosty: (colloquial) characterized by a slight or faint trace. Every time you did anything with terminals, all of a sudden there'd be a ghosty something would show up. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

Give and Take Processing: processing in which a long list of key items is used and the preclear is asked to waste, accept and desire these items at will. See also processing in this glossary. Or if he tries to do Give and

Take Processing, he starts to move in the opposite sex or something .. —Present Time (26 Mar. 53)

God, my: (colloquial) an expression of surprise, shock or dismay. And he looked at that shoulder and he stopped and he looked back at me and he says, "My God, we're in for it again." —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

God help: an exclamation of pity for the helpless condition of the persons spoken of. Well, God help any of those people who ever made that remark to some patient if the patient had suddenly looked at them ... — What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

God knows: (informal) only someone more powerful than man can possibly know or realize (usually used to express the speaker's inability to under-stand or foresee something). Also heaven knows or Lord knows. Who's got communication lines out to him and who's writing letters and who's doing this and who's doing that and God knows and he's in a bad way. — What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

God's green earth, under: (informal) on earth; in the world. A variation of under the sun. I never under God's green earth am going to become a motorman. -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

God's sakes, for: (colloquial) a mild oath used to express impatient annoy​ance or surprise, especially in questions or requests. You'd get mired down, for God's sakes, if you didn't know some of these things about the MEST universe. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

golly, by: a mild exclamation expressing surprise, wonder, puzzlement, pleasure or the like. By golly is a euphemistic alteration of by God. Space is a viewpoint of dimension and that's all space is, too, by golly. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

gone duck: (slang) a person or thing that is doomed beyond all hope or sav​ing. There are a number of similar phrases, such as a gone goose, a gone beaver, a gone coon, a gone horse and a gone gander, which all have the same meaning. By the time you get to Step VII, present time is a gone duck. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

goof ball: a silly, foolish or incompetent person or thing. I —some goof ball like myself -SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

gradient scale: a scale of conditions graduated from zero to infinity. Terms like good and bad, alive and dead, right and wrong are used only in con-junction with gradient scales. On the scale of right and wrong, every-thing above zero or center would be more and more right, approaching an infinite rightness, and everything below zero or center would be more and more wrong, approaching an infinite wrongness. Absolutes are consid​ered to be unobtainable. What's this gradient scale of beingness? -The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

grief charge: an outburst of tears that may continue for a considerable time in a session, after which the preclear feels greatly relieved. This is occa​sioned by the discharge of grief or painful emotion. See also reactive

mind in this glossary. So you don't have to worry about grief charge in running this kind of life continuum out—in other words, running loss, engrams of loss. —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

groove, on the right: (informal) in good form; working smoothly and well; doing something successfully. The term comes from the accurate repro​duction of music by a needle set in the groove of a record. We have proven it time and time and time again, we have proven that we are on the right path, on the right groove ... —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Group Processing: Scientology processing techniques administered to groups of children or adults. See also processing in this glossary. We have a Group Processing process. —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)
group Saturday afternoon course: a course to train Group Auditors, given in London, England in 1953, using lectures given by Ron on the subject of Group Auditing. 2. The Group Saturday Afternoon Course. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

hang fire: delay firing. After the trigger is pulled, a gun sometimes doesn't go off. This is called a "hangfire." Used figuratively in the lecture. Now, sometimes his mock-up will hang fire. —Present Time (26 Mar. 53)

havingness: the concept of being able to reach. By havingness we mean own​ing, possessing, being capable of commanding, taking charge of objects, energies and spaces. Matter is havingness. -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

heck, what the: (slang) an interjection indicating anger, surprise, disap​pointment, etc. Heck is a euphemism for hell. What the heck, here? —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

heck of a note: (slang) something unusual or surprising. Heck is a euphe​mism for hell. That's a heck of a note, isn't it? —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

hell, go to: (colloquial) degenerate quickly and decisively.... let's work at the same time, with something as concrete as the MEST universe and sort of let interpersonal relationships go to hell. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

hell with, to: (informal) an exclamation expressing disgusted rejection of something. Bacon went down and stayed a couple, three months and says, "To hell with this!" and went home. -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

hold your hats: (informal) get ready for a surprise. Used as a command, usually to warn of unexpected news. Now, hold your hats on this one. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

home base: (baseball) the block or slab beside which a player stands to bat the ball, and to which he must return in order to score, after successfully running around the three other bases that are laid out in a diamond

shape. Used figuratively in the lecture. You can be theoretically perfect, your mathematics can be utterly without flaw, and you can be so far off home base ... —SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

Homo sapiens: (Latin) modern man; mankind; a human being. You can say with honesty that a Homo sapiens or a thetan will do anything for atten​tion. -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

hop: (slang) a state of confusion. "Here you are, fellow, now let's snap out of this hop and get going." —Present Time (26 Mar. 53)

implant: an enforced command or series of commands installed in the reac​tive mind below the awareness level of the individual to cause him to react or behave in a prearranged way without his "knowing it." See also reactive mind in this glossary. They've all got religious implants and they'll sort of start screaming, "The redeemer, the redeemer, the redeemer." —What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

incident: an experience, simple or complex, related by the same subject, location, perception or people that takes place in a short and finite time period such as minutes, hours or days. When running an actual incident we are, as a thetan, mocking ourselves up and running through facsimiles from beginning to end as the second terminal of the facsimile. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Jaguar: brand name of a high-quality British car manufactured by Jaguar Cars Limited, based in Coventry, England. And he says, "Yeah, I had a job when I was young. I used to run a drill press down at the Jaguar works." —Present Time (26 Mar. 53)

juice: (colloquial) energy; vitality. Well, it's all very well to have self-determinism, but what would you do for juice? -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

knowingness: awareness not depending upon perception. One doesn't have to look to find out. For example, you do not have to get a perception or picture of where you are living to know where you live. But there's just as much sense in that and there's just as much knowingness as a bottle of chlorophyll as sitting there in your body. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

laws of motion: the three laws of motion and interaction formulated by Sir Isaac Newton. These laws are intended to describe how all moving bodies on the Earth react: (1) a body at rest remains at rest and a body in motion remains in motion unless acted on by an external force; (2) the motion of a body changes in proportion to the size of the force applied to it; (3) every action produces an equal but opposite reaction. Winds up in the laws of physics: interaction, laws of motion, all that—inertia, so on. -SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

lecture books, first twelve: reference to the first twelve of fifty booklets published in 1952 as the Professional Course Lecture Summary. These booklets were compiled from transcripts of the Summary Course Lec​tures given by Ron in Wichita, Kansas, 25 February to 10 March 1952.

These booklets are no longer available, however, the transcripts of the lectures are published in the Research and Discovery Series volumes. 1. The first twelve lecture books. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

life continuum: an attempt by one individual to carry on the life of another deceased individual or departed individual by means of generating in his own body the ailments and mannerisms of the deceased or departed individual. . . . and your memory and all of your education, and anything and everybody on whom you are doing a life continuum, and your whole family-you've got about eighty-eight billion lines that are carefully closed. —What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

locks: analytical moments in which the perceptics of the engram are approx​imated, thus restimulating the engram or bringing it into action, the present time perceptics being erroneously interpreted by the reactive mind to mean that the same condition which produced physical pain once before is now again at hand. It's because the preclear was lying there for an hour at a stretch running a chain of locks without the auditor saying anything to him ... —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

Lock Scanning: a process in which one contacts an early lock on the track and goes rapidly or slowly through all such similar incidents straight to present time. One does this many times and the whole chain of locks becomes ineffective in influencing one. I can tell you what will happen, because I know what happened after we introduced Lock Scanning. -How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

low-toned: low on the Tone Scale. See also Tone Scale in this glossary. And what people misinterpret as love below 2.0 on the Tone Scale is a very low-toned agreement with. -The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

mad as a hatter: (informal) quite mad; crazy; not able to think right. Ear​lier, felt hats were made by treating furs, usually rabbit or beaver, with mercury. Prolonged exposure to the fumes of mercury damages the nervous system. Old hatters, therefore, developed a twitch, they tended to become incoherent, and they suffered a loss of coordination that made them appear to be crazy, a condition once known as the hatter's shakes. Its behavior is the behavior of Step I, with the thetan mad as a hatter. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

Matched Terminals: a process in which one has the preclear facing the pre-clear or his father facing his father; in other words, two of each of any-thing, one facing the other. These two things will discharge one into the other, thus running off the difficulty. For more information, see Chapter 7 of the book Scientology 8-8008. . . . and to give particular stress to exactly how you run Matched Terminals and how you run Matched Ter​minals. -The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

mechanism: a system or means for doing something; especially, a physical or mental process, whether conscious or unconscious, by which some
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result is produced, e.g., a defense mechanism. There are two mechanisms you should know; one is the mechanism of betrayal, which is the knock-in of anchor points. —SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

MEST: a word coined from the initial letters of matter, energy, space and time, which are the component parts (elements) of the physical universe. Also used as an adjective to mean physical—as in "MEST universe," meaning the "physical universe." You're afraid you're going to be MEST, that's the bad stuff: MEST. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/ Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

MEST universe: the physical universe; the universe of matter, energy, space and time. The sixth dynamic is the MEST universe. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

middle, all off from the: in all possible ways, directions, etc. Variation of all ways from the middle. People are shooting all off from the middle. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

minus 8.0: the numerical designation for hiding on the Tone Scale. See also Tone Scale in this glossary. If we were to draw a dwindling spiral we would have an arrow going down towards 0.0 or minus 8.0 and that arrow would have marked on it "scarcity." — What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

MIT: abbreviation for Massachusetts Institute of Technology, a leading tech​nical school of university grade in Cambridge, Massachusetts, founded in 1865. It has schools of architecture, engineering and science; divisions of humanities and industrial cooperation; and a large graduate school. There's a fellow at MIT they call "99 Percent Johnson." -The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

mock up: create a full-perceptic energy picture in three dimensions, created by the thetan and having location in space and time. A mock-up is more than a mental picture; it is a self-created object which exists as itself or symbolizes some object in the physical universe. The term was derived from the World War II phrase for miniature models that were con​structed to symbolize weapons (airplanes, ships, artillery, etc.) or areas of attack (hills, rivers, buildings, etc.) for use in planning a battle. The term is also used in Scientology to refer to one's body or one's presentation of it. If you were to mock up your father twice looking at a patch of black which you just put out there in front of you ... -Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Mock-up Processing: same as Creative Processing. See Creative Process​ing in this glossary. And this is something like Mock-up Processing. —Present Time (26 Mar. 53)

nickel on the drum: (informal) a contribution to a church or other religious organization. A drum is a cylindrical box or receptacle. . . . and reevaluate it so they could pass collection plates down the aisles and get the nickel on the drum. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

nickel's worth, on a: (informal) at all, worth anything (usually used in neg​ative sentences). A variation of worth a nickel. And the young student
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did not get the Foundation job, not on a nickel's worth. — What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

nunca: (Spanish) never. It's never going to go over the top by processing a few people. Nunca. —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

occluded case: an individual whose memories are usually largely occluded (hidden; made unavailable to conscious recall) and whose fields of aware​ness are black or very dark. You see, it's better to be something than nothing, and people who have been betrayed are interesting, because everybody gets interested in an occluded case. —SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

occlusion: the state of something being hidden or forgotten and not available for conscious recall. And the second one begins to doubt that he'll ever have another terminal: occlusion—right there! —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

old school tie: (informal) a necktie striped in the colors of a specific English public school (a school where one pays tuition) worn by a former student. ... but all due respect to the great universities, don't inquire what the old school tie was in each case. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

I: a case at Step I of Standard Operating Procedure for Theta Clearing. For more information, see SCIENTOLOGY 8-8008, STANDARD OPERAT​ING PROCEDURE 8 in the appendix of this volume. These changes, of course, influence the Level of a I, II, III, IV —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

1.0: the numerical designation for fear on the Tone Scale. See also Tone Scale in this glossary. You are dealing with somebody who's about 1.0 on the Tone Scale and you think you're dealing with a person who has a tremendous amount of enthusiasm. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

1.1: the numerical designation for covert hostility on the Tone Scale. See also Tone Scale in this glossary. Damn fool, I mean he just confides to me right away, you see, right on his tone level: 1.1. —What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

Operating Thetan: a state of beingness. It is a being "at cause over matter, energy, space, time, form and life." Operating comes from "able to operate without dependency on things," and thetan is the Greek letter theta (0), which the Greeks used to represent thought or perhaps spirit, to which an n is added to make a noun in the modern style used to create words in engineering. It is also Thetan or "theta to the nth degree," meaning unlim​ited or vast. . . . you could polish him up and get him to the level of Oper​ating Thetan so good and so high he could just simply go out and solve all the problems of the world. —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

overboard, throw it: (colloquial) discard it. From the nautical definition of boards meaning "the sides of a ship," so literally meaning throwing over the ship's side. For years and years and years I've tried to take "the dynamic principle of existence is survive" and throw it overboard. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)
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para-Dianetics/Scientology: a category of data in Dianetics and Scientology which includes all greater or lesser uncertainties and questionable things; things in Dianetics and Scientology of which the common, normal observer cannot be sure with a little study. [title] Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

pc: abbreviation for preclear. See preclear in this glossary. The goal of the auditor: pc to PT. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

Philadelphia tapes: reference to the Philadelphia Doctorate Course lectures: a series of sixty-two lectures given by Ron in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, 1—18 December 1952. The material covered included such areas as a wide analysis of human behavior, the handling and control of Homo sapiens and the highest level of atomic and molecular phenomena. Philadelphia tapes have quite a bit on that. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

pitch, get in there and: (informal) make an effort; work diligently; refuse to be defeated. It might do you a great deal of good as an auditor to just simply go out and find somebody who's really raving, and get in there and pitch. -How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

plutons: a made-up term. Let's not get into any balderdash about the fourth dimension and plutons suddenly going to walk out of the deep earth caves and wave magic flags over the mystic Rosicrucians. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

postulate: a conclusion, decision or resolution made by the individual him-self to resolve a problem or to set a pattern for the future or to nullify a pattern of the past. It's not that you are stuck with a postulate. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

preclear: a person not yet Clear, hence pre-Clear; generally, a person being audited, who is thus on the road to Clear; a person who, through proc​essing, is finding out more about himself and life. See also Clear in this glossary. And every time I get off the path and go wandering over the hills and far away and get to fooling around and wondering whether or not preclears . . . —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/ Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

present time: the time which is now and which becomes the past almost as rapidly as it is observed. It is a term loosely applied to the environment existing in now. We're just trying to find present time. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

present time problem: a special problem that exists in the physical universe "now" on which the pc has his attention fixed. It is any set of circumstances that so engages the attention of the preclear that he feels he should be doing something about it instead of being audited. You would treat it as a present time problem. -How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

process: a set of questions asked or commands given by a Scientology or Dianetics practitioner to help a person find out things about himself or life and to improve his condition. You'd go right on down scale, zong, in the absence of a process which would pull you right up scale again, zong!
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-Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

processed: given auditing; given Dianetics and Scientology processes and

procedures. Now, here's another one you can say about any preclear who comes in and sits down in the chair and gets processed. —SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

processing: the application of Dianetics and/or Scientology processes and procedures to individuals for their betterment. The exact definition of processing is: the action of asking a person a question (which he can understand and answer), getting an answer to that question and acknowledging him for that answer. Also called auditing. The mission of

processing, mission as an auditor, is not to try to find the future for somebody or knock out the past or anything else. -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

Professional Course: a course in Scientology which centered around the basic books by L. Ron Hubbard and the Professional Course Booklets (also known as the 50 Course Booklets). These booklets were compiled from transcripts of the Summary Course Lectures given by Ron in Wichita, Kansas, 25 February to 10 March 1952. The tapes of these lectures were supplemented by the booklets and together they formed the materials of the Professional Course. The course was six weeks in length and at the end of each week the students took an examination on what they had

covered. All right, this is the first of the new Professional Course series and it is expected at the time the student reaches this level that he will be very conversant with the following tapes and data ... -Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

psychosis: any severe form of mental disorder; insanity. And so he's trying

to make all bodies alike and you get the psychosis existing here on Earth known as MEST or the great brotherhood. -Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

psychosomatic ill: a term used in common parlance to denote a condition "resulting from a state of mind." Such illnesses account for about 70 per-cent of all ills, by popular report. Technically, in this science, a chronic or continuing painful facsimile to which the preclear is holding to account for failures. See also facsimiles and preclear in this glossary. It does

not take very long to eradicate a psychosomatic ill, not with techniques such as Matched Terminals. —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

psychosomatics: See psychosomatic ill in this glossary. And he gets sad‑
der and sadder, and there's more and more psychosomatics turning on. —SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

psychotic: an individual who is out of contact to a thorough extent with his present time environment and who does not compute into the future. He may be an acute psychotic wherein he becomes psychotic for only a few minutes at a time and only occasionally in certain environments (as in rages or apathies) or he may be a chronic psychotic, or in a continual disconnection with the future and present. Psychotics who are dramati​cally harmful to others are considered dangerous enough to be put away. Psychotics who are harmful on a less dramatic basis are no less harmful
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to their environment and are no less psychotic. The correction of a child - now get that as a definition of what dives a psychotic back into the past-it's correction. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

PT: an abbreviation for present time. See present time in this glossary. The goal of the auditor: pc to PT -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

randomity: a consideration of motion. We have plus randomity and we have minus randomity. We can have, from the individual's consideration, too much or too little motion, or enough motion. What's enough motion measured by? The consideration of the individual. The term randomity is often used to mean simply too much motion or action. Well, look in your Axioms and you will find the definition of randomity. An awful lot of people get worried and upset about randomity. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

reactive mind: that portion of a person's mind which works on a totally stimulus-response basis, which is not under his volitional control and which exerts force and the power of command over his awareness, purposes, thoughts, body and actions. The reactive mind is where engrams are stored. See also engram in this glossary. It's a reactive mind. -The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

180 restimulate: cause restimulation, the reactivation (by reason of similar cir​cumstances in the present approximating circumstances of the past) of a facsimile which then acts back against the body or awareness of aware​ness unit of the person. See also reactive mind in this glossary. And if you want to restimulate this preclear, he can hear Mama's voice talking to him giving him some advice every once in a while. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

restimulation: reactivation of a past memory due to similar circumstances in the present approximating circumstances of the past. Now, that's the mechanical trick of a collapse of terminals and how you get engrams and how they go into restimulation. —What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)

restimulator: something in the individual's surroundings which is suffi​ciently similar to something in his reactive mind that it causes part of his reactive mind to become restimulated (stirred up). What is the res​timulator in the vicinity? -The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

Rice Krispies: a breakfast cereal manufactured by Kellogg's Cereal of Battle Creek, Michigan. It's just like some Rice Krispies, or something of this sort. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

ridge: a solid accumulation of old, inactive energy suspended in space and time. A ridge is generated by opposing energy flows which hit one another, and continues to exist long after the energy flows have ceased. It's buried in ridges. -SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

Ripley, Robert: (1893—1949) American cartoonist and artist who originated "Believe It or Not," a widely popular newspaper cartoon presenting
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bizarre facts and oddities of all kinds. Did you ever read Robert Ripley's Believe It or Not? –How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

Rogers, Buck: a science fiction serial which featured the title character in adventures of interplanetary travel and battles against evil in the year 2430. Buck Rogers first appeared in comic strips, then in radio shows and later in a television program (1950–1951) entitled "Buck Rogers in the 25th Century." "Huh. One of the Buck Rogers boys. Talking about atomic fission." –The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

Rolls-Royce: a brand of car noted as being of the highest quality. I'm not saying that's the case, but I mean some big guy and he gives you five Rolls-Royces for bringing little Dorothea out of her eighty-ninth spin. . –How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

Roman era: the period of the Roman Empire: the empire of ancient Rome that lasted from 27 B.C., when it was established by Augustus, to A.D. 395, when it was divided into the Eastern Roman Empire and the West-ern Roman Empire. Do you want to communicate to the Roman era? –SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

Rome, all roads going to: (informal) all ways or methods of fulfilling a spe​cific intention end in the same result. The term originates in a descrip​tion of the system of roads built across Europe during the time of the Roman Empire: It was said that no matter on which road one started a journey, if one kept on traveling he would finally reach the city of Rome. Well, we're drawing all roads going to Rome here. –SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

run: perform the steps of processing on. See also processing in this glos​sary. . . . and to give particular stress to exactly how you run Matched Terminals and how you run Matched Terminals. –The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

running: performing the steps of processing on. See also processing in this glossary. You start running nothing but real engrams on a preclear and he practically becomes an animated engram if you keep it up long enough. –Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

run-out: causing something in the reactive mind to vanish entirely, at which time it is filed as memory and experience. See also reactive mind in this glossary. So how do you account for this randomity and this run-out, and so forth? –Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/ Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

scales, tipping the: (figurative) turning the trend of favor, control, etc. And if he does very much auditing, he just keeps tipping the scales over in the wrong direction. –Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/ Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Scientology: reference to Journal of Scientology, the magazine of the Hubbard Association of Scientologists published between August 1952
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and January 1955 in which L. Ron Hubbard released much technical material as he was developing it, thus making it quickly and broadly available to Scientologists around the world. It will be shortly announced in the magazine Scientology, published in the United States, that Dianetics stems from this base: The dynamic principle of existence is sur​vival. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Scientology: Scientology philosophy. It is the study and handling of the spirit in relationship to itself, universes and other life. Scientology means scio, knowing in the fullest sense of the word and logos, study. In itself the word means literally knowing how to know. Scientology is a "route," a way, rather than a dissertation or an assertive body of knowl​edge. Through its drills and studies one may find the truth for himself. The technology is therefore not expounded as something to believe, but something to do. And I am going to assume now that we have some con​versance with the basics of Dianetics and Scientology. -Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Scientology 8-8008: a book written by L. Ron Hubbard in 1952 which is a complete treatise of the anatomy of universes and the role played in them by a spiritual being. The definition of 8-8008 is the attainment of infinity by the reduction of the apparent infinity and power of the MEST universe to a zero for himself, and the increase of the apparent zero of one's own universe to an infinity for oneself. It can be seen that infinity stood upright makes the number eight: thus, 8-8008 is not just another number, but serves to fix into the mind of the individual a route by which he can rehabilitate himself, his abilities, his ethics and his goals. Now, we have Standard Operating Procedure Number 5 in Scientology 8-8008. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Self Analysis: a practical self-improvement handbook written in 1951 by L. Ron Hubbard. It contains Scientology auditing processes which may be used by oneself or audited on another person. In Self Analysis you find survival is dependent upon abundance. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

self-auditing: the action of running concepts or processes on one's self. See also processing in this glossary. . . . and the first thing you know, we have half the auditors in the place doped off and out of present time and self-auditing. -How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

self-determined: capable of determining the actions of self; able to direct one-self. The only way he will fall under control and become less self-determined is when he has become dependent upon a MEST universe counterpart of one of his own dynamics. -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

self-determinism: a condition of determining the actions of self; the ability to direct oneself. Self-determinism is the goal of the auditor. -Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

session: the period of time during which an auditor audits a preclear. See also auditor, auditing and preclear in this glossary. And after you've

audited a preclear for a dozen sessions and have never said, "Hello" or something of the sort . .. -The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

shuns: reference to "invalidation" and "evaluation" which are the two "shuns" (things to keep away from; things to avoid scrupulously or consistently) of an auditor. . . . let's realize that in the Auditor's Code there are really only two important "shuns": invalidation and evaluation. -Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

sky's the limit: (informal) there are no limits, e.g., to the successes one can have. When we go in for this type of auditing, then, the sky's the limit because you're auditing the GE. —Present Time (26 Mar. 53)

somatic: a physical pain or discomfort of any kind. The word somatic means, actually, bodily or physical. Because the word pain has in the past led to confusion between physical pain and mental pain, somatic is the term used to denote physical pain or discomfort. That's why you get the somatics; that's why you get the perceptions, and so forth. -Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

space opera: time periods on the whole track which concern activities in this and other galaxies. Space opera has space travel, spaceships, space-men, intergalactic travel, wars, conflicts, other beings, civilizations and societies, and other planets and galaxies. It is not fiction and concerns actual incidents and things that occur and have occurred on the track. And sure enough, if you really want to map your track you look over a lit​tle space opera and you'll find out a fellow has a horror of being out in space all by himself —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

spin: (informal) be in a state of mental confusion. I'll give you it in the last few minutes of play, and let you spin all night, hah! -SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

spirons: a made-up name. . . . and it travels down neurons and spirons and dives around a couple of holes and aspids and out someplace else. -The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)
sponge, throw in the: (colloquial) admit defeat; give up. From the practice by a boxer's second (a person who advises a boxer) of throwing a sponge into the ring to concede defeat. So he'll get the idea after a while he can't put up any mock-ups, and he can't put up any terminals, and he'll throw in the sponge. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Ter​minals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

spun in: (slang) in a state of mental confusion; insane. He must be spun in. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

squirrely: (slang) characteristic of one who goes off into weird practices or alters Scientology. Someone who does this is called a squirrel. So don't let your preclears go squirrely and think they've got a new technique for reading minds because it doesn't happen to be true. —What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)
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Standard Operating Procedure: a sequence of steps to be taken by the auditor to make a Theta Clear. For more information, see SCIENTOLOGY 8-8008, STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE 8 in the appendix of this volume. See also Theta Clear in this glossary. Now, we have Standard Operating Procedure Number 5 in Scientology 8-8008. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

static: an actuality of no mass, no wavelength, no position in space or relation in time, but with the quality of creating or destroying mass or energy, of locating itself or creating space, and in re-relating time. The only thing you had to add to mathematics to solve it was the definition of a static. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

Step II: Step II of Standard Operating Procedure for Theta Clearing. For more information, see SCIENTOLOGY 8-8008, STANDARD OPERAT​ING PROCEDURE 8 in the appendix of this volume. St. James edition: reference to the King James Version of the Bible, an English version of the Bible prepared in England under James I and published in 1611. Also called the Authorized Version. Don't get a copy of the St. James edition a hundred years ago. -Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

Street Railway Company: a made-up name for a railroad company. "Oh, the Street Railway Company. I'm a motorman." —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

subbrains: such parts of the body as the "funny bones" or any "judo sensitive" spots: the sides of the neck, the inside of the wrist, the places the doctors tap to find out if there is a reflex. These are subbrains picked up on the evolutionary line. They're subbrains, they figure out, and they figure out things and so on. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (cont.) (25 Mar. 53)

sun, moon or stars, under the: (informal) on Earth; anywhere. A variation of under the sun. Never under the sun, moon or stars would you be able to see that church at all unless you also had a picture of the church .. . -Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)
sweetness and light: a manner exhibiting unusual tolerance, understand​ing or sympathy (often used ironically when such a display is entirely out of character). And then they will find that they will be able to turn on enough sweetness and light for this individual to straighten out their difficulties. -How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

talking through his hat: (informal) talking without real knowledge; saying things that are incorrect or foolish. You know, I thought Thorstein Veblen was talking through his hat on a lot of these things and so forth till I started to associate with the pigs —I mean the fellows. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (cont.) (24 Mar. 53)

Technique 80: an auditing technique addressing overts, motivators, being​ness and the anatomy of "maybe." It can be applied to MEST bodies, one lifetime, the whole track or some segment of the whole track. It is the practice of beingness on each dynamic successively, and the practice of beingness on a dynamic until you can be that whole dynamic. Symboli​cally, the 80 is infinity and zero, "to be or not to be." It becomes an entire subject of how to take apart maybe—how to get an indecision, how to get an evolved, grouped series of incidents apart. Any method which does this falls under the category of Technique 80. . . . ever since we had Technique 80 (we have tapes of that here) we've known this is the case. —SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

terminal: any thing that has mass and meaning; a point from which energy can flow or by which energy can be received. Not only did we find out why a terminal works against a terminal to make electricity, but a little bit later on we find out that the so-called sciences of mathematics break down. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

terrification: a state of being filled with terror. There is the terrification of being afraid of being afraid. —SOP Utility (27 Mar. 53)

thataway: in or toward the direction pointed out. It's bad over thataway, it's bad here, it's bad there, you've got to think something else bad about it and it's even bad right where you are. —What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)
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theta: energy peculiar to life which acts upon material in the physical uni​verse and animates it, mobilizes it and changes it; natural creative energy of a being which he has free to direct toward survival goals. The term comes from the Greek letter theta (0), which the Greeks used to represent thought or perhaps spirit. The seventh dynamic is the world of theta, your thetans and so forth, and the eighth dynamic is infinity, right side up; this could be called God. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

Theta Clear: a being who is reasonably stable outside the body and does not come back into the body simply because the body is hurt. No other condi​tion is necessary. That definition for auditing, you see, would apply to auditing a person who was never going to be a Theta Clear ... —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

Theta Clearing: the process of bringing a being up to the point of Theta Clear. See also Theta Clear in this glossary. Let's start in here with a very fast review of the important data which we have to have at our com​mand in order to accomplish Theta Clearing of Steps I to VII inclusive on Standard Operating Procedure Number 5. —SOP Issue 5: Steps I to VII (24 Mar. 53)

thetan: the person himself—not his body or his name, the physical universe, his mind, or anything else; that which is aware of being aware; the identity which is the individual. The term was coined to eliminate any possible confusion with older, invalid concepts. It comes from the Greek letter theta (0), which the Greeks used to represent thought or perhaps spirit, to which an n is added to make a noun in the modern style used to create words in engineering. It is also On, or "theta to the nth degree," meaning unlimited or vast. Mind you, those first four also apply to a thetan. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

thiamine chloride: a white, crystalline, water-soluble compound of the vita-min B complex. And that says unmistakably that if you don't slip some thiamine chloride to your preclear, he's going to start having nightmares. —How and When to Audit (26 Mar. 53)

thisaway: in this direction. Why do you hear all of this "It's so bad over this-away and thataway," and so forth? —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)

time track: the consecutive record of mental image pictures which accumu​late through a person's life or lives. It is very exactly dated. The time

track is the entire sequence of "now" incidents, complete with all sense messages, picked up by a person during his whole existence. And now you start up and down the time track and we're going to erase these shells. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology

Tone Scale: a scale, in Scientology, which shows the emotional tones of a person. These, ranged from the highest to the lowest, are, in part, serenity, enthusiasm (as we proceed downward), conservatism, boredom, antago​nism, anger, covert hostility, fear, grief, apathy. An arbitrary numerical value is given to each level on the scale. There are many aspects of the Tone Scale and using it makes possible the prediction of human behav​ior. You can't have one god in a universe that's based on a terminal of two unless you want to drive everybody down Tone Scale and make slaves out of them. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/ Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

track: same as time track. See time track in this glossary. . . . and that tells you immediately that one of the worst aberrations that could—you could have on the track would be evaluation. —Review of Dianetics, Scientology and Para-Dianetics/Scientology (23 Mar. 53)

upscale: into a better condition or state of being. Therefore, it's hard to go upscale because you can't get that glittery. —The Elements with Stress on How to Run Matched Terminals (25 Mar. 53)
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V: short for Case V: a heavily occluded case (one whose memories are usually largely hidden or made unavailable to conscious recall) characterized by mental pictures consisting of masses of blackness. At the time of this lecture, Standard Operating Procedure had the auditor test the preclear at each step of the procedure to find a step the preclear could do and then begin processing at that step. A Case V was a person who had to be started at Step V of that procedure. For more information, see SCIENTOLOGY 8-8008, STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE 8 in the appendix of this volume. valence: a personality. The term is used to denote the borrowing of the per​sonality of another. A valence is a substitute for self taken on after the fact of lost confidence in self. Veblen, Thorstein: (1857—1929) US economist, sociologist and author of a number of books, including Theory of the Leisure Class (1899), an analy​sis of the psychological motives for the business class in an acquisitive society. You know, I thought Thorstein Veblen was talking through his

188 hat on a lot of these things and so forth until I started to associate with the pigs—I mean the fellows.

If we were to draw a dwindling spiral we would have an arrow going down towards 0.0 or minus 8.0 and that arrow would have marked on it "scarcity." —What's Wrong with the Pc and How You Can Do Something About It (23 Mar. 53)
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
