GLOSSARY

To assist in your understanding of these lectures, hard-to-find terms and other words which you may not be familiar with are included in this glossary. An example of usage from the lectures is included at the end of each definition. These definitions give only the meanings of the words as they are used in the lectures; this glossary is not meant as a substitute for a dictionary.

A: abbreviation for affinity. See also ARC in this glossary. If he is cold and calculating, his A is missing. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

Abbott: reference to Abbott Laboratories, a major US pharmaceutical manufacturer which produces and distributes a variety of medical drugs. And I don't know that even when we look at the ads of Abbott or the claims of the AMA that we have departed any distance at all. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

aberration: a departure from rational thought or behavior. Aberration means basically to err, to make mistakes, or more specifically to have fixed ideas which are not true. The word is also used in its scientific sense. It means departure from a straight line. If a line should go from A to B, then if it is aberrated it would go from A. to some other point, to some other point, to some other point, to some other point, to some other point, and finally arrive at B. Taken in its scientific sense, it would also mean the lack of straightness or to see crookedly as, for example, a man sees a horse but thinks he sees an elephant. Aberrated conduct would be wrong conduct, or conduct not supported by reason. Aberration is opposed to sanity, which would be its opposite. From the Latin, aberrare, to wander from; Latin, ab, away, errare, to wander. And I think that the Advanced Clinical unit now in progress here, and the Hubbard Professional College unit now in progress here will, all of them, tell you that: `Aberration? Who ever had any difficulty with that?"—Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Adler: Alfred Adler (1870-1937), Viennese psychologist and psychiatrist who opposed Freud's emphasis on sex and advanced his own theory of the inferiority complex to explain psychopathic cases. Let us say Jung or Adler, the squirrels of his day. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Advanced Clinical unit: reference to an Advanced Clinical Course, one of the theory and research courses delivered by L. Ron Hubbard during the years 1953 to 1961, which gave a deep insight into the phenomena of the mind and the rationale of research and investigation. And I think that the Advanced

Clinical unit now in progress here, and the Hubbard Professional College unit now in progress here will, all of them, tell you that: `Aberration? Who ever had any difficulty with that?" —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Alexander: Alexander III (356–323 B.C.), also known as Alexander the Great; king of Macedonia, an ancient kingdom located in what is now Greece and Yugoslavia. By conquest, he extended an empire which reached from Greece to India. Man's usual way of handling this is some individual elects himself as Caesar or Alexander or Napoleon, and he goes charging around on a white horse doing what, we're not sure. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

AMA: abbreviation for American Medical Association, a professional physicians' organization, established in 1847, with the stated purpose of promoting public health, protecting the welfare of doctors and supporting medical science. And the last time I talked to anybody from the AMA we used sign language. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

American Weekly: a syndicated newspaper supplement purchased by William Randolph Hearst in 1930 and in publication until 1963. See also Hearst, William Randolph in this glossary. William Randolph Hearst, when he used to run the American Weekly, always had a page in there devoted to things that happened in Bavaria, you know. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Anacin: (trademark) a brand of aspirin. You run an engram, you run a secondary, you found out his father had lumbosis and his father is dead, and you spill the secondary on Papa's death and you get that all run out and this individual is in wonderful condition and then he turns around to you and he says, "You see what this Anacin I take does?" —Pan-determinism (31 Dec. 54)

"apparatae": humorously Latinized plural of apparatus. Well, I got myself a Koenig photometer and a couple of other crude "apparatae," and started to measure the cadences and the impressions made by poetry. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

ARC: a word made from the initial letters of Affinity, Reality and Commu​nication, which together equate to understanding. These are the three things necessary to the understanding of something—one has to have some affinity for it, it has to be real to him to some degree and he needs some communication with it before he can understand it. This lecture is on the subject of communication which has to do with the text in Dianetics 1955! and which clarifies something we have known about for a very, very long time—the ARC triangle. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

ARC triangle: a triangle which symbolizes the fact that affinity, reality and communication act together as a whole entity and that one of them cannot be considered unless the other two are also taken into account. Without affinity there is no reality or communication. Without reality or some agreement, affinity and communication are absent. Without communication there can be no affinity or reality. See also ARC in this glossary. This lecture is on the subject of communication which has to do with the text in Dianetics 1955! and which clarifies something we have known about for a very, very long time—the ARC triangle. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

Arcturus: a very bright star in the northern sky, located approximately 194 trillion miles from Earth. Usually if you said, `Be three feet back of your head" they'd be passing by Arcturus in an awful hurry . . . —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

ardure: a coined word meaning "hardship; difficulty." Formed from the word arduous, derived from Latin ardu-us, which means "high, steep, difficult." Revolution never carried anything with it—never carried anything with it but chaos and the return with more ardure of the same regime that the populace got rid of —The Aims and Goals of Dianetics and Scientology (30 Dec. 54)

astral walking: traveling through the use of what is known in some forms of philosophical or religious thought as the astral body—a second body said to belong to each individual, formed of a substance which is above or beyond perception by the senses and which pervades all space. Per these beliefs, the astral body accompanies the individual through life, is able to leave the human body at will, and survives the individual after death. The spiritualist, with his astral walking, his collection of spirits; his—the magician with his—and by the way, there are very few people know very much about the basic magician. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Atabrine: (trademark) a synthetic drug used in treating malaria and other diseases. Now, cinchona bark, Atabrine, let down more of our troops in the last war than you could easily count in a ward. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Atomic Energy Commission: a former federal agency (1946–1975) created to regulate the development of the United States atomic energy program. Its functions were transferred to the Nuclear Regulatory Commission in 1975. With the Church of Scientology which is legal as the flowers of spring unless they become illegal to the Atomic Energy Commission—the legal aspects of the Church of Scientology are as sound as the Rock of Gibraltar. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

audit: to apply Dianetics and Scientology processes and procedures to a preclear. They're out of communication and they—whatever they're doing, they offer to the auditor at first glance the same task he would have in auditing a pillow. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

auditing: a special form of personal counseling, unique to Scientology, which helps an individual look at his own existence and improves his ability to confront what he is and where he is. Auditing is a precise, thoroughly codified activity with exact procedures. The exact definition of auditing is: the action of asking a person a question (which he can understand and answer), getting an answer to that question and acknowledging him for that answer. Also called processing. Somebody was sitting down in my office yesterday and said, "You know with all that bad auditing and all those bad auditors, I just had an awful time a couple, three years ago." —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

auditor: a person trained and qualified in applying auditing to individuals for their betterment. Auditor means one who listens, from the Latin audire meaning "to hear or listen." He is a minister or minister-in-training of the Church of Scientology An auditor does not do anything to a preclear, he works together with the preclear to help the preclear defeat his reactive mind. Seven years in an institution, incurably insane—auditor says, "Come up to present time"—they're sane. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

automaticity: the action of doing something but being unaware or only partially aware one is doing it; having something "on automatic." An automaticity is something which ought to be under the control of the individual, but isn't. They

want the kind of a job where they can set up some sort of an automaticity like this and then dream daydreams—to dream up things and think of things and invent fairy tales for themselves and so on. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

Axioms: statements of natural law on the order of those of the physical sciences. Full lists of the Axioms of Dianetics and the Axioms of Scientology are contained in the book Scientology 0-8: The Book of Basics by L. Ron Hubbard. One of the most damaging experiences to somebody's aplomb about his sadness and sorrow and the grimness of life, is to run one of the Route 2 steps from The Creation of Human Ability, that book which contains all the Route 1, and all the Route 2 steps and all the Axioms. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

Bachelor of Scientology (BScn): at the time of these lectures, the degree earned by an auditor who had completed an eight-week certification course and submitted three case histories and a thesis on the subject of Scientology to the HASI, or who had successfully completed an Advanced Clinical Course unit in Phoenix. See also Advanced Clinical unit in this glossary. Now, there is no reason why a Doctor of Scientology, a Bachelor of Scientology, HCA, should not be called a Doctor of Education. —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

bank: the mental image picture collection of the preclear—the reactive mind. The word comes from computer terminology where all data is in a "bank." See also reactive mind in this glossary. There is no slightest difference between the two except the thetan exterior, developed by the processes of Scientology, is achieved without erasing every facsimile and engram in the bank. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Bedlam: an old insane asylum (in full, St. Mary of Bethlehem) in London, infamous for the brutal ill-treatment which was inflicted upon the insane there. He would probably be taken over to Bedlam and locked up. —Games (29 Dec. 54)

beingness: condition or state of being; existence. Beingness also refers to the assumption or choosing of a category of identity. Beingness can be assumed by oneself or given to oneself or attained. Examples of beingness would be one's own name, one's profession, one's physical characteristics, one's role in a game—each or all of these could be called one's beingness. The more dynamics he is surviving along, the more beingness he is. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

bird, give (something) the: (slang) to dismiss or reject (something). The phrase began as "give the goose," meaning to hiss in disapproval at an actor on stage, similar to the way a goose hisses as a threat or warning. Later modified to "give the big bird" or "give the bird," it became more broadly applied to mean any dismissal or rejection. Well, give it the bird, will you? —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

Black and White: reference to Black and White Processing, a type of processing in which the auditor gets the preclear to turn energy flows black and white, the two extreme manifestations of perception on the part of the preclear. For further information, read the book Scientology 8-80 by L. Ron Hubbard. Black and White phenomena is still there. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

black V: a heavily occluded case characterized by mental pictures consisting of masses of blackness. The term black V came from application of SOP 8 (Standard Operating Procedure 8), wherein the auditor tested the preclear at

each step of the process to find a step the preclear could do and began processing at that step. SOP 8 consists of seven steps; a preclear who had to be started at Step V of the process was called a "Case V." This level of case could not get mock-ups but only blackness, hence "black V." I realize, now, I was probably the only wide-open case in the midst of a bunch of black Vs. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Book One: Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mental Health, the basic text on Dianetics techniques, written by L. Ron Hubbard, published in 1950 and reprinted numerous times in subsequent years. It is also referred to as the first book. Another chap now in the HPC course came in here and he had never read very much of Book One, but he had gotten as far as asking questions. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Bu Pers: short for Bureau of Navy Personnel, the bureau in the United States Navy responsible for the procurement, education, training, discipline and distribution of officers and enlisted personnel of the navy. They have an admiral in charge of that, and I got his signature on that, and I got the Bu Pers signature on that, and it came back—because the fellow said he'd see me next Thursday. —The Aims and Goals of Dianetics and Scientology (30 Dec. 54)

Burlecue Theater: a made-up name for a theater, from burlecue, a slang term for a type of stage show characterized by slapstick humor, comic skits, bawdy songs, striptease acts and a scantily clad female chorus. Also called burlesque. We get this condition: we have, this girl named Grind—works at Burlecue Theater. —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

Cadillac: a top-of-the-line, expensive American luxury car, known for its spacious size and smooth ride. Now, if somebody couldn't get out of his Cadillac, you'd think he was nuts or something was wrong. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

Caesar: (ca. 101–44 B.C.) Roman soldier and statesman who became Roman dictator in 49 B.C. Said to be among the greatest generals of history, he succeeded in winning stability for Rome and the provinces, and his dictatorship paved the way for the Roman Empire. Man's usual way of handling this is, some individual elects himself as Caesar or Alexander or Napoleon, and he goes charging around on a white horse doing what, we're not sure. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

CARE: abbreviation of Cooperative for American Relief Everywhere, an American organization that sends food, clothing and medicine in special boxes (called "CARE packages") to places around the world where they are needed. You still get things leaking through like C-A-R-E. —Games (29 Dec. 54)

case: a general term for a person being treated or helped. Case also refers to a person's condition, which is monitored by the content of his reactive mind. A person's case is the way he responds to the world around him by reason of his aberrations. And I'd get one of their boys whose case I knew about and I'd take him down on the park bench. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Case Level XII: a coined name for an extremely low-level case, based on the steps given in Standard Operating Procedure 8. (The lowest-level case addressed by SOP 8 was known as a Case Level VII.) See also SOP 8 in this glossary. Maybe this was acceptable to the mathematician who was dug in, Case Level XII. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

CECS: abbreviation for Committee of Examinations, Certifications and Services, an organization set up within the HASI at the time of these lectures to guarantee the standard of practice of Scientology across the world. It had programs of retraining and examination to increase auditors' skills and results. See also HASI in this glossary. The CECS—been kicked around an awful lot but actually shouldn't be kicked around. —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

Chateau d'If: a castle built in 1524 on the small, rocky island of If off the southern coast of France, long used as a state prison. Many political prisoners were incarcerated on the fortified island, but it is best known as the chateau in which French author Alexandre Dumas (1802-1870) imprisoned the fictional hero of his novel The Count of Monte Cristo. Any barrier—Fort Knox, walls, Chateau d'If—wouldn't even vaguely restrain anybody who was not packing around energy. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

circuit: a part of an individual's mind that behaves as though it were an entity or personality separate from him, that either talks to him or goes into action of its own accord. After a while, 'as a energy production unit mired down in a lot of energy, he was talking in circuits to himself —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

circus: in -ancient Rome, a large, usually oblong or oval, roofless enclosure surrounded by tiers of seats rising one above another. The term is also used to refer to the entertainments given in a circus in Rome. Gladiatorial contests (in which men, singly or in troops, often fought to the death to provide spectacles for the populace), chariot races and beast hunts were staged regularly in Roman circuses. The number of human beings that were pulled apart in order to make this book actually likens it a little bit better to a Roman circus. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Clarion Bugle Gazette: a made-up name for a newspaper. `I was a newspaper reporter on the Clarion Bugle Gazette of Sioux Falls and that's really who I am," you know. —Games (29 Dec. 54)

Clear: (1) a being who no longer has his own reactive mind. He therefore suffers none of the ill effects that the reactive mind can cause. The Clear has no engrams which, when restimulated, throw out the correctness of his computations by entering hidden and false data. Becoming Clear strengthens a person's native individuality and creativity. It is a highly desirable state that is attainable by virtually anyone through auditing. The problem that we faced before was primarily this: We could not depend upon an auditor, even when he was trained, to produce a Clear. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54) (2) clear: to bring a person, through auditing, to the state of Clear. We're going to clear everybody. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

cobalt 12: humorous reference to cobalt 60, a radioactive form of cobalt, which is a hard, lustrous steel-gray metallic element. Well now, it's a funny direction man is going when somebody could look over this formula of an atom bomb, hydrogen bomb, when somebody could patiently collect enough cobalt 12 to add to enough hydrogen bomb in order to kill all life for enormous distances, kill the trees and the grass and everything else. —The Aims and Goals of Dianetics and Scientology (30 Dec. 54)

collar ornament: a pin insignia worn on the collar of a military uniform to show rank or training specialty. By taking off one collar ornament, I found out I could very easily be mistaken for a medical doctor. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)
comm lag: short for communication lag. See communication lag in this glossary. But give me an auditor who will concentrate 100 percent on making the preclear more able in the level of conduct of the process, and wasn't—care anything about the disabilities, but he just goes on plugging to make this preclear more able and more able and more able to do this process, get the comm lags out of it, and I'll show you an auditor that makes people well in a hurry. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

communication lag: the length of time from the moment an individual is asked a question to the moment when he actually replies to that exact question, regardless of what comes in between. It does not matter whether the person continues to talk about something else than the question or simply remains silent, it is still a communication lag. A communication lag is a technical thing. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

communication line: a line on which particles flow; any sequences through which a message of any character may go. Now wherever we look organizationwise here in Phoenix, we discover experiments—little experimental setups, trying to discover if there's a communication line existing in that particular field of endeavor. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Communication Processing: a series of questions which process communication directly and specifically address originated communications, answers and acknowledgments. For further information see R2 - 76 in the book The Creation of Human Ability by L. Ron Hubbard. You know, I mean, it's good if your preclear doesn't spin in; (laughter) and Communication Processing which is the hottest news we have had for four and a half years. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)
cortextural: a humorous coined word meaning "of the cerebral cortex, (the part of the brain associated with higher brain functions such as voluntary movement, learning, memory, etc.)." Well, there is no sense in looking at his cortextural response which runs between his korzybski and his oblongata. —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

Creation of Human Ability, The: a book written by L. Ron Hubbard, first published in England in 1954. It contains processes designed to restore the power of a thetan over his own decisions and to understand his nature as a being. It isn't in The Creation of Human Ability. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

Cybernetics: a book written by Norbert Wiener and published in 1948, about cybernetics, a science developed by Wiener dealing with the comparative study of human control systems, as the brain and nervous system, and complex electronic systems. And this book about this neural response system, Cybernetics has applied the principles of electricity to life and it tries to demonstrate somehow that life comes about because of electronic flows. And it doesn't. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

Cynergetics: humorous reference to Cybernetics. See Cybernetics in this glossary. ... I was quite happy he wrote that book called Cynergetics or whatever it was, and he talks about a neural response system. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

demon circuits: circuits which give thoughts voice, or echo the spoken word interiorly, or who give all sorts of complicated advice like a real, live voice exteriorly. See also circuit in this glossary.... if these things do get us stuck and fixated one way or the other, and if these things do become these terminals that we find as demon circuits and other things in the human mind .. . —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

desert rat: (slang) a prospector in the deserts of the western United States. Thus, we find a desert rat in not too good a condition. If he talks at all, it's probably to his burro. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

detribute: a humorous coined word from attribute, meaning "to think of as caused by; regard as an effect or product of" and the prefix de-, meaning "to do the opposite of." "And now I'll get this witching wand and so forth and I'll read this old chart here, and I'll detribute the fact and reinterpret it that way, and then I'll go get me a burro and I will walk across the desert and I will..." so on. —Pan-determinism (31 Dec. 54)

Dianetics 1955!: reference to the book Dianetics 55! by L. Ron Hubbard, which deals with the fundamental principles of communication and contains processes designed to increase a preclear's ARC and raise the preclear on the Tone Scale. This congress has as its principal business the delineation of the materials in the book, Dianetics 1955! —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mental Health: the basic text on Dianetics techniques, written by L. Ron Hubbard and first published in 1950. The work is divided into three major sections: Book One, The Goal of Man; Book Two, The Single Source of All Inorganic Mental and Organic Psychosomatic Ills and Book Three, Therapy. Dianetics and its goals are outlined in Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mental Health, published on May 9th, 1950, subsequently read by over a half a million Americans. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Dickens, Charles: (1812–1870) prolific English novelist of the late nineteenth century whose books are noted for picturesque and extravagant characters in the lower economic strata of England at that time. After his first novel was published in 1836, he never stopped writing. He was always busy, writing for hours every day on novels, short stories and magazine articles. A fellow by the name of Charles Dickens did this. Dickens described with great accuracy what he had learned as a young man in the streets and courts of London. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

dickens, like the: (colloquial) very much, hard, fast, etc. Dickens is a euphemism normally used in place of "devil." And then the fellow who's got to run like the dickens every time you start to communicate, he's getting close to not having any game at all. —Games (29 Dec. 54)

Dick Tracy: the main character of a popular American cops-and-robbers series which originated as a comic strip in 1931, and was made into a number of film serials and feature films in the 1930s and 1940s. Dick Tracy is a clean-cut plainclothes detective with a hard, jutting jawline, who uses his own cunning and a variety of high-tech gadgets to eradicate crime in his city. And there goes the villain—Dick Tracy's stock in trade. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

Doctor of Scientology (DScn): at the time of these lectures, the degree earned by a graduate of an Advanced Clinical Course unit who had produced excellent
work in the Advanced Clinical Course and considerable field work after graduation. See also Advanced Clinical unit in this glossary. Now, there is no reason why a Doctor of Scientology, a Bachelor of Scientology, HCA, should not be called a Doctor of Education . . . —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

dope off: get tired, sleepy, foggy (as though doped, or drugged). Don't worry if they dope off, but make sure they do the process, huh? —Group Processing, Part I (29 Dec. 54)

Dud, Professor: a made-up name for a person considered to be an authority. Dud is an informal term for a person or thing that fails or is ineffectual. "But of course there's always Professor Dud . . ." and so on. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

Duke of Lemonade: a made-up title for a duke, possibly a reference to William, Prince of Orange (1533-1584). In 1568, William led the successful revolt of the Netherlands against Spanish rule and the Catholic religion, as represented by their tyrannical Spanish governor, the Duke of Alva. During William's subsequent rule, however, his Protestant followers forcibly introduced regimes which were as intolerant toward Catholics in the Netherlands as the Spanish regime had been toward the Protestants. William was assassinated in 1584. They revolt against the duke, and they get a Duke of Lemonade. —The Aims and Goals of Dianetics and Scientology (30 Dec. 54)

dynamics: the eight urges (drives, impulses) in life. These are motives or motivations. A dynamic is a surge of energy within a person which is seeking to promote the survival of something. Life or existence can be subdivided into these eight main divisions, known as the eight dynamics: (1) the FIRST DYNAMIC is SELF. This is the effort to survive as an individual, to be an individual. It includes one's own body and one's own mind. It is the effort to attain the highest level of survival for the longest possible time for self. This dynamic includes the individual plus his immediate possessions. It does not include any other people. It is the urge to survive as one's self. Here we have individuality expressed fully. (2) the SECOND DYNAMIC is CREATIVITY. Creativity is making things for the future and the second dynamic includes any creativity. The second dynamic contains the family unit and the rearing of children as well as anything that can be categorized as a family activity. It also incidentally includes sex as a mechanism to compel future survival. (3) the THIRD DYNAMIC is GROUP SURVIVAL. This is the urge to survive through a group of individuals or as a group. A group can be a community, friends, a company, a social lodge, a state, a nation, a race or in short, any group. It doesn't matter what size this group is, it is seeking to survive as a group. (4) the FOURTH DYNAMIC is SPECIES. Man's fourth dynamic is the species of mankind, meaning both men and women. This is the urge toward survival through all mankind and as all mankind. Whereas the white race would be considered a third dynamic for a white person, all the races of man together would be considered the fourth dynamic. All men and women because they are men and women seek to survive as men and women and for men and women. (5) the FIFTH DYNAMIC is LIFE FORMS. This is the urge to survive as life forms and with the help of life forms such as animals, birds, insects, fish and vegetation. This includes all living things whether animal or vegetable, anything directly and intimately motivated by life. It is the effort to survive for any and every form of life. It is the interest in life as such. (6) the SIXTH DYNAMIC is MEST or the PHYSICAL UNIVERSE. MEST stands for Matter,

Energy, Space and Time. These are the component parts of the physical universe. The sixth dynamic is the urge to survive of the physical universe, by the physical universe itself and with the help of the physical universe and each one of its component parts. (7) the SEVENTH DYNAMIC is the SPIRITUAL DYNAMIC, the urge to survive as spiritual beings or the urge for life itself to survive. Anything spiritual, with or without identity, would come under the heading of the seventh dynamic. It includes one's beingness, the ability to create, the ability to cause survival or survive, the ability to destroy or pretend to be destroyed. A subheading of this dynamic is ideas and concepts and the desire to survive through these. The seventh dynamic is life source. This is separate from the physical universe and is the source of life itself. (8) the EIGHTH DYNAMIC is the urge toward existence as INFINITY. The eighth dynamic is commonly supposed to be a Supreme Being or Creator. It is correctly defined as infinity. It actually embraces the allness of all. And when we said, "life," of course, we meant all the dynamics. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Easy-Wheezy Soap Flakes: a made-up name for a product. 'Well whose program is it? I'm the one that's trying to sell Easy-Wheezy Soap Flakes, you're not." —Games (29 Dec. 54)

Echo: brand name of a type of small portable tape recorder and player. The book was written on a tape recorder—on a little Echo tape recorder, straight onto recorder and taken off by my secretary, and she took it off onto aluminum Multilith plates, just like that. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

egg: (slang) a bomb dropped from an airplane. I mean, you'd think these people would feel real bad about having all these eggs laid on their heads, you know. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

Einstein: Albert Einstein (1879-1955), German physicist and US citizen from 1940 who formulated the theory of relativity, a series of conclusions concerning the interrelationship of time, space and the motion of objects. His work is said to have led to the development of nuclear fission and the atomic bomb. Some of them absorbed the knowledge which was there and which had been developed earlier by people like Halley, Einstein—absorbed this novel information, the different purposes and usages. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Elementary Straightwire: a basic process with two commands: "Give me something you wouldn't mind remembering," "Give me something you wouldn't mind forgetting." The processes given in it are the six basic processes which are: Two-way Communication, Elementary Straightwire, Opening Procedure 8-C, Opening Procedure by Duplication, Remedy of Havingness, and Spotting Spots in Space. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Emergency Auditor: an assistant who helps an auditor delivering Group Processing. In groups receiving Group Processing, there are commonly people (particularly those whose cases are being addressed for the first time) who become misemotional or otherwise distract the rest of the group. Such people are cared for by the Emergency Auditor (also called the Assistant Group Auditor), who takes the person out of the group to a nearby place and helps him over his difficulty, then returns him to the group as quickly as possible. If there are any casualties, Emergency Auditors are present. —Group Processing (28 Dec. 54)

E-Meter: short for Electropsychometer, a specially designed instrument which helps the auditor and preclear locate areas of spiritual distress or travail. The

E-Meter is a religious artifact and can only be used by Scientology ministers or ministers-in-training. It does not diagnose or cure anything. It measures the mental state or change of state of a person and thus is of enormous benefit to the auditor in helping the preclear locate areas to be handled. And if it was just the syllabic action or the wave form in the air that would produce this reaction, why, then, probably, when the fellow recalled it (shades of the E-Meter)—when the fellow recalled it, you'd get the same pattern back again. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

engram: a mental image picture which is a recording of a time of physical pain and unconsciousness. It must by definition have impact or injury as part of its content. An engram is a complete recording, down to the last accurate detail, of every perception present in a moment of partial or full unconsciousness. See also reactive mind in this glossary. The fellow would be all out of his engrams and uninfluenced by his reactive mind just (snap) that fast. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

entheta: theta which is enturbulated (turbulent or agitated and disturbed); especially referring to communications, which, based on lies and confusions, are slanderous, choppy or destructive in an attempt to overwhelm or suppress a person or group. See also theta in this glossary. But even entheta is better than no communication at all. —The Aims and Goals of Dianetics and Scientology (30 Dec. 54)

every-good-boy-does-fine, f-a-c-e: sayings used to help children learn the


sequence of notes corresponding to the lines and spaces on a staff used in writing music. The staff has five parallel lines, and each line represents a certain note. The notes corresponding to each of the lines, from the bottom of this staff to the top, are named E, G, B, D and F. Thus the saying "every good boy does fine" is used to help children remember the sequence of the notes that correspond with the lines. The spaces between the lines represent the notes F, A, C and E. Spelling the word "f-a-c-e" is therefore used to help children remember the sequence of notes corresponding with the spaces. And they sit down and they, "Do, re, mi, fa, sol,""every-good-boy-does-fine,""f-a-c-e,"and finally get to a point of where they play the piano very nicely.... —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

Expanded GITA: a process whereby the preclear is first tested to see if he can get a mock-up that he can see, no matter how vague, then is asked to waste, accept under duress, desire and finally be able to take or leave alone each of the items on a list of certain isolated factors—these factors being those which are more important to minds than others. The term GITA comes from Give and Take processing. For more information on Expanded GITA, see the book Scientology 8-8008. See also mock up in this glossary. And that became, by the time we got to SOP 8—Standard Operating Procedure 8—Step IV, Expanded GITA. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

exterior a thetan who is outside the body with or without full perception, but still able to control and handle the body. The term is also used as a modifier to describe a thetan who is in this state or condition. When a person goes exterior, he achieves a certainty that he is himself and not his body. If it takes us 150 hours for each case that we get, simply to make a good, stable exterior out of them, we'd quit today. That's a lot of time. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

facsimile: a three-dimensional color picture with sound and smell and all other perceptions, plus the conclusions or speculations of the individual. There is no

slightest difference between the two except the thetan exterior, developed by the processes of Scientology, is achieved without erasing every facsimile and engram in the bank. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Factors, the: a summation of the considerations and examinations of the human spirit and the material universe completed by L. Ron Hubbard between 1923 and 1953 A.D. The Factors can be found in the book Scientology 0-8: The Book of Basics by L. Ron Hubbard. We've had no reason whatsoever to change the Factors. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

figure-figure: a coined term describing a particular type of aberration consisting of always having to have a "reason for" or a significance. Given a fact, there must always be a reason for the fact. Hence we get figure-figure. Zeno wrote a book called Apathia, where I think is where we get the word, or where we use it that way, and he said—he proved conclusively in this book—this book is all figure-figure. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

first book See Book One in this glossary. So, therefore you see what we have as "necessity level" about which we spoke in the first book. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

Fleischmann: Charles Fleischmann (1834–1897), emigrant to the US from Austria-Hungary who helped found Gaff, Fleischmann and Co., the first company in the United States to produce compressed yeast for baking. And thinking then that he has a quantity of time to occupy, is something like the Fleischmann yeast plant itself feeling bad because it's not a yeast cake. —Games (29 Dec. 54)

float: in mining, ore that has been washed downhill from a bed or vein of ore and is found lying on the surface of the ground. `No, let's see, I think there's a float from that lode and it's about eight miles down that crick—oh, say, that's pretty good—dry crick bed and there's a piece of that lode eight miles south of the actual lode." —Pan-determinism (31 Dec. 54)

Ford Foundation: a large private trust established in 1936 by American industrial and pioneer automobile manufacturer Henry Ford (1863–1947) and his son Edsel (1893-1943). Its original stated aim was to found a scientific study of man. I'm describing the Ford Foundation now. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Forest: reference to Lee De Forest (1873–1961), American inventor who patented a type of vacuum tube in 1907 which made possible amplification and easier detection of radio waves, leading to the foundation of the radio industry. De Forest is sometimes called "the father of radio." Or they will require that a certain amount of insulation be burned every evening after work to appease—to appease the god Forest who makes tubes—makes tubes work. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

.45: a pistol which has a barrel with an inside diameter of 45/100ths of an inch. At which moment you felt more like sending for the wagon for yourself and a .45 for the auditor. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

Foundation: short for the Hubbard Dianetics Research Foundation, the first organization of Dianetics. First opened in Elizabeth, New Jersey in June 1950, the Foundation soon had offices across the US, including Los Angeles; New York; Chicago; Washington, DC and Hawaii. And one fine day an old lady walked into the Los Angeles Foundation. Just walked in, big as life. —Group Processing (28 Dec. 54)

403 East Roosevelt: the location of the Church of Scientology in Phoenix, Arizona at the time of these lectures. The type of Group Auditing which I will use during this congress has been tested thoroughly, Wednesday nights at the 403 East Roosevelt. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Four Horsemen, The: reference to the Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse, four riders on white, red, black and pale horses, symbolizing the pestilence, war, famine and death which are prophesied in the Apocalypse, or book of Revelation, the last book of the New Testament in the Bible. The Four Horsemen haunt man, and yet he goes out and makes rifles to shoot other men. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Four-Star-H: a variation of 4-H, an educational program that helps young people develop new skills, explore possible career choices and serve their communities. The four H's stand for head, heart, hands and health. The program began in the US in the early 1900s, and was originally directed toward rural and farm children—projects included canning, raising livestock and poultry, and growing crops. Later, clubs added projects of more interest to city youngsters, such as career studies and automobile care and safety. If they just started to pour a flood of communication at McCarthy—supposing this was communication on the basis of 'We want to put you on our monthly mailing list for the agricultural contest figures for the Four-Star-H." —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

Frankenstein: reference to the main character in the 1818 novel Frankenstein by Mary Wollstonecraft Shelley (1797–1851), and the subject of numerous motion pictures. In the story, Dr. Victor Frankenstein creates a manlike monster from parts of dead bodies and brings it to life by the power of an electrical charge. Frankenstein's monster is larger than most men and fantastically strong. Longing for sympathy and shunned by everyone, the creature ultimately turns to evil and finally destroys its creator. Though "Frankenstein" is actually the name of the doctor who created the monster, the name is also commonly used to refer to the monster itself. If you don't use the material which you have been given, you will find yourself just in the information itself with a Frankenstein on your hands—a Frankenstein's monster. —Pan-determinism (31 Dec. 54)

Fulgaria: a made-up name for a country. Nobody would be worrying about war between Bulgaria and Fulgaria. —Pan-determinism (31 Dec. 54)

gat: (slang) a revolver or automatic pistol. The term derives from a Gatling gun, an early type of machine gun consisting of a cluster of barrels that, by use of a hand crank, revolved around a central axis. Each barrel was automatically loaded and fired during every revolution of the cluster. Named after American inventor R. J. Gatling (1818–1903) who perfected it. You actually would not excite much attention in Chicago if you were to take a rifle down the street, or even a gat. —Games (29 Dec. 54)

geeter button: a made-up name for a part on an imaginary machine. The word button also has a figurative use, as in the phrase "press the button," which means "to perform an action that automatically brings about the required state of affairs." But the moment that they start to move in on the humanities and say, "Look, man is a gimmigahoogit that goes whip-whip whenever we punch the geeter button," they're out of order, they're out of place . . . —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

George Washington University: a large university (where L. Ron Hubbard studied engineering during the 1930s) located in Washington, DC, capital of the US. The abilities that were taught in the physics laboratories of George Washington University were absorbed differently by the several people present. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Gibbon: Edward Gibbon (1737–1794) English historian who wrote The History of the Decline and Fall of the Roman Empire, one of the classical works of historical literature in the English language. Published in six volumes between 1776 and 1788, the work spans the thirteen centuries from the second century A.D. to the fall of Constantinople, the capital of the Eastern Roman Empire, in 1453. And his conclusion, and the philosophy which he gave his day, and which was bought by the Roman Empire, and which is overlooked as one of the factors by Gibbon who describes the Decline and Fall of the Roman Empire and attributes it to Christianity—Gibbon completely overlooked Zeno. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

gimmigahoogit: (informal) a made-up word for an item or object. It is possibly a variation of thingamajig, meaning "a gadget or other thing for which the speaker does not know or has forgotten the name." But the moment that they start to move in on the humanities and say, "Look, man is a gimmigahoogit that goes whip-whip whenever we punch the geeter button,"they're out of order, they're out of place ... —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

GITA: abbreviation for Give and Take Processing. See Give and Take Processing in this glossary. Now, in SOP 5, in Scientology, we had a very interesting system called GITA, Give and Take Processing. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

Gita: reference to the Bhagavad-Gita, a major sacred work of Hinduism. The name Bhagavad-Gita means "Song of God" or "Song of the Beloved." It consists of a philosophical dialogue between the warrior Arjuna and his chariot driver, Krishna (who is actually the god Vishnu), in which Krishna instructs Arjuna in spiritual wisdom and the means of attaining union with God through selfless action, knowledge and devotion. Bears no relationship to the Indian practice Gita, or books. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

Give and Take Processing: processing in which a long list of key items is used and the preclear is asked to waste, accept and desire these items at will. Now, in SOP 5, in Scientology, we had a very interesting system called GITA, Give and Take Processing. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

Glutz, Mamie: a made-up name for a person. Mamie Glutz might conceive that she is better than the other girls at the factory because she has acquired a necklace and they haven't. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

Gott mit uns: (German) "God [is] with us." Just a generation ago, young Americans and young Englishmen were mucking through the mud of France, stepping over dead Germans who had Gott mit uns on their buckles. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Grand Central Station: one of the two major railroad stations (Grand Central Terminal and Pennsylvania Station) serving New York City. Before the rapid growth of air travel in the 1950s, hundreds of thousands of railroad passengers from all parts of the country passed through Grand Central and Pennsylvania stations each day. Though cross-country rail traffic has diminished, these two busy stations still serve hundreds of thousands of local commuters. And a

writer's studio begins to look like a couple of Grand Central Stations moving through each other. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

ground school: a school that trains aviators in subjects such as aerodynamics, map-making, photography, etc. So they send him to ground school and then they send him other schools, and they send him other schools and send him other schools and send him other schools and finally get him close to an airplane, having expended considerable sums with time, considerable time which is there to be burned, after all. —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

Group Auditing: same as Group Processing. See Group Processing in this glossary. I'm going to try to make it my business during this congress to tell you about some of these things, to let you in on some of the things that have been happening and perhaps during this congress we might be able to get in a little bit of Group Auditing. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Group Opening Procedure: a Group Process consisting of three steps. The first step has the group members reach for things and let go of them; in the second step, the group is asked to decide things and then carry out the action they decided to do; the last step has them decide to do things and then change their mind and do something else. For full information on this process and its exact commands, see The Group Auditor's Handbook by L. Ron Hubbard. And when he was told that he was going to be permitted to run on free Group Processing sessions, just Group Opening Procedure and nothing else, he immediately registered a tremendous protest, and he says, "But we won't have anybody, because nobody will come and run Group Opening Procedure week in and week out." —Group Processing (28 Dec. 54)

Group Processing: Scientology auditing techniques administered to groups of children or adults. See also auditing in this glossary. What would happen if I started to give you a little Group Processing now? —Group Processing (28 Dec. 54)
Halley: Edmund Halley (1656-1742), English astronomer, best known for his study of comets. He concluded that the comets of 1531, 1607, and 1682 were in reality a single body and accurately predicted its return in 1758. The comet has since been known as Halley's Comet. Some of them absorbed the knowledge which was there and which had been developed earlier by people like Halley, Einstein—absorbed this novel information, the different purposes and usages. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

HASI: abbreviation for Hubbard Association of Scientologists International: the company which operated all Scientology organizations over the world and was the general membership group of the Church at the time of these lectures. The Church of Scientology International has replaced HASI in the operation of organizations, and the International Association of Scientologists (IAS) is the current membership group. And let's look at that on its policy, and we find immediately that what I'm trying to do and what the board is trying to do, what we're trying to do with the London office is to accumulate enough funds so we can write a book especially adapted to the English-speaking people on that side of the ocean and ... to provide the HASI in London with its own quarters and sanitariums for the use of Europe. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

havingness: the concept of being able to reach. By havingness we mean owning, possessing, being capable of commanding, taking charge of objects, energies and spaces. Havingness also refers to various processes designed to increase the preclear's affinity, reality and communication with the environment, and

to increase his ability to reach and get him stabilized in his environment. You make this fellow locate these spots in the space of the room, you make him do it for a while, you don't remedy any havingness, you don't do anything else with him, you see, and you will find out why he argued with you before about a thetan exterior. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

HCA: abbreviation for Hubbard Certified Auditor, a person who has completed the Hubbard Certified Auditor Course, At one time this was the course which an auditor did to attain professional certification in a Central Organization, except in Great Britain. Its equivalent there was called the Hubbard Professional Auditor (HPA) Course. Now, there is no reason why a Doctor of Scientology, a Bachelor of Scientology, HCA, should not be called a Doctor of Education .. . —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

HDRF: abbreviation for Hubbard Dianetic Research Foundation, the first organization of Dianetics in the United States. See also Foundation in this glossary. Right out of one of the existing units, or certainly within the next five or six weeks, we are going to appoint a staff auditor for this organization, and we're going to appoint one for London from London, and we're going to clear the whole staff of the HDRF, the HASI, the Church of Scientology, ad infinitum. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Hearst, William Randolph: (1863–1951) US newspaper and magazine publisher noted for journalism that exploits or exaggerates the news to create sensations and attract readers. Hearst began his publishing career in 1887 when he took charge of the San Francisco Examiner, owned by his father. By 1925 he owned twenty-five newspapers in seventeen cities. William Randolph Hearst, when he used to run the American Weekly, always had a page in there devoted to things that happened in Bavaria, you know. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Hickok, Wild Bill: James Butler Hickok (1837–1876), frontier settler and United States marshal known for his pursuit of some of the worst outlaws of the old West. Estimates of the number of men he killed ranged from two or three dozen up to more than a hundred. Matter of fact, if you were to hang up the all-time record across the boards in the field of sport and so forth, you'd have to quit. Just like Wild Bill Hickok out here in the West had to quit. —Pan-determinism (31 Dec. 54)

Himalayan bear: a Central and East Asian bear that has a glossy black (sometimes brownish) coat, with a whitish mark shaped like a crescent moon on the chest. It is considered sacred by Japanese aboriginals, and is sought by the Chinese for the supposedly medicinal effects of its bone and flesh. "Dear Senator McCarthy, we have understood that you have some interest in bears and we wish to report to you that the Himalayan bear ..." It wouldn't matter what they said, you understand? —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

Hitler: Adolf Hitler (1889–1945), dictator of Germany from 1933 to 1945. In rising to power in Germany, he fortified his position through murder of real or imagined opponents and maintained police-state control over the population. He led Germany into World War II, resulting in its nearly total destruction. He is also known for killing millions of Jewish people in the belief that they would "contaminate" the German people. Whether or not that criminality is that of a Hitler, or Greek tyrant ... —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

Homo sap: short for Homo sapiens, the Latin word meaning "modern man; mankind; a human being." Let's start down here at the bottom. And we have here Homo sap. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

how's tricks: (informal) (used as a greeting) how are you; how are things going for you? And then they see her the next time and they say, 'Well, how's tricks, Grind?"—Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

How to Win Friends and Influence People: a book written in 1936 by American lecturer and author Dale Carnegie (1888-1955), which stresses the importance of getting along with everyone you meet, and gives advice on how to make people like you, such as "Talk in terms of the other man's interest," "Make the other person feel important" and Talk about your own mistakes first." He also seems to get sick and he also seems to read things like How to Win Friends and Influence People in an apathetic effort to do so. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

HPC: abbreviation for Hubbard Professional College. See also Hubbard Professional College in this glossary. Another chap now in the HPC course came in here and he had never read very much of Book One, but he'd gotten as far as asking questions. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Hubbard College: a graduate school for auditors originally established by L. Ron Hubbard in Wichita, Kansas, to deliver advanced auditor training. In mid-1952, LRH moved to Phoenix and relocated the Hubbard College there, where he continued his tradition of lecturing to students and personally supervising the instruction of auditors. An official of the Ford Foundation was sent to Hubbard College here in Phoenix a couple of years ago. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Hubbard Professional College unit: reference to the Hubbard Professional College Certification Course, an eight-week advanced auditor training course taught at the time of these lectures. The graduate of the Hubbard Professional College Certification Course was awarded the certificate of Bachelor of Scientology. And I think that the Advanced Clinical unit now in progress here, and the Hubbard Professional College unit now in progress here will, all of them, tell you that: `Aberration? Who ever had any difficulty with that?" —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Intensive Procedure: a series of processes contained in the book The Creation of Human Ability, by L. Ron Hubbard. The goal of Intensive Procedure is to bring about a complete tolerance and comfort on the part of the preclear for the physical universe, his exteriorization, and general rehabilitation. It is to rehabilitate his communication, his affinity and his reality up to a high enough level of knowingness so that he can communicate or not communicate at will. But somebody running The Creation of Human Ability Intensive Procedure might not discover that these steps are backwards and might plunge into the top-echelon step before he had graduated up to it, and so would discover that top-echelon step not winning. —Pan-determinism (31 Dec. 54)

Johnny newly: a variation of Johnny-come-lately, meaning "a recently arrived person or thing, especially as compared with the more seasoned." It doesn't happen to the Johnny newlys. —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

Jung: Carl Gustav Jung (1875-1961), Swiss psychologist and psychiatrist; one of the main psychiatric authorities of his time. He differed with Freud in regarding the libido (energy or driving force) as a will to live rather than a manifestation of the sex instinct, and holding that a neurosis is to be understood more by analysis of the patient's present problem and inadequate "adjustment" than by unearthing childhood fixations and conflicts. We take

another such survey conducted by one of his people. Let us say Jung or Adler, the squirrels of his day. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Kingman: a city in northwestern Arizona. A storage depot for airplanes was established in Kingman in 1945, and for the next two years, more than 7,000 planes were stored there and salvaged for parts. We go down here to Kingman, there used to be miles—square miles of planes down there. —The Aims and Goals of Dianetics and Scientology (30 Dec. 54)

knowingness: awareness not depending upon perception. One doesn't have to look to find out. For example, you do not have to get a perception or picture of where you are living to know where you live. Therefore, he will take this picture of Joe or just the knowingness memory of what Joe said, you see. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

Koenig photometer: a sound impulse measuring device. It has a small flame and a spinning mirror. By channeling sound impulses at the flame and spinning the mirror, one gets a pattern or graph of reaction of the sound. Named after its inventor, German physicist Karl Rudolph Koenig (1832-1901). Well, l got myself a Koenig photometer and a couple of other crude apparatae, and started to measure the cadences and the impressions made by poetry. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

korzybski: a humorous made-up name for a part of the brain; from Alfred Korzybski (1879-1950), American scientist and writer who developed the subject of general semantics, a methodology that attempts to improve human behavior through a critical use of words and symbols. Well, there is no sense in looking at his cortextural response which runs between his korzybski and his oblongata. —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

Kraepelin: Emil Kraepelin (1856-1926), German psychiatrist who developed a classification system for mental illness. He made distinctions between disorders he felt were of external origin and were thus treatable (such as manic-depressive disorders), and those which he thought had biological causes and were thus incurable (such as schizophrenia). Throughout his career, Kraepelin continued to refine his classification system, issuing several revisions of his multi-volume psychiatric textbook; he was working on the ninth edition when he died. And instead of trying to write down, "The number of insanities are ..." (Fellow by the name of Kraepelin did this) . . . —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Ladies' Home Journal: a monthly American magazine for women. Founded in 1883, the Journal is one of the longest-running magazines in the country, and was the leader of all American women's magazines in circulation until the mid-twentieth century. And then we had original articles on the subject in Time magazine, the Ladies' Home Journal, Reader's Digest—from time to time have printed, without credit, anything they could think of on the subject of prenatals. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

"let them eat cake": a saying that shows insensitivity to or incomprehension of the realities of life for the unfortunate. French philosopher and author Jean Jacques Rousseau (1712-1778), in his autobiography Confessions, tells of a great princess who, on being informed that the country people had no bread, replied, "Let them eat cake." This statement is often attributed to Marie Antoinette (1755-1793), queen of France (1774-1792). Marie Antoinette rides along in her carriage and says, "You say, `They're short on bread.' Well, let them eat cake." —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

libido: (psychoanalysis) sexual instinct or sexual drive. ... whether on flour and water or a bebop rhythm from a gourd rattle or for some hocus-pocus about his libido. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Life: a magazine in the United States, founded in 1936 by Henry Luce, containing many photographs and articles of current activities. Life was published weekly from 1936 until 1972, when it was discontinued. It was revived in 1978 as a monthly publication. Dianetics doesn't work, you know—and according to Life, Time and other organs of the American Medical Association, like Reader's Digest—a doctor no longer reads anything but Reader's Digest, you know. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Lilly: Eli Lilly and Company, a major US pharmaceutical manufacturer founded in 1876 which produces and distributes a variety of medical drugs as well as highly dangerous and destructive "psychiatric" drugs. Now I wouldn't hold ourselves open to libel, here, by mentioning the names of some of these organizations like Abbott or Lilly. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

lock: a mental image picture of an experience where one was knowingly or unknowingly reminded of an engram. A lock does not itself contain a blow or a burn or impact (as does an engram) and is not any major cause of upset. It does not contain unconsciousness. It may contain a feeling of pain or illness, etc., but is not itself the source of it. For example, a person sees a cake and feels sick. This is a lock on an engram of being made sick by eating cake. The picture of seeing a cake and feeling sick is a lock on (is locked to) the incident (unseen at the moment) of getting sick eating cake. Another chap now in the HPC course came in here and he had never read very much of Book One, but he'd gotten as far as asking questions. You know—"Locks?"—Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

look-a-here: an everyday-speech expression meaning simply "look here." But then look-a-here, you'd win. You'd prove that you'd been surviving. —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

Los Angeles 28: a postal code used at the time of these lectures which indicated the Hollywood section of the city of Los Angeles. What's the name of the town? Oh, Los Angeles 28, known as Hollywood. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

lumbosis: a made-up name for a disease, coined by LRH and used humorously in many of his lectures and writings. He's had acute lumbosis, that famous disease, and he's had this lumbosis most horribly for a long time and it starts to let up. —Pan-determinism (31 Dec. 54)

materia medica: reference to De materia medica, a five-volume work by Greek physician and pharmacologist Pedanius Dioscorides (ca. A.D. 40-90). Describing the medicinal properties of approximately 1,000 simple drugs, De materia medica served as the primary text of pharmacology until the end of the fifteenth century. It was translated into English in 1934 as The Greek Herbal of Dioscorides. We read in the materia medica that cinchona bark is a cure for malaria, (that it will prevent malaria—Peruvian bark) . . . —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Mauser: reference to a series of widely used military rifles and pistols developed by German arms inventor and manufacturer Peter Paul Mauser (1838-1914). The Mauser pistol, which first appeared in 1895, used a cartridge which became more popular than the pistol itself, as the USSR and several European countries adopted it in slightly modified form as their standard pistol and

submachine gun cartridge from 1930 to the late 1940s. I have a Mauser bullet with his name on it (laughter) because he's the fellow that's causing us an awful lot of trouble. Silence is so far from golden, that if you hit it, it gives an awfully brassy sound. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

McCarthy, Senator: Joseph Raymond McCarthy (1908–1957), American politician and US senator from Wisconsin (1947–1957). In early 1950, McCarthy made a speech in which he claimed to have a list of 205 State Department employees who were members of the Communist Party. Under investigation, McCarthy was forced to concede that there actually was no list. However, for the next four years he waged a smear campaign in which he accused government and army officials, members of the media and public figures of being Communist infiltrators, couching his accusations in vague terms that could not be easily rebutted. These attacks resulted in McCarthy's being censured by the Senate in December 1954. I imagine the failure of the Communist Party to answer up to Senator McCarthy many, many years ago in those dark ages of senatorial investigation, the failure of the Communist Party to tell Senator McCarthy what it was doing, has given Senator McCarthy the conviction, the utter conviction that they are hiding many secrets. --Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

"Mein garbage, mein herring": humorous alteration of the German "Meine Damen, meine Herren" which literally means "My ladies, my gentlemen," and is a standard phrase used in introducing a program, similar to "Ladies and gentlemen" in English. And I had been aware sometime previously, fascinatingly aware, of the fact that Hitler was talking around in that building somewhere. You could hear this. "Yow, yow, yow. Mein garbage, Mein herring." —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

MEST: a word coined from the initial letters of matter, energy, space and time, which are the component parts of the physical universe. Then we have dynamic 6, which is the urge toward survival of the physical universe itself matter, energy, space and time which we call, in Dianetics and Scientology, MEST. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

MIT: abbreviation for Massachusetts Institute of Technology, a leading technical university with schools of architecture, engineering and science. It is located in Cambridge, Massachusetts. Your boys at MIT right now, and so forth, are very interested in the mind. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

mock up: create a mock-up of. A mock-up is a full-perceptic energy picture in three dimensions, created by the thetan and having location in space and time. A mock-up is more than a mental picture; it is a self-created object which exists as itself or symbolizes some object in the physical universe. The term was derived from the World War II phrase for miniature models that were constructed to symbolize weapons (airplanes, ships, artillery, etc.) or areas of attack (hills, rivers, buildings, etc.) for use in planning a battle. The term is also used in Scientology to refer to the appearance or presentation of something in the physical universe. `Now mock yourself up as a minister." —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Monroe, Marilyn: (1926–1962) American actress who starred in films during the middle of the twentieth century and became the leading sex symbol of the 1950s. And then they sit there and they say, "Gee, wouldn't it be nice ... and Marilyn Monroe walks in, and then I say, `Hiya babe!" —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

Multilith: brand name of a type of small printing press used typically for duplicating office forms. ... on a little Echo tape recorder, straight onto recorder and taken off by my secretary, and she took it off onto aluminum Multilith plates, just like that. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Multilithograph: a variation of Multilith. See Multilith in this glossary. And these aluminum Multilith plates simply went onto the Multilithograph and that kept spewing out pages which kept stacking up . . . —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Napoleon: Napoleon Bonaparte (1769-1821), French military leader. He rose to power in France by military force, declared himself emperor and conducted campaigns of conquest across Europe until his final defeat by armies allied against him in 1815. He is reputed to have taken one inch off the height of all Frenchmen through the extensive use of grenadiers in his armies. Originally grenadiers were soldiers who carried and threw hand grenades and only the tallest men in each military company were chosen for this duty. They were typically detached from the main line of troops, forming an elite corps subject to heavy casualties in battle. Napoleon organized entire divisions of grenadiers, resulting in the loss of many of the taller men in his army. Man's usual way of handling this is some individual elects himself as Caesar or Alexander or Napoleon, and he goes charging around on a white horse doing what, we're not sure. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

New York Times: one of the largest circulating newspapers in the United States, published in New York City since 1851. This made news. It made news enough so the New York Times ran a couple of pages on it. This much mail because of an activity in the field of the mind was very unusual. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

ninety-day wonder: (informal) an officer commissioned in a branch of the armed forces after an unusually short training period, especially after a three-month officers' training course during World War II. It is usually used sarcastically and is based upon the phrase nine-days' wonder, a marvel of rather short duration. It's like they used to get ninety-day wonders—never occurred to them that some of these boys might get seasick. —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

oblongata: short for medulla oblongata, the lowest or hindmost part of the brain, continuous with the spinal cord. Well, there is no sense in looking at his cortextural response which runs between his korzybski and his oblongata.

· Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

Okay, Mama: a process in which an auditor has a preclear say a phrase such as "Okay, Mama" over and over to improve the person's communication abilities. This process was used during Group Processing in several congresses. See also Group Processing in this glossary. The process' name is Okay, Mama.

· Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Ole Doc Methuselah: the main character in a series of stories written by L. Ron Hubbard. Ole Doc Methuselah was a physician who fought the enemies of disease, old age and psychology. He was the most famous member of an elite organization of the cosmos called the Soldiers of Light, whose members "dedicated themselves to the ultimate preservation of mankind no matter the wars or explorations of space." A lot of you remember Ole Doc Methuselah.

· The Aims and Goals of Dianetics and Scientology (30 Dec. 54)

1.5ing: manifesting anger, which is the level of 1.5 on the Tone Scale. See also Tone Scale in this glossary. This was back in the old days when this fellow, Hitler, was yow, yow, yowing and 1.5ing at the German people and saying, "The German, he is separate from the rest of the world. He is different." —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

one-shot (or one-command) Clear: a single phrase or action given once, or repeated, which would bring into being the Clear as described in Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mental Health. Those are the six basic processes and in addition to those six basic ones, it has one maybe one-shot Clear, one-command Clear, and another maybe one-command Clear. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

"only one": an individual who is operating on only the first dynamic and is not actually aware of or operating on any other dynamics. In this state the individual must have no effect on self and total effect on everything and everybody else. See also dynamics in this glossary. Don't be an "only one," some of you people that haven't been telling me so. —Group Processing (28 Dec. 54)

opening gun: (informal) something that begins a major event or proceeding. The term comes from the gunshot often fired as a signal to begin a race or other contest. This would be the first opening gun of a game. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

Opening Procedure by Duplication: a Scientology process which has as its goal the separating of time, moment from moment. This is done by getting a preclear to duplicate his same action over and over again with two dissimilar objects, such as a book and a bottle. The processes given in it are the six basic processes which are: Two-way Communication, Elementary Straightwire, Opening Procedure 8-C, Opening Procedure by Duplication, Remedy of Havingness, and Spotting Spots in Space. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Opening Procedure 8-C: a process which consists of having the preclear move his body around the room under the auditor's direction until (a) he finds he is in actual communication with many spots on the surface of things in the room, (b) until he can select spots in the room and know he is selecting them and can communicate with them, and (c) select spots and move to them, decide when to touch them and when to let go. The processes given in it are the six basic processes which are: Two-way Communication, Elementary Straightwire, Opening Procedure 8-C, Opening Procedure by Duplication, Remedy of Havingness, and Spotting Spots in Space. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Opening Procedure 1955: humorous reference to a process in which the preclear moves his body around the room and directly contacts items in the physical universe, such as Opening Procedure 8 -C or Opening Procedure by Duplication. This was "Opening Procedure 1955."—Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Operating Thetan: a being who is knowing and willing cause over life, thought, matter, energy, space and time. Not the least of the qualities of Operating Thetan is personal and knowing immortality and freedom from the cycle of birth and death. A real OT has no reactive bank, is cause over matter, energy, space, time and thought and is completely free. Actually, you'd have to know more about it to make something that we call an Operating Thetan. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Operation Phoenix: an experimental program being done in the Phoenix area at the time of these lectures, in which ministers of the Church delivered Group
Processing sessions for the public as well as going out to hospitals, prisons and the homes of parishioners to provide assistance with Scientology technology. For an organization such as Operation Phoenix in its experimental thrusts into the society, it was found to be temporarily rather unworkable because the people came in and they sat down and they did the Group Processes and they went away well and we never heard of them again. —Group Processing (28 Dec. 54)

overt act (or overt): a harmful act or a transgression against the moral code of a group. When a person does something that is contrary to the moral code he has agreed to, or when he omits to do something that he should have done per that moral code, he has committed an overt act. An overt act violates what was agreed upon. It is an act by the person or individual leading to the injury, reduction or degradation of another, others or their beingness, persons, possessions, associations or dynamics. It can be intentional or unintentional. You know, the overt act-motivator sequence is still there. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

overt act-motivator sequence: the sequence wherein a person commits an overt, then believes he's got to have a motivator or that he has had a motivator. For instance, if he hits somebody he will tell you immediately that he has been hit by the person, even when he has not been. See also overt act in this glossary You know, the overt act-motivator sequence is still there. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

pan-determinism: the ability to determine the action of self and others. It means wider determinism than self. Pan-determinism is across determinism or determinism of two sides. We have not discussed pan-determinism, but in The Creation of Human Ability there is a little bit of a booby-trap which I would like to point out to you. —Pan-determinism (31 Dec. 54)

Pearl Harbor: a major United States naval base in Hawaii that was attacked by Japanese aircraft at 7:55 A.M. on Sunday, 7 December 1941. At the time of the attack, most of the ships of the US Pacific Fleet (including eight of the nine battleships) were at anchor, making them an easy target for the Japanese planes. There had been a number of warnings prior to the attack, but all were either delayed in transmission or ignored; thus Pearl Harbor was completely unprepared, resulting in a great loss of American lives and ships. The attack on Pearl Harbor catapulted the United States into World War II. Japan, by the way, in continuing to negotiate with the United States, was able to apply a surprise attack to the United States at Pearl Harbor. —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

persevivity: humorous variation of the word perseverance. All we require is persevivity. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Piccadilly Circus: an intersection of six streets in downtown London, England. (Circus is a British term for a round open area where a number of streets come together.) This area is filled with theaters, restaurants, nightclubs and shops. And when last seen she was driving with no assistance, license in pocket, through Piccadilly Circus. And everybody knows that nobody can drive through Piccadilly Circus. —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

Pope, Alexander (1688-1744) English poet and satirist whose work is characterized by technical finish and wit. One of his well-known poems, entitled "An Essay on Man," includes the lines: "Know then thyself, presume not God to scan; / The proper study of mankind is man." If you want to read art

at the extreme and information at the minimum, I invite you to read—I think it's a fellow by the name of Pope—Alexander Pope. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)
preclear: a person not yet Clear, hence pre-Clear; generally, a person being audited, who is thus on the road to Clear; a person who, through processing, is finding out more about himself and life. See also Clear in this glossary. This book takes those things which have been discovered in the overall research and investigation of life and applies them immediately and directly to man and to preclears, and that is exactly what it does. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

prenatal: an engram received before birth. See also engram in this glossary. He was still running birth, prenatals, conception. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

process: (1) a set of questions asked or directions given by an auditor to help a person find out things about himself or life and to improve his condition. There's a process which some of those who were present on these Wednesday nights will remember, perhaps with some nostalgia. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54) (2) to apply Dianetics and Scientology processes to. See also auditing in this glossary.... they would get processed ... —Group Processing (28 Dec. 54)

processing: another word for auditing. See auditing in this glossary. And it's been found uniformly to be a type of processing absolutely and completely unexcelled in all the annals of man. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

prop wash: (informal) short for propeller wash, which means "the backwash from a propeller; a backward current of air behind propellers or jet engines." Used figuratively in the lecture. I used to get a lot of prop wash on this, see. They'd say, "Well, you read it off people's faces. You get their reactions," and so forth. —Pan-determinism (31 Dec. 54)

R: abbreviation for reality. See also ARC in this glossary. And if that affinity is missing, R, the ability to make a decision is also missing. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

reactive mind: that portion of a person's mind which works on a totally stimulus-response basis, which is not under his volitional control and which exerts force and the power of command over his awareness, purposes, thoughts, body and actions. The reactive mind is where engrams are stored. The fellow would be all out of his engrams and uninfluenced by his reactive mind just (snap) that fast. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Reader's Digest: a pocket-sized US magazine, founded in 1922, that reprints in condensed form articles from other periodicals. Dianetics doesn't work, you know—and according to Life, Time and other organs of the American Medical Association, like Reader's Digest—a doctor no longer reads anything but Reader's Digest, you know. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

reconscious: a made-up word for an imaginary aspect of the mind; a take-off on the terms "conscious," "subconscious," "unconscious," etc., used as a humorous reference to the complex and meaningless terminology of psychiatry. What Freud called "the subconscious" or the "reconscious"—we have developed by the way a new subconscious called "the resubconscious," and this is just two cellars below the subconscious, which is below the reconscious. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

Remedy of Havingness: a Scientology auditing process which remedies a preclear's native ability to acquire things at will and reject them at will. The

auditor has the preclear mock up a mass in front of him and shove it into his body, and mock up another mass in front of him and throw it away, over and over. When the process has been done thoroughly and completely, the preclear should be able to reject or accept, at his own discretion, anything in his environment as well as anything in his engram bank. See also mock up in this glossary. The processes given in it are the six basic processes which are: Two-way Communication, Elementary Straightwire, Opening Procedure 8-C, Opening Procedure by Duplication, Remedy of Havingness, and Spotting Spots in Space. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

restimulation: a reactivation in the present of a past mental recording of an unpleasurable experience due to similar circumstances in the present environment which approximate those circumstances of the past. And if it is the thing, then they believe, when it goes into restimulation later, that they are in the past. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

ridge: a solid accumulation of old, inactive energy suspended in space and time. A ridge is generated by opposing energy flows which hit one another, and continues to exist long after the energy flows have ceased. His stuff will go down in quality and then, as will happen, he will stop writing and writing itself will become a sort of a solid ridge and that is his fate if he does not complete the two-way cycle of communication—if no one else is writing in his vicinity. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

Riverside Drive: a thoroughfare along the west side of New York City next to the Hudson River. Many historic apartment houses are located there. I have lived in an apartment house on Riverside Drive and not known the names of the people who lived in the apartments on either side, or the floor above or the floor below. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

Roman circus: See circus in this glossary.

Route 1: a series of advanced processes, run only after a person has been exteriorized. It is designed to reacquaint the thetan with the physical universe and improve his perceptions and abilities. For more information, see the book The Creation of Human Ability by L. Ron Hubbard. It's just a black V's excuse for not taking the guy on a Route 1 tour or something, you know. —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

Route 2: a series of auditing processes which are part of Intensive Procedure as contained in the book The Creation of Human Ability by L. Ron Hubbard. Route 2 processes are used (a) before Route 1 on a preclear who cannot be exteriorized or (b) on a preclear who can be exteriorized, after all the Route 1 processes have been completed. See also Route 1 and Intensive Procedure in this glossary. One of the most damaging experiences to somebody's aplomb about his sadness and sorrow and the grimness of life, is to run one of the Route 2 steps from The Creation of Human Ability, that book which contains all the Route 1, and all the Route 2 steps and all the Axioms. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

ruddy rod: a made-up name for an item or object. And he gets a reasoning machine which adds all the factors into this side and pulls them all out that side and they run down the ruddy rods there, and it sorts them all through and it says, "People have not been interested in this pile, people have been interested in this pile." —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

Scandinovia: a made-up name for a country. He rushes in and he tells you, "All of Scandinovia has just gone into revolt," and you find out that somebody issued a bulletin that said he didn't like the mustache of the existing king. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

Schopenhauer: Arthur Schopenhauer (1788–1860), German philosopher of pessimism. He maintained that the desires and drives of men, as well as the forces of nature, are manifestations of a single will, specifically the will to live, which is the essence of the world. Schopenhauer asserted that since operation of the will means constant striving without satisfaction, life consists of suffering and that only by controlling the will through the intellect, by suppressing the desire to reproduce, can suffering be diminished. And we find some philosopher someplace writing plaintively on the subject of the fourth dynamic, and another philosopher writing not quite plaintively, such as Schopenhauer, who said that the best solution of the whole thing is just refuse to have anything to do with life, or to let it go on living, and that solves the whole works ... —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Science of Survival: a book by L. Ron Hubbard, published in 1951, which covers the different aspects of the Tone Scale and how this technology can be used in processing and in life. The work gives a detailed analysis of each of the columns of the Hubbard Chart of Human Evaluation. The second book was normally considered to be Science of Survival, but Science of Survival was not a book intimately connected with Dianetics. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

scratch, back to: a variation of up to scratch meaning "up to standard; acceptable; good." This time we've got all the publications back to scratch—this time. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Secretary for Air: reference to the Secretary of the Air Force, the head of the United States Air Force, responsible for air warfare, air defense and the development of military space research. Or like the Secretary for Air, Talbott, not too long ago: 'We have such horrible weapons that we can wipe out a whole continent." —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Selective Service: short for Selective Service System, the federal agency in the United States charged with the administration of compulsory military service according to age, physical fitness, and other qualifications. And then at eighteen somebody said, if they were foolish enough to stay in good physical condition—we've had some preclears, by the way, who didn't get well until after the Selective Service had passed them over—and here we have somebody at eighteen who is suddenly conscripted. —The Aims and Goals of Dianetics and Scientology (30 Dec. 54)

session: an auditing session; a period of time during which an auditor and preclear are in a quiet place where they will not be disturbed, and the auditor processes the preclear. Practically nobody has left these sessions sane. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Sioux Falls: a city in southeastern South Dakota, US. "I was a newspaper reporter on the Clarion Bugle Gazette of Sioux Falls and that's really who I am," you know. —Games (29 Dec. 54)

six-gum a revolver from which six shots can be fired without reloading. This type of gun was used frequently during the American Civil War (1861–1865) and in the pioneer days of the American West. I imagine the fellow who walked down

the street in London with a six-gun buckled down and in plain sight would not be arrested. —Games (29 Dec. 54)

skylark a frolic; a carefree or spirited adventure. From the verb definition of the word, which means "to play actively and boisterously." War fought by people who are capable of responsibility is a skylark. War fought with no responsibility for the enemy, no responsibility for any other identity, is simply a slaughterhouse madhouse. —Games (29 Dec. 54)

Smith & Wesson: See .38 Smith & Wesson in this glossary. And you say to this clerk, 'Well, you see that .38 Smith & Wesson there? Well, I'd like to buy it. Load it up." —Games (29 Dec. 54)

snap terminals on (or with): collapse into or identify with (something or some-one). He snaps terminals on everything that doesn't talk. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

somatic: a physical pain or discomfort of any kind. The word somatic means, actually, "bodily" or "physical." Because the word pain has in the past led to confusion between physical pain and mental pain, somatic is the term used in Scientology to denote physical pain or discomfort. It's painful—gives him somatics. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

somatic strip: a mechanism in the mind which can be sent by the auditor on command to any point of the preclear's life, unless the entheta on the case is so heavy that the somatic strip is frozen in one place. The somatic strip is so called because it seems to be a physical indicator mechanism which has to do with time. The somatic strip can be sent back to the beginning of an engram and will go there. The somatic strip will advance through an engram in terms of minutes counted off by the auditor, so that the auditor can say that the somatic strip will go to the beginning of the engram, then to the point five minutes after the engram began, and so forth. See also engram in this glossary. 'When I snap my fingers, a phrase will occur, the somatic strip will go back to birth. End of session." —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

SOP 5: abbreviation for Standard Operating Procedure, Issue 5, a series of processing steps taken to improve a person's spiritual abilities. Standard Operating Procedure was first released in November 1952, and subsequent refinements came out as numbered issues (Issue 2, Issue 3, etc.). Now, in SOP 5, in Scientology, we had a very interesting system called GITA, Give and Take Processing. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

SOP 8: short for Standard Operating Procedure 8, an auditing procedure which emphasizes positive gain and the present and future rather than negative gain of eradication of the past. The goal of this procedure is not the rehabilitation of the body but of the thetan. Rehabilitation of a body incidentally ensues. For further information see the book, Scientology 8-8008, by L. Ron Hubbard. And that became, by the time we got to SOP 8—Standard Operating Procedure 8 — Step IV, Expanded GITA. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

spin in: (slang) to go into a state of severe mental confusion. You know, I mean, it's good if your preclear doesn't spin in; and Communication Processing which is the hottest news we have had for four and a half years. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Spotting Spots in Space: a process with the goal of bringing the preclear to a point where he can spot locations in space which do not have color, mass or shape, but which are simply locations, and spot that same location repeatedly without variation. As a result of doing the process commands, a person becomes cognizant of the fact that what he is spotting is a location, and the more certain he becomes of these locations, the better off he is. The next thing you know, he is able to tolerate space. The processes given in it are the six basic processes which are: Two-way Communication, Elementary Straightwire, Opening Procedure 8-C, Opening Procedure by Duplication, Remedy of Havingness, and Spotting Spots in Space. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

sputification: (colloquial) a coined word meaning "disputation, especially about something petty or merely for the sake of disputing." Now, wherever we have phenomena which is unacceptable, we get into a lot of argument, a lot of sputification and argumentation. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Straightwire: a straight memory auditing technique, called "Straightwire" because one is stringing a line between present time and some incident in the past, and stringing that line directly and without any detours. In other words, the auditor is stringing a straight "wire" of memory between the actual genus (origin) of a condition and present time, thus demonstrating that there is a difference of time and space in the condition then and the condition now. The preclear, conceding this difference, can then rid himself of the condition or at least be able to handle it. And sort of with two-way communication and Straightwire, why, he's just been having a wonderful time. And he didn't know anything else existed until fairly recently and he hastily came out here to Phoenix and he's been confused ever since. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

swamped up: cleaned up; cleared out. So we instituted a daily auditor's conference and so on, and we have been bringing the auditors in and looking the preclears over very carefully, and generally getting people swamped up, so on, that weren't before. —The Aims and Goals of Dianetics and Scientology (30 Dec. 54)

swamproot oil: a variation of snake oil, any of various preparations advertised as medicine supposed to cure certain ailments, such as rheumatism, colds, baldness, etc., formerly sold by peddlers posing as scientists, doctors, or the like. Fellow used to come around with a banjo and a wagon and a big sign on the side of the wagon, and some white man fixed up like an Indian with a headdress and that was Chief Wamgutta, and Chief Wamgutta was the chief of the Swamese and he had a special formula for swamproot oil which he was going to purvey for the small sum of a dollar a bottle, while Mr. Jinks played on the banjo. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

Swan: reference to the Swan Theatre, one of the great theaters of Elizabethan London. It was built about 1596; the last known mention of the Swan was in 1632. The boys who sat around the Swan used to have an interesting contest .. . —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

sweetness and light: (British slang) the state, quality or exhibition of unusual tolerance, understanding or sympathy (often used ironically). At one of its last board meetings it said that it decided that it could still be punitive, and that all was not sweetness and light everywhere, that it insisted on communicating, and it said so. —Communication and Problems (30 Dec. 54)

synapsizing terminals: a play on the phrase snapping terminals. A synapse is one of the minute spaces between a nerve cell and another nerve cell, a muscle cell, etc., through which nerve impulses are transmitted from one to the other. I didn't buy this story about neurons. Last time I invented one anyhow, it didn't work. It kept synapsizing terminals with me. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

Talbott: Harold E. Talbott, United States Secretary of the Air Force at the time of these lectures. Or like the Secretary for Air, Talbott, not too long ago: 'We have such horrible weapons that we can wipe out a whole continent." —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Technique 97, Technique 64: made-up designations for auditing techniques. And when he sits there and you run Technique 97, Technique 64, technique this and technique that and the preclear simply sits there, we might say he was waiting for a change to occur. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

"Tell me not, in mournful numbers": the first line of the poem "A Psalm of Life," written in 1839 by American poet Henry Wadsworth Longfellow (1807–1882). The first stanzas of this poem read: "Tell me not, in mournful numbers, / Life is but an empty dream! / For the soul is dead that slumbers, / And things are not what they seem. / Life is real! Life is earnest! / And the grave is not its goal; / Dust thou art, to dust returnest, / Was not spoken of the soul." (The word numbers is an old term meaning "metrical lines; verses.") A person who can't be Smith sometimes isn't really aware of playing a game. It's all for sure, for sincere, see? You know, it's brutal. It's earnest. It's real. "Tell me not, in mournful numbers ... " —Games (29 Dec. 54)

terminal: anything that can receive, relay or send a communication. It is something which originates, receives, relays and changes particles on a flow line; thus, an individual can be a terminal and a post in an organization can also be a terminal. In a communication cycle, both the source-point and the receipt-point of the communication are terminals. And he said this rapidly and he said it hard and he hoped that you would argue back real hard, so as to, by this counter of terminals, give him some more havingness quick! —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

theta: the life force, life energy, élan vital, or by any other name, the energy peculiar to life which acts upon material in the physical universe and animates it, mobilizes it and changes it. The term comes from the Greek letter theta (0), which the ancient Greeks used to represent thought or perhaps spirit. Theta is characterized by reason, serenity, stability, happiness, cheerful emotion, persistence and the other factors which man ordinarily considers desirable. [Definition of theta–MEsT theory] the theory which states that theta, or life, is impinged upon the physical universe and that these two things together, theta and MEST interacting, give us life forms.

theta–MEsT theory: the theory which states that theta, or life, is impinged upon the physical universe and that these two things together, theta and MEST interacting, give us life forms. See also theta and MEST in this glossary. It starts immediately with the theta–MEsT theory and goes branching out into enormous theoretical ramifications about life ... —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

thetan: the person himself—not his body or his name, the physical universe, his mind, or anything else; that which is aware of being aware; the identity which is the individual. See also theta in this glossary. You know, you're sort of in

communication on an intuitive basis with some thetan and you say something to him. —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

.38 Smith & Wesson: a handgun using a cartridge approximately .38 inches in diameter, manufactured by Smith & Wesson Revolver Company of the United States, one of the world's largest handgun producers. And you say to this clerk, "Well, you see that .38 Smith & Wesson there? Well, I'd like to buy it. Load it up." —Games (29 Dec. 54)

Thompson, Commander: Joseph Thompson (1874 -1943), a commander in the US Navy Medical Corps who studied with Sigmund Freud in Vienna and was a friend of L. Ron Hubbard when Ron was a boy. But I decided to investigate human memory. I'd had a touch of the brush from Commander Thompson of the navy who had studied with Sigmund Freud, and who was a very swell guy, and he taught me there was something called Freudian analysis. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Time: a weekly newsmagazine in the United States, co-founded by Henry Luce in 1923. Time has a history of presenting biased articles, tailored to fit the editorial slant of the magazine. Dianetics doesn't work, you know—and according to Life, Time and other organs of the American Medical Association, like Reader's Digest—a doctor no longer reads anything but Reader's Digest, you know. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

time track: the consecutive record of mental image pictures which accumulate through a person's life. The time track is a very accurate record of a person's past. It is the continuous record of time of the individual since the first moment he began to experience, straight on through till now. I have a little volume of his work, and somebody somewhere back on the time track (it's a very old volume) has written, "apathy, apathy, apathy," which I occasionally quote. —Dianetics 1955! (28 Dec. 54)

Tone Scale: a scale, in Scientology, which shows the emotional tones of a person. These, ranged from the highest to the lowest, are, in part, serenity of beingness, enthusiasm (as we proceed downward), conservatism, boredom, antagonism, anger, no sympathy, fear, grief, apathy. An arbitrary numerical value is given to each level on the scale. There are many aspects of the Tone Scale and using it makes possible the prediction of human behavior. For more information on the Tone Scale, read the book Science of Survival by L. Ron Hubbard. When we bring preclears up Tone Scale, we very often find them fighting. —Pan-determinism (31 Dec. 54)

track: short for time track. See time track in this glossary. So I may be talking back further on the track, but the point is that when you go into a head nurse, they pay attention to ministers. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

two-way communication: the precise technology of a process used to clarify data with another for the other. It is not chatter. Two-way communication is an inquiry of the preclear as to what is going on and an invitation to him to look at it. It is governed by the communication cycle as discovered in Scientology. And sort of with two-way communication and Straightwire, why, he's just been having a wonderful time. And he didn't know anything else existed until fairly recently and he hastily came out here to Phoenix and he's been confused ever since. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

via: a relay point in a communication line. And the unfortunately necessary via on the line is an organization. You understand that? I mean that's an unfortunate via. —Introduction (28 Dec. 54)

Voltaire: pen name of Francois Marie Arouet (1694-1778), French author and philosopher who believed in freedom of thought and respect for all men, and who spoke out against intolerance, tyranny and superstition. In 1717, he was imprisoned in the Bastille (a prison in Paris, France where many political and other offenders were held and tortured) for his satirical verses against the government. During his eleven months in prison, he finished his tragedy Oedipe. The success of this play in 1718 made Voltaire the greatest playwright of his time. History is called the `Mississippi of lies" by Voltaire. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

Waco 10: a biplane manufactured in the United States starting in 1927. The Waco 10 was very popular with private owners, and was used for recreation, charter trips, instruction, etc. Waco comes from the original name of the company that made these planes: Weaver Aircraft Company, started in 1919 by George "Buck" Weaver. I was, by the way, at the time barnstorming out through the Middle West with a Waco 10, having a lot of fun. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

wagon, the: (slang) any vehicle used to remove a person to a place of restriction, as to an insane asylum. At which moment you felt more like sending for the wagon for yourself and a .45 for the auditor. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

Westinghouse: short for Westinghouse Electric, a diversified company dealing mainly in electrical and electronic equipment. One of these days, if we keep up this sort of thing, why, Westinghouse will probably eventually require the morning ritual of the prayer to the god Ohm—if we keep this up—the patron saint of electric terminals. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

Whampfguttle, Professor: a made-up name for a person considered to be an authority. Therefore, when you have Professor Whoomfguttle writing and saying, "Well, I don't know, but according to Professor Whampfguttle writing in the Whampf Journal some years ago, he said . . ." —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

Whampf Journal: a made-up name for a publication. Therefore, when you have Professor Whoomfguttle writing and saying, "Well, I don't know, but according to Professor Whampfguttle writing in the Whampf Journal some years ago, he said . . ." —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

"what wall": reference to a condition of such low reality or confront as to leave an individual unable to find even the wall. A person in such a condition, when asked to look at a wall, would say, "What wall?" Any case that we used to call a "what wall," actually is a "what game" case—they're busy playing kindergarten games maybe. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

white chip: a white disk used in the game of poker as a betting token having the lowest value. And if man at large had an idea that some of these big secrets and incomprehensibilities were no longer secret, or if he just had the idea that somehow, some way, there was some slight possibility that if all the cards were stacked in his favor, that if the dice were loaded in his favor, that at the end of the game somebody might have dropped a white chip under the edge of the rug, that he could then have. —Pan-determinism (31 Dec. 54)

whole cloth, out of: (figurative) completely out of one's imagination. Whole cloth is a piece of cloth of the full size as manufactured, as distinguished from a piece that may be cut off or out of it for a garment, etc. He just invented the reason out of whole cloth. —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

Whoomfguttle, Professor: a made-up name for a person considered to be an authority. Therefore, when you have Professor Whoomfguttle writing and saying, 'Well, I don't know, but according to Professor Whampfguttle writing in the Whampf Journal some years ago, he said . . ." —Communication and ARC (29 Dec. 54)

Wichelow, George: a Scientologist in England in the mid - 1950s. George Wichelow
over in London is—he's quite a showman. —Group Processing (28 Dec. 54)

Wiener, Norbert: (1894–1964) American mathematician and pioneer in cybernetics, a science dealing with the comparative study of human control systems, as the brain and nervous system, and complex electronic systems. And once in a while one of them will speculate—I promised Norbert Wiener I'd never mention his name in connection with Dianetics so I won't mention his name but this fellow ... —Terminals and Communication (30 Dec. 54)

Will and the Idea, The: reference to The World as Will and Idea (1819), the principal work of Arthur Schopenhauer. The first and third books are concerned with the world as idea, while the second and fourth are concerned with the world as will. See also Schopenhauer in this glossary.... the creed of Schopenhauer in The Will and the Idea. —History of Dianetics (28 Dec. 54)

woof and warp: (figurative) the underlying structure upon which something is built; a foundation; base. Literally, the woof is the horizontal thread in a woven fabric, and the warp is the vertical thread. Together they make up the whole of a woven article. That is the woof and warp of existence. —Problems and Games (31 Dec. 54)

Wundt, Professor: Wilhelm Wundt (1832-1920), German psychologist and physiologist (specialist in the study of the functions of living things and the ways in which their parts and organs work). In 1879 he established the first formal psychological laboratory at the University of Leipzig in Germany. Now, one Professor Wundt back in someplace in Europe, a little less than a hundred years ago, dreamed up the idea that the problems of man should have applied to them scientific methodology. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)

York, Sergeant: Alvin C. York (1887-1964), celebrated American hero of World War I. Behind enemy lines in a patrol which was pinned down under heavy German fire, York assumed command and single-handedly attacked a machine-gun nest. He rapidly killed 25 enemy gunners, prompting those remaining to surrender. En route back to the American lines, York captured still more Germans, to a total of 132. He was awarded the Congressional Medal of Honor and similar honors from France and other countries, and a movie of his life, entitled Sergeant York, was made in 1941. . . . they sneak around the hill and capture the division or something—like Sergeant York. —Games (29 Dec. 54)

Zeno: (334?–261? B.C.) Greek philosopher; founder of Stoicism, a school of philosophy holding that human beings should be free from passion and calmly accept all occurrences as the unavoidable result of divine will or the natural order. We get a slight difference between this work and the work of a fellow by the name of Zeno, who was one of the popular writers of the later Roman Empire. —Dianetics 1955! (29 Dec. 54)
