GLOSSARY

To assist in your understanding of these lectures, hard-to-find terms and other words which you may not be familiar with are included in this glossary. An example of usage from the lectures is included at the end of each definition. These definitions give only the meanings of the words as they are used in the lectures; this glossary is not meant as a substitute for a dictionary.

AA: an abbreviation for attempted abortion (used especially in Dianetics). One of them saying, "It's just evolution," and—you know, by this time we'd heard all about "man came out of a sea of ammonia." (You know, that's a good place—somebody must have had an ammonia AA as near as I can figure out, to get that together.) —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

aberration: a departure from rational thought or behavior. Aberration means basically to err, to make mistakes, or more specifically to have fixed ideas which are not true. The word is also used in its scientific sense. It means departure from a straight line. If a line should go from A to B, then if it is aberrated it would go from A to some other point, to some other point, to some other point, to some other point, to some other point, and finally arrive at B. Taken in its scientific sense, it would also mean the lack of straightness or to see crookedly as, for example, a man sees a horse but thinks he sees an elephant. Aberrated conduct would be wrong conduct, or conduct not supported by reason. Aberration is opposed to sanity, which would be its opposite. From the Latin, aberrare, to wander from; Latin, ab, away, errare, to wander. And there we get the top peak of aberration, and that is the highest level of aberration: "There is something rather detrimental to being located. There is something slightly wrong with being located." —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

aberrative: tending toward or capable of causing aberration in a person. See also aberration in this glossary. The most aberrative person in your bank is probably the person who should have but did not control you. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

Ability: the magazine, since 1955, of the Founding Church of Scientology of Washington, DC. Many new technical articles by L. Ron Hubbard were written for and first published in Ability magazine during the 1950s and 1960s. Now, Ability magazine is scheduled in the next many, many months to become a national newsstand publication. —What Scientology Is Doing (6 June 55)

AEC: abbreviation of Atomic Energy Commission, a federal civilian agency established in 1946 to control the development and production of nuclear weapons and to direct the research and development of peaceful uses of

nuclear energy (such as atomic-power plants). Its functions were transferred to the Nuclear Regulatory Commission in 1975. Right now, they are having, I am told—and I have no personal knowledge of this—that the AEC, for instance, is having a very difficult time administering its own organization. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

agin: (dialect) against. "One of the best ways I know," somebody says, "to protect myself from damage is to enforce the agreement upon those who would attack me that they will suffer in some mystic and mysterious way because of their activities agin me." —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

Alden, John: (1885–1962) preeminent American yacht designer who designed sailing ships in the 1920s and 1930s. "This beautiful John Alden yacht that I designed." —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

"Aleikum salaam, presto cataract gone-o": a coined expression from salaam aleikum, a Muslim greeting meaning "peace be with you" and presto-chango, a command often used by magicians, meaning "change at once." In this usage, it is referring to the action of making a cataract disappear suddenly and as if by magic. Now, of course, if Dick had been hotter than he is, undoubtedly Dick would simply have had to have said, "Aleikum salaam, presto cataract gone-o," and the guy would have gotten immediate change and consideration on the Cadillac and the preclear would have drove off in a hayrick, stone stark staring mad. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

ally: an individual who cooperates with, supports and helps another for a com​mon object; a supporter, a friend. In Dianetics and Scientology it basically means someone who protects a person who is in a weak state and becomes a very strong influence over the person. The weaker person, such as a child, even partakes of the characteristics of the ally so that one may find that a person who has, for instance, a bad leg, has it because a protector or ally in his youth had a bad leg. The word is from French and Latin and means "to bind together." You know and I know that on grandfather's death, who was the closest ally the fellow had, there's a tremendous grief charge. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

AMA journal: reference to the Journal of the American Medical Association (AMA), a weekly periodical which was founded in New York in 1883 and became the most quoted AMA periodical, running medical papers, news of state and local associations, advertisements and other items of interest to the medical profession. Nobody'd ever read the AMA journal for a good laugh. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

American Psychiatric Association (APA): an organization formed in 1844 by thirteen superintendents of mental hospitals in the US, originally called the Association of Medical Superintendents of American Institutions for the Insane. The organization later changed its name to American Psychiatric Association. It promotes the use of psychiatry, and seeks to protect and forward the vested interests of psychiatrists. As far as the APA is concerned, there is no fight with the APA (that's the American Psychiatric Association). —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

APA: abbreviation of American Psychiatric Association. See American Psychiatric Association (APA) in this glossary. We say, "You see the APA and so forth will be awfully angry, because they're the sole proprietor of insanity." —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

ARC: a word made from the initial letters of affinity, reality and communication, which together equate to understanding. These are the three things neces​sary to the understanding of something—one has to have some affinity for it, it has to be real to him to some degree and he needs some communication with it before he can understand it. To Scientologists, ARC has come to mean good feeling, love or friendliness, such as "He was in ARC with his friend." For more information on ARC, read the book Science of Survival by L. Ron Hubbard. That is a chart of ARC. It is the same old chart of ARC that we've been working with for five years which was originated with the writing of the first book and became ARC in July of 1950, which was a long time ago. — The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

ARC triangle: a triangle which symbolizes the fact that affinity, reality and communication act together as a whole entity and that one of them cannot be considered unless the other two are also taken into account. Without affinity there is no reality or communication. Without reality or some agreement, affinity and communication are absent. Without communication there can be no affinity or reality. And the values which are on this chart from top to bottom, from bottom to top, are simply a gradient scale of that ARC triangle. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

ardures: a coined word meaning "difficulties." Formed from the word arduous, derived from Latin ardu-us, which means "high, steep, difficult." Now here we have—here we have this oddity of people falling away from an understanding of themselves to such a degree, because of control—exterior control—and ardures and duress, that they begin to believe that no one can be trusted, and so there have to be that many more barriers. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

Aristotelian: having to do with Aristotle (384–322 B.C.), Greek philosopher noted for his works on logic, ethics, politics, etc. He developed a system of logic which excluded anything but the two values of "truth" and "falsity." Every time he turns around he's demonstrating his competence or his incompetence, on a black-and-white Aristotelian proposition—no maybes. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

Army: the football team of the US Military Academy (West Point) in south-eastern New York. The Army teams of 1944, 1945 and 1946 were undefeated. He's not only playing football; he never left the game with Army. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

as-is: bring about an as-isness, the condition in which a person views anything exactly as it is, without any distortions or lies, at which moment it vanishes and ceases to exist. For further information see the Scientology Axioms in the book Scientology 0-8: The Book of Basics, by L. Ron Hubbard. And if that universe sweeps along in its construction to where communication seems to be unbearably painful to the majority of its inhabitants, somebody'd better as-is it. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

asylumed: a coined verb form of the word asylum used to mean "put into an institution for the care of the mentally ill." I would say that anybody that said that was an incompetent authority and ought to be asylumed. —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

Atlas: a mountain range in northwestern Africa, extending through Morocco, Algeria and Tunisia. And if we do not feel ourselves strong enough, wise enough, competent or able enough to support these liabilities, then we have no business whatsoever living with the human race, but should find ourselves a

nice little cave someplace back of the Atlas or somewhere and sit down and live on goat milk. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

attaboy: (slang) a variation of that's the boy, an expression of approval or encour​agement. Give it an okay, attaboy. —Group Processing: Additional Processing on Meaningness (6 June 55)

audit: apply Dianetics and Scientology processes and procedures to (someone). The way students audit is wonderful. Practicalities of a Practical Religion

(3 June 55)

auditing: another word for processing. See also process and processing in this glossary. Now here we have another 5 hours of auditing. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

auditor: a person trained and qualified in applying Dianetics and/or Scientology processes and procedures to individuals for their betterment; called an auditor because auditor means one who listens. See also processing in this glossary. But below that level—and please grasp this fact, please, because it makes things so much easier for the auditor—below that level, the goal is to succumb. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

Auditor's Code: the specific rules, evolved from years of observing processing, that an auditor follows while auditing someone to ensure that the preclear will get the greatest possible gain from auditing. And then they spend the remainder of the two hours arguing whether or not there was an Auditor Code break. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

Augustus: (63 B.C.-A.D. 14) first Roman emperor (27 B.C.–A.D. 14). During his reign, Rome enjoyed peace and prosperity, and the arts flourished. Augustus made social, economic, political and military reforms which together created the system used by the Roman Empire for the next four hundred years. Augustus got in, and you know there was no trouble from there on out? —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

awareness of awareness unit: the person himself—not his body or his name, the physical universe, his mind or anything else; that which is aware of being aware; the identity which is the individual. The awareness of awareness unit is most familiar to one and all as you. We start with what we originally called in Dianetics the awareness of awareness unit. —Component Parts of Beingness
(4 June 55)

Axioms: statements of natural law on the order of those of the physical sciences. Full lists of the Axioms of Dianetics and the Axioms of Scientology are contained in the book Scientology 0-8: The Book of Basics by L. Ron Hubbard. There is a more fundamental material in the Axioms which trace the exact considera​tions which an individual has agreed upon and by which he is living to his detriment. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

backtrack: the span of time prior to present time. See also time track in this glossary. And if that—or any one such man, or any thousand of them, cared to go over the backtrack of this research, they would have to come to the same conclusions. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

bad apple: (slang) an incorrigibly bad person, especially one who is a corrupting influence. I mean, there were always a few bad apples around someplace or another, but they killed each other off and the rest of the guys had a good time. —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

bag of tricks: (informal) a collection of special techniques or methods; the whole of a means toward a result. The phrase is an allusion to a conjuror's

bag in which he carries the various properties he uses for performing his tricks. He can pick up the dentist's bag of tricks one way or the other, but quite something else is also operative. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

bank: the mental image picture collection of the pc. It comes from computer terminology where all data is in a "bank." See also mental image picture in this glossary. The most aberrative person in your bank is probably the person who should have but did not control you. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

Barnum, P.T.: Phineas Taylor Barnum' (1810-1891), an American showman famed for his flamboyant publicity. Barnum is mainly known for his circus, "The Greatest Show on Earth." His sideshows were particularly notable, even though many of the "freaks" he advertised turned out to be hoaxes, put together from stuffed animals and the like (a "mermaid," for example, was put together from a monkey and a fish). According to a famous story about Barnum, someone pointed out that many customers had reason to be angry at him, because they paid their admission and then found out that the freaks in his show were fakes. Barnum supposedly replied that he was not worried about losing business because, in his words, "There's a sucker born every minute." It says, "Well, these postulates are not going to stick. I'm going on being Joe Jones. And if I had my way of it, I would be Joe Jones, Bessie Smith, P.T. Barnum, a greyhound dog, probably all in the course of half an hour. And this would be disconcerting to my friends, so I will take mercy on one and all, and just be Joe Jones." —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

batting the head against the wall: (informal) a variation of knocking one's head against a brick wall, meaning "trying to do or obtain something difficult with very little hope of success." "Look at those poor guys, in there batting the head against the wall with all those psychotics." —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

begging, gone: remained open or available but not used or taken advantage of, as a position that is unfilled or an unsold item. The technology related to the human spirit has gone begging since the last great yoga. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

beingness: condition or state of being; existence. Beingness also refers to the assumption or choosing of a category of identity. Beingness can be assumed by oneself or given to oneself or attained. Examples of beingness would be one's own name, one's profession, one's physical characteristics, one's role in a game—each or all of these could be called one's beingness. This religion doesn't promise anybody any pie in the sky, but it does demonstrate that an individual can, by increasing his spiritual beingness, have greater intelligence and greater control and command of his emotions and the situations in which he's involved. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

"Better Gyp Bureau": humorous reference to the Better Business Bureau, any of a nationwide system of local organizations, supported by business, whose stated function is to receive and investigate customer complaints of dishonest business practices. There's, by the way, an organization in this country which calls itself the "Better Gyp Bureau." —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

between-lives: reference to the period of time between the loss of a body and the assumption of another. At death, the theta being leaves the body and goes to a particular location where he "reports in," is made to forget everything, and is then sent back to Earth to a new body just before it is born. But the person who is insane is, according to my observation, trying to die to the

degree that he has practically moved out and gone into the between-lives state. —What Scientology Is Doing (6 June 55)

Bill of Rights: a document that describes the fundamental liberties of American citizens, and provides protection against governmental acts of oppression. Among other provisions, the Bill of Rights protects the freedoms of speech, religion, assembly and the press; restricts governmental rights of search and seizure; and lists several rights of persons accused of crimes. And if you stood there and you said yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, on and on and on and on and on, and quoted the Constitution of the United States and the Bill of Rights and the Magna Carta and the Volstead Act, you know the person would finally wake up? —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

black V: a heavily occluded case characterized by mental pictures consisting of masses of blackness. The term black V came from application of SOP 8 (Standard Operating Procedure 8), wherein the auditor tested the preclear at each step of the process to find a step the preclear could do and began processing at that step. SOP 8 consists of seven steps; a preclear who had to be started at step V of the process was called a "Case V." This level of case could not get mock-ups but only blackness, hence "black V." This case, by the way, was the blackest black V that you ever classified as a black V when they should have been classified as a black XVIII, and yet we got some change on the case. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

black XVIII: a humorous term coined from black V and used to refer to a very heavily occluded case. See also black V in this glossary. This case, by the way, was the blackest black V that you ever classified as a black V when they should have been classified as a black XVIII, and yet we got some change on the case. Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

board(s), across the: including all parts or aspects; so that all are included. Originally a phrase from horse racing wherein equal amounts of money are bet on the same horse to win a race, to place second or third. Well, a person begins to assume that he is responsible across the boards for all of the wrong actions, and that sticks him. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Book One: Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mental Health, the basic text on Dianetics techniques, written by L. Ron Hubbard and first published in 1950. It is also referred to as the first book. And so Book One had some rightness about it—had some rightness about it. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

bother: (chiefly British) an interjection used as a mild curse to express irritation or annoyance. And then when one changes his game, to go through the very nice little ritual of assigning back the proper ownerships, and bother the forgetter. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

Bow-Face: a made-up name for a criminal of the type pictured in the comic strip Dick Tracy. See also Dick Tracy in this glossary. You know the drawer of Dick Tracy has a most marvelous time trying to find enough villains for Dick Tracy to chase: No-Face and Stone-Face and Hoe-Face and Bow-Face. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

break for it, make a: (colloquial) to attempt to escape, especially from prison or the police. In view of the fact that you're doing so well, we're now going to have the front wall say, "We're just waiting for you to make a break for it." —Group Processing: Meaningness (4 June 55)

BScn Course: short for Bachelor of Scientology Course, which in 1955 was an arduous course five to ten weeks in length, open to auditors who had already done basic auditor training. Its text was The Creation of Human Ability. Its goal was a cleared auditor. The HASI in Phoenix, Arizona continues—continues to teach the HCA, BScn Course as always, and the Hubbard Guidance Center there continues to process as always; no upset along these lines at all. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

button: any of those things in particular that each human being finds aberrative and has in common; any of the major difficulties people have. Examples include survival, rightness, responsibility, ownership, truth, faith and the other buttons on the Chart of Attitudes. See also Chart of Attitudes in this glossary. I'm going to tell some more about this chart and some more about these various buttons. —How to Chart the Preclear Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

buttoned up: (slang) successfully completed; finished. See, it's just as nice—got it all settled, it's all buttoned up, he knows exactly what it is. —Group Processing: Additional Processing on Meaningness (6 June 55)

Cadillac: a humorous pronunciation of cataract. A Cadillac is a top-of-the-line, expensive American luxury car, known for its spacious size and smooth ride. Now, of course, if Dick had been hotter than he is, undoubtedly Dick would simply have had to have said, "Aleikum salaam, presto cataract gone-o," and the guy would have gotten immediate change and consideration on the Cadillac and the preclear would have drove off in a hayrick, stone stark staring mad. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Caligula: real name Caius Caesar Augustus Germanicus (12–41), Roman emperor (37–41). His nickname Caligula meant "Little Boots," and was a result of his popularity as a child with his father's soldiers. Though he is reported to have ruled with moderation at first, a serious illness (possibly epilepsy) a few months after his accession is believed to have affected his sanity. Thenceforth he behaved as an increasingly bloodthirsty and vicious tyrant. The story that he appointed his horse to a government post is one of many which indicate his irresponsibility. He finally declared himself a god, and had the heads of famous statues of gods removed and replaced with likenesses of his own. After only four years' rule, a palace conspiracy brought about Caligula's assassination. And this left people like Caligula and Tiberius and Nero and so forth, and those guys really had worries, you know? —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

Catholics, not to be read by: reference to lists of books issued by Roman Catholic Church authorities, starting in A.D. 496 with a decree which contained lists of recommended as well as banned books. Subsequent issues of the list consisted of those books forbidden by Church authority as dangerous to the faith or morals of Roman Catholics. It was entitled Index librorum prohibitorum, Latin for "Index of Forbidden Books." Publication of the list ceased in 1966, and it was relegated to the status of a historical document. And we go down to the library and we look under the stack cards—"human mind": "Libido theory—not to be read by Catholics." —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Chaldea: an ancient region on the Euphrates River and the Persian Gulf, orig​inally the southern part of Babylonia. The Chaldeans took over the rule of Babylonia in the 600s B.C., establishing what was known as the Chaldean Empire, or New Babylonian Empire (ca. 625–538 B.C.). The study of astrology
was much developed in this period, and the word Chaldean became synonymous with "astrologer" or "magician." The steady growth of the power of Persia resulted in the defeat of the Chaldean Empire by the Persians in 538 B.C. The presentation of a mystery can operate to enslave just as the priests of Chaldea, having made a wreck out of their own country, moved on to Babylon and made a wreck out of it. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

Chart of Attitudes: a chart which contains the major difficulties people have. It shows the attitudes towards life taken by people, and comes with the book Handbook for Preclears by L. Ron Hubbard. The chart consists of twelve columns with positive attitudes at the top of each column (such as "Survives," "Right," "Fully Responsible," etc.) and negative attitudes at the bottom (such as "Dead," "Wrong," "No Responsibility," etc.) and a gradient scale in between. Now, the next development along this line—a similar chart—was the Chart of Attitudes. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

child labor laws: laws passed over many decades in the United States, beginning in the 1830s, by state and federal governments, forbidding the employment of children and young teenagers except at certain carefully specified jobs. Do you know that the child labor laws which sit on the books of Washington right here, are primarily the laws responsible for juvenile delinquency, which we all admit is a pretty bad thing these days—the child labor laws. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

chronic somatic: any "illness" generated by an engram or engrams. The word somatic means bodily or physical. Because the word pain is restimulative, and because the word pain has in the past led to confusion between physical pain and mental pain, the word somatic is used in Dianetics to denote physical pain or discomfort of any kind. Let's take a chronic somatic, what we know as a chronic somatic: a pain which persists. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

CIA: abbreviation for Central Intelligence Agency, an agency of the United States government which gathers political, economic and military information about more than 150 nations and evaluates it for other US government agencies. In addition to collecting information, the CIA also conducts various clandestine (secret) activities, such as espionage and influencing foreign affairs; these activities include covert operations in which the role of the US government is never publicly acknowledged. They have air forces, they have guided missiles, they have bombs, they have the OGPU and we have the CIA, and—police, police, police. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

citizen out of (someone), make a: a variation of make a believer out of (someone), meaning "to convince (someone)." They were put in Dianetics 1955! so that a Dianeticist won't shy away from the words Scientology and religion and so forth, and he will look there and he will see this Dianetics 1955! and he'll feel comfortable and he'll go on using Scientology, Six Basic Steps, which will make a citizen out of him. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

clear: audit (someone) to the state of Clear. Now, you know, I practically cleared a preclear the other day by asking him just one question. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

Clear: the name of a state achieved through auditing or an individual who has achieved this state. A Clear is a being who no longer has his own reactive

mind. He is an unaberrated person and is rational in that he forms the best possible solutions he can on the data he has and from his viewpoint. There's how you would make a Clear. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)
cloud nine: (slang) an unreal place; a fanciful condition. When you've won enough knowledge to do a great many things, the chief of which is to permit your fellow man to know and do a great many things, you'd better stop thinking these small thoughts, you know. You better go off and sleep on cloud nine after this. —What Scientology Is Doing (6 June 55)

cognite: have a cognition. See cognition in this glossary But we're not asking him to recognite; we're merely asking him to cognite. —How to Chart the Preclear Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

cognition: as-ising aberration with a realization about life. A cognition is an increased understanding of something, usually voiced by the preclear with a "Well, what do you know!" type of statement. See also as-is in this glossary. He changes cognitions faster, realizes things faster—and that's merely because it is the upper echelon of significance processes. —Group Processing: Additional Processing on Meaningness (6 June 55)

command: a statement that the preclear is to do something; a certain and exact instruction which the preclear can follow and perform. Now 8-C, you know, is a little process by which you have somebody go over and finish a cycle of action on one command. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

comm lag: (1) short for communication lag. See communication lag in this glossary. That was about a ten-hour comm lag, you see, over such a length of time, just to receive that one question. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55) (2) to manifest communication lag. He's liable to comm lag on it by the hour before he finally gets down to a point to where he understands your question. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

common sense, in the name of: (colloquial) an expression used to show surprise or annoyance in questions, requests, etc. We look at this fellow and we say, "Why in the name of common sense can't this individual stop playing football? He's now forty-two years of age. He was once an intelligent man. Why is he still playing football?" —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

communication lag: the length of time between the posing of the question and the receiving of the answer, regardless of what intervenes. What about the preclear that you can run any process on, that never gets a communication lag. —How to Chart the Preclear Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

Concepts Running: Scientology processing in which the auditor has the preclear get the concept of some type of situation rather than finding a specific incident. For example, instead of recalling an incident in which the preclear controlled someone, the preclear would be asked to feel or get the concept of wanting to control someone. Whole strings of incidents are turned up using Concept Running. Therefore, Concepts Running—an old old-timer, way back when, running of concepts—is successful. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

Connecticut Avenue: a main street in central Washington, DC. Well, just last night, just down the street here in Connecticut Avenue, I saw a cop standing there—there was a drunk, he was kind of feeling bad and he was sitting on a set of stone steps. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)
Consequence Processing: a type of Scientology processing in which the auditor asks the preclear "What would happen if/What would happen if not?" regarding different actions. For example, "What would happen if you hid? What would happen if you didn't hide?" (making him think up the consequences of hiding and not hiding) or "What would happen if you waited? What would happen if you didn't wait?" etc. All right, where's all this lead? It led immediately to Consequence Processing. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

Consequences: short for Consequence Processing. See Consequence Processing in this glossary. But if he thought of Problems and Solutions and added to that Consequences, he certainly would win. —Six Basic Steps—Some Funda​mentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

copping: a coined verb form of cop used to mean "being a policeman." And it really never occurs to anybody, "Gee, copping would be a lot of fun if there were that many crooks and that much chasing to be done." —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

Creation of Human Ability, The: a book written by L. Ron Hubbard, first published in England in 1954. It contains processes designed to restore the power of a thetan over his own decisions and to understand his nature as a being. Well, I invite you to look over the axioms of life as contained in The Creation of Human Ability. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

crust: (slang) unabashed self-assertiveness; nerve. But nobody has the crust to say this about the atom bomb. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

curve: (colloquial) a deception or trick. From the term "curve ball" in the sport of baseball, referring to a method of pitching (throwing) the ball in such a way that it swerves just before it reaches the batter, making it difficult for him to hit. And the Better Gyp Bureau is heavily endowed by anyone who wants to pull a fast curve on the society. —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

cycle of action: the sequence that an action goes through, wherein the action is begun, is continued for as long as is required and then is completed as planned. Now 8-C, you know, is a little process by which you have somebody go over and finish a cycle of action on one command. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

darnedest: (informal) most extraordinary; most amazing. The word darn is a euphemism for damn. They do the darnedest things when you run this process. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

Darwinism: the theory of evolution by natural selection originated by Charles Robert Darwin (1809-4882), English naturalist and author. This theory holds that all species of plants and animals developed from earlier forms by hereditary transmission of slight variations in successive generations, and that the forms which survive are those that are best adapted to the environment. Which finally culminated in the Darwin trials in Tennessee—the "monkey trials"—where a whole country is treated to the fantastic spectacle of its finest orator shouting and screaming on the side of Darwinism or the Lord or wherever he was, and other people shouting and screaming about it. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Darwin trials: reference to the trial in 1925 of John T. Scopes (1901-1970), a US high-school teacher, for violating the Tennessee law prohibiting the teaching of the Darwinian theory of evolution in the schools. Reported worldwide, the hearings were popularly referred to as the "monkey trials," because the theory of evolution holds that the predecessors of man were the apes. The prosecuting
attorney was noted American lawyer, lecturer and statesman William Jennings Bryan (1860-1925), a brilliant speaker who was sometimes called "the golden-tongued orator." The defending attorney was Clarence Darrow (1857–1938), also known as a gifted speaker. Scopes was found guilty, but was later acquitted on a technicality. Which finally culminated in the Darwin trials in Tennessee-the "monkey trials"—where a whole country is treated to the fantastic spectacle of its finest orator shouting and screaming on the side of Darwinism or the Lord or wherever he was, and other people shouting and screaming about it. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

deadest duck: (slang) a variation of dead duck, meaning "a person or thing that is ruined or certain to suffer ruin, failure or death; a person or thing that is beyond help, redemption or hope." The phrase originated as political slang and described a person who had lost influence or power and was therefore useless; perhaps from the proverb "never waste powder on a dead duck." The danger is "If I really fit myself into this society—a society of people who believe that I am stupid and incompetent, that I have to be taught everything eight times—if I really fit myself in and cooperate with my fellows and do unto others the way I'd like to have them do unto me, with the prevailing attitude, I would be the deadest duck I'd ever met." —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

dead in the (or one's) head: stuck in the body; having difficulty exteriorizing. A person who is dead in his head is just thinking of himself as the body. The body reaction is his reaction, his reaction is the body's reaction and that's all there is to it. And boy, you'd certainly get dead in the head after a while, believe me. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

despotity: a coined term for the condition of tyranny or oppression resulting from a government which exercises absolute authority, from the word despot, meaning "a king or other ruler with absolute, unlimited power" and the suffix -ity, meaning "the condition, quality or fact of being " "We're going to have liberty, fraternity and equality" and we get despotity! —What Scientology Is Doing (6 June 55)

Dharma: the name of a legendary Hindu sage and of a body of scientific-philosophical-religious truth, written about 600 B.C. The Dharma rose up in Asia and its doctrines were spread to hundreds of millions of people by the founder of Buddhism, Siddhartha Gautama Buddha (ca. 563–483 B.C.). The word means knowingness, or lookingness. These great religious leaders—at least those that I consider great religious leaders—begin with a monk, a legendary mythical monk whose name probably was not, but is said to be, Dharma. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

Dianetics: comes from the Greek words dia, meaning "through" and nous, meaning "soul." Dianetics is a methodology developed by L. Ron Hubbard which can help alleviate such things as unwanted sensations and emotions, irrational fears and psychosomatic illnesses. It is most accurately described as what the soul is doing to the body through the mind. Dianetics, our earliest beginnings, was a mechanistic science—very mechanistic, but very precise. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

Dianetics 19551: reference to Dianetics 55! a book by L. Ron Hubbard which deals with the fundamental principles of communication and contains processes designed to increase a preclear's ARC and raise the preclear on the Tone Scale. And that process is covered quite adequately in Dianetics 1955!—that process is simply communication. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mental Health: the basic text on Dianetics techniques, written by L. Ron Hubbard and first published in 1950. The work is divided into three major sections: Book One, The Goal of Man; Book Two, The Single Source of All Inorganic Mental and Organic Psychosomatic Ills and Book Three, Therapy. See also Dianetics in this glossary And in the many years which have proceeded since the release of Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mental Health, article after article has appeared in the more popular medical publications, such as the Reader's Digest, which talk about birth traumas and so on. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

Dick: an auditor at the time of these lectures. I said to the auditor, "Dick, I want you to give `Hellos and Okays' to that eye for twenty-five hours." —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

dickens with (something): (informal) a variation of the devil with (something), meaning "I, we, etc., do not care about (a person or thing)." Dickens is a euphemism normally used in place of "devil." . . . he's standing there saying, "I'm not going to have a thing to do with it. The dickens with defending Minerva or Juno or anything else." —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Dick Tracy: a police detective appearing in a comic strip of the same name, originally created in 1931 by artist Chester Gould (1900-1985). Tracy was an incorruptible, cunning, plainclothes detective dedicated to the eradication of crime in his city. He utilized a host of high-tech police gadgets and battled a wide variety of criminals, all of whom had names as ugly as their natures, such as "Flyface" (who was so dirty that insects constantly swarmed around him), the disgustingly skin-blemished "Wormy," and the horrible "Mrs. Pruneface." Drawn in bright colors and accurate in details of criminal inves​tigation, the comic strip was the first popular cops-and-robbers series. Its message of "crime doesn't pay" and its support of tough and often violent law enforcement were widely appealing. In later years, Dick Tracy adventures were brought to radio and television as well as various film productions. You know the drawer of Dick Tracy has a most marvelous time trying to find enough villains for Dick Tracy to chase: No-Face and Stone-Face and Hoe-Face and Bow-Face. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

dig: (colloquial) to pay money from one's own pocket. They said, "It's a big mystery, and we're doing it, and you bow down to this mud thing over here, and you're saved. And to prove it, there's going to be an eclipse at 10:32 next Sunday. And if you have not paid all of your dues into the church by that moment, we'll keep the sun covered up." What could people do but dig? —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

Dirty Thirty: an early informal name for Opening Procedure by Duplication, so called because it is very arduous to run on people below boredom on the Tone Scale, and it had often been used on people on whom it should not have been used. The name came from "Procedure 30," which originally encompassed Opening Procedure by Duplication and two other steps. See also Opening Procedure by Duplication in this glossary. When I first put it out it was called Dirty Thirty. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

Doctor of Scientology (DScn): at the time of these lectures, the title of a graduate of the Advanced Clinical Course, a theory and research course taught personally by LRH which gave a much further insight into the phenomena of the mind and the rationale of research and investigation. Yet if you walked into the state police or the licensing bureau or the drivers' license bureau

of any of these local governments and you said, "Well now, I am a Doctor of Scientology and we could probably do considerable to decrease the accidents which you have in your state by giving a ten-minute examination to each person who applies for a driver's license." —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)
do unto others the way I'd like to have them do unto me: to treat other people with the concern and kindness one would like them to show toward oneself. This saying is a central ethical teaching of the Christian religion, and has come to be called the Golden Rule. The danger is "If I really fit myself into this society—a society of people who believe that I am stupid and incom​petent, that I have to be taught everything eight times—if I really fit myself in and cooperate with my fellows and do unto others the way I'd like to have them do unto me, with the prevailing attitude, I would be the deadest duck I'd ever met." —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

Dragnet: a television series about police work, adapted from an earlier radio thriller of the same name, which aired from 1951 to 1958, then again from 1967 to 1970. The series starred and was directed by Jack Webb (1920–1982) and was filmed in a semidocumentary style. Webb based the stories on cases handled by the Los Angeles police; as research, he rode in their cars for two years. Well, looking at the backtrack then, and looking forward until now, we discover that there is really—if a person as a spirit were so inactive that he could not avenge himself upon his accuser or murderer, then we would find no liability to murder, would we? Except maybe "Dragnet." —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

dream, like a (well-oiled): (colloquial) beautifully, excellently; perfectly. ... and the person just ran like a well-oiled dream and soared right on up Tone Scale 2.0, boredom, conservatism, enthusiasm as a stable tone. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

DScn: short for Doctor of Scientology. See also Doctor of Scientology (DScn) in this glossary. I well recall a DScn in Phoenix. He's very, very good —exterior—and he was doing a very nice job of auditing around and so on. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Dumas: Alexandre Dumas (1802-1870), French novelist and dramatist known for his swashbuckling historical romances such as The Three Musketeers (1844) and The Count of Monte Cristo (1845). Though the excessive melo​drama of Dumas's work has been criticized, the color and drama of his novels continue to ensure their popularity. Back in the old days, duelists very often had an embarrassing thing occur to them. And if you read their memoirs (not Dumas's accounts), if you read the memoirs of duelists and so on, you'll find out that they every now and then had a very bad experience; because their opponent when killed exteriorized at them and chewed them up most horribly. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

dynamic: one of the eight urges (drives, impulses) in life. They are motives or motivations. We call them the eight dynamics. These are urges for survival as or through (1) self, (2) sex and family, (3) groups, (4) all mankind, (5) living things (plants and animals), (6) the material universe, (7) spirits and (8) infinity or the Supreme Being. But this is not a third dynamic operation, this making of postulates—not necessarily at all. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

ears in, up to his: (colloquial) wholly concerned with (something, especially something troubling, work, business or debt). The expression comes from a comparison between someone who is busy, in debt, in trouble, etc., and someone who is about to drown in deep water. And right now if you were to walk up to a nuclear physicist who is up to his ears in gamma rays and you were to say to him, "Do you know that there is a process known as exteriorization by which an individual is told to be three feet back of his head, and that 50 percent of the human race can do so," the fellow would absolutely gibber. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

8-C: a Scientology process which gives the preclear reality on the environment, control in following directions and havingness. The pc and auditor are both ambulant for the process. The term is also used to mean simply "good control." You run this person on 8-C and this person is very doubtful of how deep the fingers will sink into that wall. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

Eisenhower: Dwight David Eisenhower (1890-1969), US general and thirty-fourth president of the United States (1953-1961). Because you wrote Eisenhower a letter means now that you have to write Eisenhower letters. Well, that's the way it figures, isn't it? —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

electric shock: (psychiatry) the administration of electric shock to the head of a patient in a supposed effort to treat mental illness. There is no therapeutic reason for shocking anyone and there are no authentic cases on record of anyone having been cured of anything by shock. The reverse is true. Electric shock causes often irreparable damage to the person in the form of brain damage and impaired mental ability. If we tried to do it with the sword, we would still be doing the same thing that the society is doing: control with handcuffs, jail cells, operations, electric shocks, duress, punishment, bad 8-C, threat, fear. —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

electronic brain: (informal) an electronic computer. There is no single part in an electronic brain which, after the little card or tape falls out, says, "Ah!" —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Emergency Auditor: an assistant who helps an auditor delivering Group Processing. In groups receiving Group Processing, there are commonly people (particularly those whose cases are being addressed for the first time) who become misemotional or otherwise distract the rest of the group. Such people are cared for by the Emergency Auditor (also called the Assistant Group Auditor), who takes the person out of the group to a nearby place and helps him over his difficulty, then returns him to the group as quickly as possible. Emergency Auditor can do something for you. —Group Processing: Time and Location (4 June 55)

engine room telegraphs: a device with two indicators, one located on the bridge of a ship and one in the engine room, which are used to communicate the desired speeds of a ship. Each telegraph has a dial divided into sections corresponding to the different speeds of the ship. When a person on the bridge wishes to change speed, he moves an indicator on his dial to the speed desired. This causes the indicator on the engine room telegraph to move on the dial to the same speed. As the indicator is moved, a bell rings to alert the engineer to the change. The engineer sees that his indicator has moved, changes the speed of the engine accordingly, and then moves the indicator on his telegraph to STOP to show that the order has been understood and is being executed. So a blob of oil appeared and the fellow who was running the engine

room telegraphs on the bridge was the only fellow looking in that direction. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

engram: a mental image picture (a mental copy of one's perceptions sometime in the past) which is a recording of an experience containing pain, unconscious​ness and a real or fancied threat to survival. It is a recording in the reactive mind of something which actually happened to an individual in the past and which contained pain and unconsciousness, both of which are recorded in the engram. It must, by definition, have impact or injury as part of its content. Engrams are a complete recording, down to the last accurate detail, of every perception present in a moment of partial or full unconsciousness. See also reactive mind in this glossary. All you have to do is get somebody over the obsession of making engrams and you've gotten rid of all of his engrams. Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

engram bank: a colloquial name for the reactive mind. See also bank and reactive mind in this glossary. You've gotten him over his entire engram bank. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

exteriorization: the state of the thetan being outside his body with or without full perception, but still able to control and handle the body. When a person goes exterior, he achieves a certainty that he is himself and not his body. And right now if you were to walk up to a nuclear physicist who is up to his ears in gamma rays and you were to say to him, "Do you know that there is a process known as exteriorization by which an individual is told to be three feet back of his head, and that 50 percent of the human race can do so," the fellow would absolutely gibber. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)
exteriorize: to move (as a spirit) out of the body; place distance between oneself and the body. He would have laughed—and probably did laugh after he exteriorized and came back and took a look around and saw everybody building temples, burning joss to Buddha. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

facsimile: a three-dimensional color picture with sound and smell and all other perceptions, plus the conclusions or speculations of the individual. Even in the earlier days, spiritual perception—had nothing to do with facsimiles, engrams or hallucinations—we had lots of perception of this, lots of discussion with this. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

fair, bade: seemed likely (to be or do something). But science itself bade fair to go into the depths and darknesses of mystery as time went on. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

FBI: abbreviation for Federal Bureau of Investigation, a United States government agency established to investigate violations of federal laws and safeguard national security. That means you'll have as much FBI as you have FBI files.

· Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

Fifth Amendment: an amendment to the Constitution of the United States which makes it illegal to try a person twice for the same offense and prohibits forcing persons to testify against themselves in criminal cases. It also forbids depriving any person of life, liberty or property without fair and reasonable legal procedures, and it bans the taking of private property for public use without fair payment. The Constitution of the United States has the Fifth Amendment and it tries to remedy this. Now, this man doesn't have to testify.

· The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

flat: no longer producing change or a reaction. See also flatten in this glossary. So you run the process long enough—you could go on and run the process flat if you wanted to, until there was no comm lag of any character in it, but some-where before you accomplished that, the person would start talking about the next button. —How to Chart the Preclear Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

flatten: to continue (something) until it no longer produces a reaction. For example, flattening a communication lag means continuing to give the auditing command until the communication lag has been similar for three successive questions. See also communication lag in this glossary. And if you don't get it during that process and yet you flatten the process, you can get an exterior​ization by the next step, which is Remedy of Havingness. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

flitter: a flow of little golden sparks emanated by a thetan. It is put out on a 360-degree sphere. Not bright, shiny gods anymore that could put out flitter, but guys that were awful black that made you sick if they grabbed you. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

422: reference to the number (YP 422) of the subchaser (short for submarine chaser, a small, fast naval patrol vessel equipped for use against submarines) commanded by LRH during World War II. We were going very slowly, we were almost dead in the water, and then right up through this big blob of brown oil on a blue sea comes a periscope—swswswswhhh—and looks around in every direction but at our ship! If it had turned another ninety degrees it would have read the biggest doggone 422 that you'd ever seen, fully magnified for the skipper. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

Freud, Sigmund: (1856–1939) Austrian physician and founder of psychoanalysis, a system of mental therapy developed in 1894. Freud believed that psycho-logical problems could be traced to repressed childhood experiences, particularly to repressed sexual desires. He also put forth the idea that dreams provide clues to the nature of psychological problems. And if you study the works of Dr. Freud—thrown out by the doctors at one time—but if you study the works of Dr. Freud you will discover that his specialty was neurosis. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Fuftwaffe: humorous alteration of Luftwaffe, the name of the German air force. The German word literally means "air weapon" (Luft, air; waffe, weapon). The entire business area of Rotterdam was bombed out by the "Fuftwaffe" or whatever they called it, just because they bombed it out. —How to Chart the Preclear Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

gamma goes by the square root of the beta which goes under the lambda: a coined scientific-sounding expression which has no particular meaning. Gamma, beta and lambda are all Greek letters often found in scientific expressions and formulas. The square root of a certain number is another number which, when multiplied by itself, produces the first number. For example, the square root of 16 is 4. He stays in the laboratory all the time and the fact that the gamma goes by the square root of the beta which goes under the lambda and this is all agreed-upon and is all nice—only it's kind of a desperate mystery, only he's got to find out more about these extant lies. —Group Processing: Additional Processing on Meaningness (6 June 55)

gamma rays: radiations which are similar to x-rays, but have a shorter wave-length than x-rays. Because of their short wavelength, gamma rays are very penetrating. They have a range in air of about 1 112 miles and are the principal cause of radiation disease in atomic warfare. And right now if you were to walk up to a nuclear physicist who is up to his ears in gamma rays and you were to say to him, "Do you know that there is a process known as exteriorization by which an individual is told to be three feet back of his head, and that 50 percent of the human race can do so," the fellow would absolutely gibber. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

GE: abbreviation of genetic entity. See also genetic entity in this glossary I'll bet you back in Greek times—and a lot of GEs have been on the line through the Greek era—I'll bet you there wasn't much doubt in somebody's mind after he'd been zapped. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

general quarters: (military) a condition of readiness for combat on a warship, during which crew members remain at their battle stations and have guns and ammunition ready for immediate loading. The bridge was absolutely crammed with men because we were at general quarters. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

genetic entity: that beingness not dissimilar to the thetan that has carried forward and developed the body from its earliest moments along the evolu​tionary line on Earth and which, through experience, necessity and natural selection, has employed the counter-efforts of the environment to fashion an organism of the type best fitted for survival, limited only by the abilities of the genetic entity. The goal of the genetic entity is survival on a much grosser plane of materiality. Why is it if your genetic entity was once French, you do not like a nightingale speak French? —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

George Washington University: a large university (where L. Ron Hubbard studied engineering during the 1930s) located in Washington, DC, capital of the US. Now, one of the leading psychologists of the country and a very, very able man—I know him, he doesn't know me—Dr. Fred Moss of George Washington University. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Gibbon: Edward Gibbon (1737–1794) English historian who wrote The History of the Decline and Fall of the Roman Empire, a history which has become one of the classical works of historical literature in the English language. The work is divided into three periods and covers a total of thirteen centuries. And you say, "Well, you might find something interesting about it. It's a book by Gibbon, interesting book." —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

go East: an alteration of the phrase "Go West, young man," made popular in the nineteenth century by US newspaperman Horace Greeley. The original phrase referred to opportunities in the western United States, on the frontier. See also Greeley, Horace in this glossary. And the second it started to climb up on the circulation lists, I reversed the motto of Horace Greeley, and I said, "Ronnie, go East." —What Scientology Is Doing (6 June 55)

goldfish effect: (slang) a feeling as if one were in a goldfish bowl, meaning "a place or situation where one is exposed; a venue without privacy." Now, have you reached the goldfish effect yet? —Group Processing: Meaningness (4 June 55)

gold shots: injections of a gold compound given to people as a treatment for a severe form of arthritis. The injections are given weekly for about twenty weeks and then the interval is gradually lengthened to two or three months.

They shoot them full of gold shots and they massage them and they shake them in a bag —I don't know what they do to them—and they work him over one way or the other. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

goodness knows: (colloquial) an interjection meaning "only someone more powerful than man can possibly know or realize," usually used to express the speaker's inability to understand or foresee something. Goodness is a euphemism for "God." Also Lord knows or God knows. It goes from Lord knows what minus point to goodness knows what tremendous height. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

gradient: a gradual approach to something, taken step by step, so that, finally, quite complicated and difficult activities or concepts can be achieved with relative ease. Civilization would be, of course, a gradient term. —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

gradient scale: a scale of condition graduated from zero to infinity. On a scale of reality, everything above zero or center would be more and more real, approaching an infinite reality, and everything below zero or center would be more and more unreal, approaching an infinite unreality. Absolutes are considered to be unobtainable. First and foremost, we should see this scale as a gradient scale of survival—potentialities of survival. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Grange, Mr.: Red Grange (1903–1991), American football player. During his notable college athletic career at the University of Illinois, Grange was named to three all-American football teams (1923, 1924 and 1925). After his graduation from college he played professional football, spending most of his career with the Chicago Bears. Grange's entrance into professional football attracted the league's first large crowds, and he is credited with helping to popularize the sport. He retired from football in 1934, and later worked as a sports announcer. And they say, "Well, that's Mr. Grange or somebody, and he was all-American for such and such a time." —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

Greeley, Horace: (1811–1872) American newspaperman, editor and political leader. The most influential publisher of the nineteenth century, Greeley founded the New York Tribune in 1841 and edited it for the next thirty years. The paper served as a forum for the expression of Greeley's opinions on a variety of subjects, including support of women's rights and abolition of slavery, and encouragement of westward expansion (expressed in the phrase "Go West, young man," which he used in his editorials and thus popularized). And the second it started to climb up on the circulation lists, I reversed the motto of Horace Greeley, and I said, "Ronnie, go East." —What Scientology Is Doing (6 June 55)

grief charge: an outburst of tears that may continue for a considerable time in a session, after which the preclear feels greatly relieved. This is occasioned by the discharge of grief or painful emotion. You know and I know that on grandfather's death, who was the closest ally the fellow had, there's a tremendous grief charge. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

Group Processing: Scientology auditing techniques administered to groups of children or adults. See also processing in this glossary. . . , thoughts can handle masses as I hope you will see in Group Processing to your abundant knowledge. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

harmonic: one of two or more manifestations or actions which are themselves different yet are related in terms of some quality or qualities. For example,

laughing because one was embarrassed would be a lower harmonic of laughing because something was funny. With each forward ticking moment, he will get stuck tighter and tighter and tighter down to anger and then blow it, and through to the lower harmonics. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

HASI: an acronym for Hubbard Association of Scientologists International, the professional membership group of Scientology at the time of these lectures, to which auditors, instructors and staff of Scientology churches belonged. The functions of the HASI included putting out publications, assisting in research and investigation, and providing training and services for auditors (including certification). Fellow came in—he wanted to make a big bargain with the HASI. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

havingness: the concept of being able to reach. By havingness we mean owning, possessing, being capable of commanding, taking charge of objects, energies and spaces. Havingness also refers to various processes designed to increase the preclear's affinity, reality and communication with the environment, and to increase his ability to reach and get him stabilized in his environment. It's covert havingness; stealing is just covert havingness. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

hayrick, drove off in a: (colloquial) a variation of gone haywire, meaning "become mentally unbalanced." A hayrick is a haystack; haywire is the wire used for binding bales of hay, straw, etc. The phrase go haywire possibly originated as a reference to the difficulty of handling coils of wire used for bundling hay, which readily become entangled. Now, of course, if Dick had been hotter than he is, undoubtedly Dick would simply have had to have said, "Aleikum salaam, presto cataract gone-o," and the guy would have gotten immediate change and consideration on the Cadillac and the preclear would have drove off in a hayrick, stone stark staring mad. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

HCA: abbreviation for Hubbard Certified Auditor Course, an intermediate auditor training course at the time of these lectures which gave the auditor a firm grounding in Scientology basics and certified him to audit certain processes. Also used to refer to a person who had completed this course or the certificate he received. (This course was called the Hubbard Certified Auditor Course in the United States and the Hubbard Professional Auditor Course in the Commonwealth.) And for eight months we've been teaching the same processes in the HCA school. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

Hearst: William Randolph Hearst (1863-1951), US newspaper and magazine publisher, noted for yellow journalism. (Yellow journalism is journalism that exploits or exaggerates the news to create sensations and attract readers. The term came from the use of yellow ink in printing "Yellow Kid" [1895], a cartoon strip in the New York World, a newspaper noted for sensationalism.) Hearst began his publishing career in 1887 when he took charge of the San Francisco Examiner, owned by his father. By 1925 he owned twenty-five newspapers in seventeen cities. That would seem to just open the doors wide to a vast vista of stuff that—like you see in the Hearst papers or Time magazine or Real Detective. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

heart and soul: (figurative) the main part; the most important part; essence. And so one can change one's cognitions. One can be free. And that is the heart

and soul of Meaningness Processing. —Group Processing: Additional Processing on Meaningness (6 June 55)

heavens: (colloquial) an expression of disappointment, disbelief, weariness, frustration, annoyance or the like. Mass is an idea that has failed. And it has been changed many times, and heavens, is it persisting! —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

hellfire and brimstone: promising damnation and punishment; raising visions of fire and brimstone (sulfur), as the fire of hell. You could even get that bad off on the field of religion and produce an effect! Hellfire and brimstone. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Hellos and Okays: an auditing procedure which can be used to remedy a pre​clear's lack of communication with a particular location, object, part of his body, etc., by having the preclear exchange "hellos" and "okays" with it. For more information see Technical Bulletins Volume IV It's an oddity—although it is not the best solution, it's just a test solution—that when these screens appear around the individual, it is an oddity that just Hellos and Okays to the screen will tear them up and do various things to them. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

hell with it, to: (informal) an exclamation expressing disgusted rejection of something. Says, "To hell with the world, let's blow it all up." —Group Processing: Additional Processing on Meaningness (6 June 55)

hepped (on or about): (informal) greatly interested in or preoccupied with, almost to an irrational extent; obsessed with. He has been a little bit less hepped on the idea of food, food, food, and he has bought himself a little bit of time so that some amongst him could think or—along other lines than mere bare survival. —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

History of Man, A: a book written by L. Ron Hubbard in 1952. It is a look at the evolutionary background and history of the human race, described as "a coldblooded and factual account of your last sixty trillion years." And might as well have been talking straight out of the pages of What to Audit (or A History of Man, as it's known in Great Britain), and started telling him all about this and added some new ones. —How to Chart the Preclear Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

Hoe-Face: a made-up name for a criminal of the type pictured in the comic strip Dick Tracy. See also Dick Tracy in this glossary. You know the drawer of Dick Tracy has a most marvelous time trying to find enough villains for Dick Tracy to chase: No-Face and Stone-Face and Hoe-Face and Bow-Face. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

Hoover: Herbert Clark Hoover (1874–1964), thirty-first president of the United States (1929-1933). Later, in the 1940s and 1950s, Hoover headed panels investigating government waste and inefficiency. He one time was called in by Hoover as part of a commission to take care of all the accidents the country was having and to make a recommendation as to how to put them down. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

hot and heavy: (informal) in an intense, vehement or passionate manner. And man, they kept at it till about 1800, hot and heavy—very hot and very heavy. -History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Hotchkiss's naval cannon: a revolving cannon invented by American inventor Benjamin B. Hotchkiss (1826–1885) for both land and naval purposes, and

produced in France by the manufacturing company Hotchkiss established there. The gun had five barrels mounted parallel to each other around a central axis, and it was operated by turning a hand crank. During the period of its general use in the late 1800s, it was employed at one time or another in connection with naval operation by every major nation. Somebody builds himself a 155-millimeter gun, or builds a gun of 155 millimeters which is patterned after Hotchkiss's naval cannon which was "going to make war so horrible that then we would never again have war." —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Human Mind, The: a book written in 1930 by American psychiatrist Karl Augustus Menninger. See also Menninger in this glossary. Then we have a book, it's called The Human Mind—it's by some fellow by the name of Pettinger or something. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

insulin shock: a state of coma resulting from reduced blood sugar when insulin (a substance which helps the body use sugar and other carbohydrates) is present in excessive amounts. Insulin shock is used by psychiatrists as one form of shock therapy in "treating" mental illness. And this person had ten electric shocks and ten insulin shocks, it says up here in the corner. Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

intensive: a specific number of hours of auditing given to a preclear over a short period of time, as a series of successive sessions at regularly scheduled intervals. This isn't even an intensive—this is just a guy, and he just walks in and he goes to some Group Processing. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

jack: (slang) money. "Now, the happiness of your dear departed father depends once and for all and entirely upon your ability to cough up enough jack to send the old boy through Purgatory." —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

Joe's Bar: the name of a fictional bar used in giving an example of an agreed-upon truth. He was down at Joe's Bar last night until 10:03 drinking Scotch. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

Jones, Joe: a made-up name for a person used in giving an example of a person handling his postulates. It says, "Well, these postulates are not going to stick. I'm going on being Joe Jones. And if I had my way of it, I would be Joe Jones, Bessie Smith, P.T. Barnum, a greyhound dog, probably all in the course of half an hour." —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

joss, burning: reference to certain Chinese religious rites, in which thin sticks of dried paste made of fragrant wood dust (called joss sticks) are burned as incense before a joss (a figure of a Chinese god). He would have laughed—and probably did laugh after he exteriorized and came back and took a look around and saw everybody building temples, burning joss to Buddha. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

Journal of Scientology: the magazine of the Hubbard Association of Scientologists, published between August 1952 and January 1955. Many new technical articles by L. Ron Hubbard were written for and first published in the Journal of Scientology during this time. (Issue 24-G came out in January 1954, and contained a full description of 8-C.) It is a process which has three parts as contained in an —I think it's Issue 24-G of the old Journal of Scientology. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

JTA: abbreviation of Johnson Temperament Analysis, a personality test designed in the early 1940s which had 182 questions and measured 9 different personality traits: nervous–composed, depressive–cheery, active–quiet, cordial–cold, sympathetic–hard, subjective–objective, aggressive–submissive, critical–appreciative, self-mastery–impulsive. But here is the spectacular thing on this JTA, as we call these graphs I'll show you how to read one of these in a moment—the spectacular thing here is that this person was 95 percent nervous (that would mean just like, you know, all the time) down to optimum nervous (just nervous enough to dodge at the right time 20 percent): a change of 95 percent to 20 percent on nervousness. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

kiddie car: a small, three-wheeled vehicle that a child can ride while pushing it with his feet. Now, we've got to have some very, very nice meanings, such as "This means that dresses will be twelve inches shorter next fall," "This means that kiddie cars are always worn by policemen"—anything of this character. —Group Processing: Meaningness (4 June 55)

Know to Mystery Scale: a scale which includes: Know, Look, Emotion, Effort, Think, Symbols, Eat, Sex, Mystery. Everything on the Know to Mystery Scale is simply a greater condensation or reduction of knowingness. For more infor​mation, see the book Scientology 0-8: The Book of Basics by L. Ron Hubbard. And we have gone out sideways and we've put the Know to Mystery Scale at right angles to the Tone Scale. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Korzybski: Count Alfred Korzybski (1879–1950), Polish-born American scientist and writer who developed the subject of general semantics, a philosophical approach to language exploring the relationship between the form of language and its use, and attempting to improve the capacity to express ideas. You know, Korzybski—quite a man, Korzybski; wonderful guy, the late Alfred Korzybski—he had a little symbol: He put quotes. You know, when a word didn't quite mean what it was supposed to mean and you meant to exaggerate its meaning or something of the sort, why, you'd put little "quote, unquote." —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Lancaster: a city and county in southeastern Pennsylvania. Now, somebody wrote me from Pennsylvania the other day, and they (I don't know where they'd been in Pennsylvania, not in Lancaster), but they wrote me and said, "I know Scientology"—this is a complete misnomer—"I know Scientology is a good psychotherapy ..." That's an insult! —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

lanyard: a cord with a small hook at one end, used in firing certain types of cannon. Well, these boys build themselves a 155-millimeter cannon that's scheduled to kill, murder, maim, blow up and destroy men and all their possessions and families, and they very carefully sit down and write an oper​ating manual saying, "This is the lanyard. See figure 1, part A. Pull rope B. This is the right wheel. This is the left wheel. This is the muzzle. This is the breech." —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Lao-tse: (604–531 B.C.) one of the great philosophers of China. Author of the book Tao te Ching. See also Tao in this glossary. And we go forward from there and we get to Lao-tse who in his Tao again handed on knowledge and said there was a spiritual side to life. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

libido theory: a theory originated in 1894 by Austrian physician and founder of psychoanalysis, Sigmund Freud (1856-1939), which states that all life impulses and behaviors are sex motivated. And we go down to the library and we look under the stack cards—"human mind": "Libido theory—not to be read by Catholics." —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

lock: a mental image picture of an experience where one was knowingly or unknowingly reminded of an engram. For example, a person sees a cake and feels sick. This is a lock on an engram of being made sick by eating cake. The picture of seeing a cake and feeling sick is a lock on (is locked to) the incident (unseen at the moment) of getting sick eating cake. See also mental image picture and engram in this glossary. But this "ownership" is apparently so innocent that I never suspected until I suddenly fell across it with a crash that it contains as a button and a level, the guide and key to the erasure of any and all engrams, locks, secondaries or bodies. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

Lord knows: (colloquial) an interjection meaning "only someone more powerful than man can possibly know or realize," usually used to express the speaker's inability to understand or foresee something. Also God knows or goodness knows. Now, Lord knows—Lord knows what a headache was to her. I don't know. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

lumbosis: a made-up name for a disease, coined by LRH and used humorously in many of his lectures and writings. You'd never get stuck and start thinking Mama's thoughts and having Mama's lumbosis. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

mad-dog: like a mad dog (a dog with rabies). Rabies is a virus disease; its symptoms include mental disturbance, fever, convulsions or paralysis, and inability to swallow that results in drooling. It can also cause an infected animal to attack anything that moves (cars, other animals, people). Read Plato's dissertation on man. If you've ever read a mad-dog piece of writing, that's one. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

mad-dogging: acting like a mad dog (a dog with rabies). See also mad-dog in this glossary. If you ask some avowed atheist, "Why are you mad-dogging on the subject of God? Why do you just talk and talk and talk and talk on the subject of God?" —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

magic healing crystal: a crystal considered by the Australian witch doctor to possess magic properties, used in his attempts at healing. And when men are made to feel that they do not have the right to aid and assist their fellows, but that Joe or Bill or somebody down the street is the only one who should be permitted to wave a magic wand or rattle a magic healing crystal, somebody had better look at the society real good because it's not a well society. —What Scientology Is Doing (6 June 55)

make and break: success and failure. So, we get the make and break of personality, of beings, above and below a theoretical line. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

Mallet: a type of locomotive steam engine originally built in France in the 1900s. Its name comes from Mallet, the French designer of the engine. If everybody before has considered that we're dealing with a railroad locomotive and nobody was paying any attention at all to the engineer, they could then sloppily consider that they knew something about engineers, and if they were qualified to take on and take off a steam fitting in a Mallet locomotive, they,

of course, could do a prefrontal lobotomy on an engineer. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

McCoy, real: the genuine article; the person or thing as represented. This phrase originated in Scotland as the real Mackay and referred to people and things of the highest quality, and in particular to a brand of whiskey. Later, in America, the phrase was used in reference to an outstanding boxer by the name of McCoy, retaining its basic meaning of "the real thing." What a nice auditing session it sounds like, you know. Right up to there. Just sounds like the real McCoy. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

McPherson, Aimee Semple: (1890–1944) US evangelist, born in Ontario, Canada. She founded a religious movement that she called the International Church of the Foursquare Gospel, a name derived from her vision of heaven with four walls. Her followers provided the funds to build a huge temple in Los Angeles, where her sermons were heard and broadcast simultaneously over the radio station she had also purchased. Sunday services at the temple were attended by thousands of worshipers who sat spellbound throughout extravaganzas that included patriotic and quasi-religious music played by a fifty-piece band, the breathtaking entrance of Aimee, prayers and singing, all climaxed by a dramatic sermon. We see somebody walk up to the front of the room to Aimee Semple McPherson or some other great spiritual leader, and we see this person walk up to the front of the room and all of a sudden he said, "Wow! I'm saved!" —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

Meaningness Processing: a type of processing which deals with the most senior characteristic of life: the ability to put meaning into and take meaning from other life units, life forms, spaces, energies, objects and time. For more information, see the 4 June 1955 lecture "The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization" and Group Processing session "Group Processing: Meaningness" in this transcript booklet. You'll see what happens when we run Meaningness Processing—what happens to your logic. —The Tone Scale —Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Menninger: Karl Augustus Menninger (1893–1990), American psychiatrist who, with his father, founded the Menninger Clinic in Topeka, Kansas in 1920. Menninger also wrote several books, including The Human Mind (1930). At one time we did publish this fact, however: that Menninger was not, at this time, in an institution in Wichita. —What Scientology Is Doing (6 June 55)

mental image picture: a mental copy of one's perceptions sometime in the past; three-dimensional color pictures with sound and smell and all other perceptions, plus the conclusions or speculations of the individual. For example, if a person was in a car accident, he would retain "pictures" of that experience in his mind, complete with recordings of the sights, physical sensations, smells, sounds, etc., that occurred during that incident. For further information on mental image pictures and how the mind works, read Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mental Health by L. Ron Hubbard. So I'd explain to her, "Now you see, the moment that you get the exact combination of mental image picture which is afflicting you exactly—that you get the right combination—it of course will vanish. And I'm just showing you how to do this." Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

mock up: to create a mock-up or mock-ups of. See also mock-up in this glossary. You have the individual mock up things and shove them into himself. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

mock-up: a full-perceptic energy picture in three dimensions, created by the thetan and having location in space and time. A mock-up is more than a mental picture; it is a self-created object which exists as itself or symbolizes some object in the physical universe. The term was derived from the World War II phrase for miniature models that were constructed to symbolize weapons (airplanes, ships, artillery, etc.) or areas of attack (hills, rivers, buildings, etc.) for use in planning a battle. The term is also used in Scientology to refer to one's body or one's presentation of it. You know, you get up there and it's cold—you can make nice mock-ups where it's cold. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Model A: a car introduced by the Ford Motor Company in 1928 and continued in production until the early 1930s. By March 1932, almost a half million Model A Fords had been built. When you sent them two hundred dollars—which I think is the usual tax on a 1930 Model A car today—when you sent them two hundred dollars for your taxes and license fee, they then lost all the records and then had you arrested for not applying. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

Moss, Dr. Fred: (1893–1966) professor of psychology, George Washington University, 1921–1936. Now, one of the leading psychologists of the country and a very, very able man —I know him, he doesn't know me Dr. Fred Moss of George Washington University. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Mount Olympus: the name of two mountains: (a) a peak (7,965 feet) of the Olympic Mountains in northwestern Washington State in the US, and (b) a mountain in Greece which per Greek mythology was the home of the gods. And furthermore, if you wanted to get up above the gravity of Earth and have a good time, you'd probably live on Mount Olympus or Mount Rainier or any of these other mountains where they've always said the gods lived. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Mount Rainier: the name of a mountain in western central Washington State in the US, which is the highest peak in the state (14,410 feet). And furthermore, if you wanted to get up above the gravity of Earth and have a good time, you'd probably live on Mount Olympus or Mount Rainier or any of these other mountains where they've always said the gods lived. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

mug: (slang) a thug or ruffian. Now let's take this mechanism—let's look this mechanism over very carefully and let's have this little kid—this is a tough little mug; he comes from Park Avenue. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

Nero: original name Lucius Domitius Ahenobarbus (A.D. 37–68), an ancient Roman emperor (A.D. 54–68) notorious for his cruelty. Nero had his mother and wife killed, and kicked his mistress to death while she was pregnant. He also persecuted Christians, blaming them for a great fire in Rome. A famous legend holds that Nero caused the fire himself and played a lyre (a small stringed instrument of the harp family) while watching it. To say that some-one is "fiddling while Rome burns" is to say that the person is indifferent to catastrophe. And this left people like Caligula and Tiberius and Nero and so forth, and those guys really had worries, you know? How am I going to fiddle just right? —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

neurosis: a condition wherein a person is insane or disturbed on some subject (as opposed to psychosis, wherein a person is just insane in general). And if you study the works of Dr. Freud—thrown out by the doctors at one time—

but if you study the works of Dr. Freud you will discover that his specialty was neurosis. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Newcastle, carrying coals to: doing something superfluous; taking goods to a place where they already abound; throwing away one's labor. Newcastle is a city in England in the center of a great coal-producing region. Since Newcastle is in the coal country it would be quite needless to carry coals there. That's carrying coals to Newcastle. Make him more suggestible! All you'd have to do is lean on him slightly and he'd go sound asleep! —What Scientology Is Doing (6 June 55)

nickel, worth a: (slang) a variation of worth a damn, meaning "at all; in the least degree." A nickel is a US or Canadian coin made of the metals nickel and copper, which is equal to five cents. And having seen one later in Alaska, I also know what I'm talking about—that isn't civilized up there yet worth a nickel—and other parts of the world which are frontiers. —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

nightingale, like a: (colloquial) a variation of like a bird, meaning "very well; with no trouble at all." A nightingale is a small bird known for its varied, melodious singing. Why is it if your genetic entity was once French, you do not like a nightingale speak French? —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

Nobel: Alfred Bernhard Nobel (1833-1896), Swedish engineer and manufacturer, inventor of dynamite. It was per his will and from his fortune that the Nobel prizes were established. These prizes are given yearly for achievements in physics, chemistry, medicine or physiology, literature, and the promotion of peace. Nobel's invention was supposed to end all wars. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

No-Face: reference to "the Blank," a criminal in the Dick Tracy comic strip who literally had no face. See also Dick Tracy in this glossary. You know the drawer of Dick Tracy has a most marvelous time trying to find enough villains for Dick Tracy to chase: No-Face and Stone-Face and Hoe-Face and Bow-Face. And they just have a fantastic time trying to get these villains. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

oblogata: a made-up word for a part of the brain, possibly from medulla oblongata, the lowest part of the brain, at the top end of the spinal cord, which contains nerve centers that control breathing, circulation, etc. Let's delve into this fellow's psyche and work around until we find a couple of snapped neurons, you know, which are "synapsesing," and find out that there's a misconnection of the oblogata. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

OGPU: abbreviation of Ob" edinennoe Gosudarstvennoe Politicheskoe Upravlenie ("Unified State Political Administration"), the official organization of secret police and detectives in the Soviet Union from 1922 to 1935. It was renamed the NKVD (Narodny Kommissariat Vnutrennikh Del, meaning "People's Commissariat of Internal Affairs") in 1935. They have air forces, they have guided missiles, they have bombs, they have the OGPU and we have the CIA, and police, police, police. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

155-millimeter gun: an artillery gun with a barrel diameter of 155 millimeters (approximately 6 inches). The 155-millimeter gun fired a ninety-five pound shell with a range of approximately 7 to 9 miles (about 11 to 15 kilometers), and was one of the largest artillery pieces used by the US Army during World War II. Somebody builds himself a 155-millimeter gun, or builds a gun of 155

millimeters which is patterned after Hotchkiss's naval cannon which was "going to make war so horrible that then we would never again have war." —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

only one: an individual who is operating on only the first dynamic and is not actually aware of or operating on any other dynamics. In this state the individual must have no effect on self and total effect on everything and everybody else. See also dynamic in this glossary. That's a very low-toned thing we call "only one." Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

"only Wundt": a play on words using the phrase only one and the name Wundt. See also only one and Wundt in this glossary. Started about 1862 by a fellow by the name of Wundt, the "only Wundt," and ... (That was a pun!) —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Oogh: a made-up name for a caveman used in giving an example of someone helping his fellow man. Now, the essence of the situation is that a great many years ago, a caveman named Ugh decided he could do something for a caveman named Oogh. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

Opening Procedure by Duplication: a Scientology process. It has as its goal the separating of time, moment from moment. This is done by getting a preclear to duplicate his same action over and over again with two dissimilar objects. In England this process is called "Book and Bottle," probably because these two familiar objects are the most used in doing Opening Procedure by Duplication. There's a mechanical drill that belongs way up scale from two-way communication, called mechanical two-way communication, which belongs in Opening Procedure by Duplication—way up scale. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

Opening Procedure of 8-C: a process which consists of having the preclear move his body around the room under the auditor's direction until (a) he finds he is in actual communication with many spots on the surface of things in the room, (b) until he can select spots in the room and know he is selecting them and can communicate with them, and (c) select spots and move to them, decide when to touch them and when to let go. All of the processes on this plotting chart, each and every one of these processes—every single one of them—belongs in the significance process band. And that band lies between Two-way Communication and Opening Procedure of 8-C. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

Operating Thetan: a state of beingness. It is a being "at cause over matter, energy, space, time, form and life." Operating comes from "able to operate without dependency on things," and Thetan is the Greek letter theta , which the ancient Greeks used to represent thought or perhaps spirit, to which an n is added to make a noun in the modern style used to create words in engi​neering. It is also 6" or "theta to the nth degree," meaning unlimited or vast. Now, we look on this backtrack and we find out that in the days of the Greeks they still had, scattered around, all kinds of gods and goddesses and all sorts of things. In other words, Operating Thetans all over the place Athena, the rest of the boys and girls. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

original sin: per the Bible, the act of Adam and Eve (the first man and woman) in eating the fruit of the tree of knowledge of good and evil, which God had forbidden them to eat. According to the story in the Bible, the tree of knowledge of good and evil was found in the Garden of Eden, a beautiful garden where God had placed Adam and Eve, intending for them to live in peaceful and

contented innocence. A serpent convinced Eve to eat the forbidden fruit, and she in turn gave some to Adam. As a result, God expelled the pair from the garden. According to the most common teaching of Christians on the subject, all descendants of Adam and Eve—that is, all people—share in this sin and are therefore, from the time they are conceived, in a state of sin. Boy, we could sure have a heart-to-heart talk with him on responsibility for the original sin; move down, not very far to the left. —How to Chart the Preclear Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

original thesis: a work written by L. Ron Hubbard in 1947 as the first formal record of his research and extraordinary discoveries on the function of the human mind. It was published in 1951 as The Original Thesis, then newly released in 1983 with an updated title: The Dynamics of Life. You know, the original thesis was written here in Washington. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

overt act: an act by a person or individual leading to the injury, reduction or degradation of another, others or their persons, possessions or associations. An overt act can be intentional or unintentional. Now, this fellow's been going along being the judge, being the judge, being the judge, being the judge, being the judge, being the judge, being the judge and one day, he did just eighteen thousand too many overt acts, you see, and he found himself the victim. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Ownership Processing: Scientology processing which addresses the misowner​ship of pictures which causes them to persist. Anything that is persisting as space and mass must therefore, perforce, be misowned. If you get the right owner, it's gone. This is the principle on which Ownership Processing is based. For more information, see lecture 5 June 1955, "The Descent of Man" in this transcript booklet. But that little button that you have there on that slip of paper—Ownership Processing—goes click, click, click, brirrrt! That was birth running out. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

Oxford: short for Oxford University, one of the world's most prestigious universities. It is located in Oxford, England, about 50 miles northwest of London. You know what the communication lag of somebody who was educated at Oxford would be? It's the communication lag of Oxford. —How to Chart the Preclear—Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

Pandora's box: (figurative) a source of extensive but unforeseen troubles or problems. In Greek mythology, Pandora was the first mortal woman. The gods presented her with a box into which each had put something harmful, and forbade her ever to open it. Pandora gave in to her curiosity and opened the box, allowing the evils of the world to escape. In other words, if we neglect the spiritual side of existence and we do not recognize the existence of a spirit—we don't recognize the part which this plays in life—we are making an open-armed bid for all the evils which escape from Pandora's box. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

para-Scientology: a category of data in Scientology which includes all greater or lesser uncertainties and questionable things; things in Scientology of which the common, normal observer cannot be sure with a little study. Para-Scientology would include incidents on the whole track, the immortality of man, the exis​tence of God, etc. This thetan, understand, who came here from—well, he just narrowly missed a very long rap in the penal colonies of Orion or something (that's para-Scientology) . . . —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

Park Avenue: a wide street in New York City that is famous for its many large, luxurious residential and office buildings. It is located in one of the wealthiest sections of the city. Now let's take this mechanism—let's look this mechanism over very carefully and let's have this little kid—this is a tough little mug; he comes from Park Avenue. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

pasting: (slang) hitting (a person) hard, especially on the face; punching. A little kid, swatting away at you, you know—normal childhood reaction—pasting you around one way or the other; you all of a sudden say, "Ow! That hurt! Don't! Stop that now, that hurt!" —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)
Patton: the Patton State Hospital, a state-supported mental institution in southern California. I keep running across this—these people, after they're all through processing and so forth, they come in, they're a church member, everything is fine, and you go on and you process them and so on and they suddenly wake up and say, "You know, I just spent four years in Patton," or some institution. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

Perfect Duplication: a Scientology process in which the auditor has the preclear make a perfect duplicate of an object, in its same time and same space, with its same mass or energy. Doing this correctly as-ises the object being duplicated, and it can be applied to engrams, ridges or any other energy manifestation. The liability of the process is that though it erases the pictures, mass disappears and the preclear misses the mass, thus lowering his havingness. No great liability connected with it such as other processes—perfect duplication and so forth—but he doesn't quite like to give up that much MEST, he thinks. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

Pettinger: humorous reference to American psychiatrist Karl Menninger. See also Menninger in this glossary. Then we have a book, it's called The Human Mind—it's by some fellow by the name of Pettinger or something. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

phosgene gas: a colorless, poisonous gas with a suffocating odor, used in chemical warfare. You could be in a room as a spirit—a room totally filled with phosgene gas—and say, "(sniff-sniff) Phosgene gas." —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

pie in the sky: reference to a phrase which originated about 1905 in America when union organizers warned workers not to believe the promises of man​agement, because, "You only get pie in the sky when you die." Pie in the sky has come to mean false promises of wonderful things to come—at some future time. This religion doesn't promise anybody any pie in the sky, but it does demonstrate that an individual can, by increasing his spiritual beingness, have greater intelligence and greater control and command of his emotions and the situations in which he's involved. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

pitch, get in there and: (slang) to make an effort; work diligently; refuse to be defeated. A variation of in there pitching. "The dickens with defending Minerva or Juno or anything else." Bang! "All right. I'll get in there and pitch." —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Plato: (ca. 427–347 B.C.) Greek philosopher and educator, born in Athens. In 387 B.C., founded a school of philosophy known as the Academy which became the first university known in history. Read Plato's dissertation on man. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

postulate: (1) a conclusion, decision or resolution made by the individual himself to resolve a problem or to set a pattern for the future or to nullify a pattern of the past. And nobody ever says to him, "Son, your self-determinism depends upon your ability to tolerate the actions of others or to direct them at will, depends upon your ability to have charity towards your fellow man, depends upon your ability when in a position of trust to demonstrate mercy, it depends upon your ability to make a postulate stick on that that when you tell it to walk, it walks." —The Hope of Man (3 June 55) (2) to make a postulate or postulates. You have time to the degree that you postulate it. — The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

preclear: a person not yet Clear, hence pre-Clear; generally, a person being audited, who is thus on the road to Clear; a person who, through processing, is finding out more about himself and life. See also Clear in this glossary. Now, you know, I practically cleared a preclear the other day by asking him just one question. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

prefrontal lobotomy: a psychiatric operation performed on the prefrontal lobes of the brain (the parts of the brain situated just behind the forehead), supposedly for the purpose of relieving symptoms of mental illness. The oper​ation is done by drilling holes in the skull and then using an instrument with a loop of wire at the end to cut the nerve fibers which connect the prefrontal lobes to the rest of the brain. And the one thing, then, a society could use would be an operating manual for the human mind. And I don't mean a prefrontal lobotomy. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

prenatal: an engram received before birth. See also engram in this glossary. And if you were able to tell somebody, not about Scientology, past lives or Dianetic prenatals, but just this: "Something can be done about maladjustment, poor behavior, poor control and human relations that leave something to be desired." —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

present time: the time which is now and which becomes the past almost as rapidly as it is observed. It is a term loosely applied to the environment existing in now. You'll move back over the old playing field and you will move back out of present time and will things look funny! —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

Problems and Solutions: a Scientology process in which the auditor asks the preclear for problems the preclear could be to other people and to himself, then asks him for solutions he could be to other people and to himself. For more information, see the book The Creation of Human Ability by L. Ron Hubbard. And the first process that he would start to stress and handle would be Problems and Solutions, R2-20. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

process: (1) a set of questions asked or commands given by a Scientology or Dianetics auditor to help a person find out things about himself or life and to improve his condition. Now 8-C, you know, is a little process by which you have somebody go over and finish a cycle of action on one command. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55) (2) to apply Dianetics and Scientology processes to. People are anxious to be processed; they are not anxious to be psychoanalyzed. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

processing: the application of Dianetics and or Scientology processes and pro​cedures to individuals for their betterment. The exact definition of processing is: the action of asking a person a question (which he can understand and

answer), getting an answer to that question and acknowledging him for that answer. Also called auditing. One of the things which I am very pleased to announce immediately is that we have seldom failed in recent months to raise the intelligence quotient of any individual undergoing twenty-five hours of processing, at least ten points. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

psycho: short for psychotic. See also psychotic in this glossary. Psychos, psychosis—psychiatrists can have these. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

psychometrics: the theory or practice of measuring mental processes or functions, such as intelligence, as by psychological tests. And we found something very interesting when we started to coordinate this accident-prone test with tone tests and psychometrics—standard psychometric batteries. —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

psychosis: any severe form of mental disorder; insanity. Psychos, psychosis—psychiatrists can have these. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)
psychotic: an individual who is out of contact to a thorough extent with the present time environment and not computing into the future. This term is also used to denote a person who is in such a condition. A person may be an acute psychotic wherein he becomes psychotic for only a few minutes at a time and only occasionally in certain environments (as in rages or apathies) or he may be a chronic psychotic, or in a continual disconnection with the future and present. Psychotics who are dramatically harmful to others are considered dangerous enough to be put away. Psychotics who are harmful on a less dramatic basis are no less harmful to their environment and are no less psychotic. We'd say, "Look at those self-sacrificing dogs. Look at those poor guys, in there batting the head against the wall with all those psychotics. That's a rough deal," and so forth. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

punches, pull your: to act or speak with fear, caution or hesitation; be overly restrained. The expression comes from the sport of boxing, where it refers to deliberately lessening the force of one's blows. But if you look real quick at a baby and if you don't pull your punches around the baby with what you're talking about, you'll get response—you'll get response. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

punch (something) up: (colloquial) to accentuate (something); deliver (some-thing) with more force or effectiveness. Maybe you missed part of that story, I want to punch that up and I saved that punch for right this minute. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

rap: a jail sentence; a legal penalty; an instance of being sentenced, punished

or placed in prison as a lawbreaker. This thetan, understand, who came here

from—well, he just narrowly missed a very long rap in the penal colonies of

Orion or something . . . —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)
reactive bank: same as reactive mind. See also bank and reactive mind in

this glossary. "Now, get the idea that pictures own it, the reactive bank owns

it, that you own it, that your grandfather owns it, your grandmother owns it,

your childhood home owns it." —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

reactive mind: a portion of a person's mind which works on a totally stimulus-response basis, which is not under his volitional control and which exerts force and the power of command over his awareness, purposes, thoughts,

body and actions. Stored in the reactive mind are engrams, and here we find the single source of aberrations and psychosomatic ills. Also called bank. See also engram and aberration in this glossary. [Definition of engram:] It is a recording in the reactive mind of something which actually happened to an individual in the past and which contained pain and unconsciousness, both of which are recorded in the engram.

Reader's Digest: a pocket-sized US magazine, founded in 1922, that reprints in condensed form articles from other periodicals. And in the many years which have proceeded since the release of Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mental Health, article after article has appeared in the more popular medical publications, such as the Reader's Digest, which talk about birth traumas and so on. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

Real Detective: a magazine published in the US starting in 1922. Originally titled Real Detective Tales and later Real Detective Tales and Mystery Stories, early issues of the magazine contained fiction stories and novelettes. It was gradually transformed into a true-detective magazine, renamed Real Detective and issued monthly. By 1931, only a single piece of fiction was used in each issue. That would seem to just open the doors wide to a vast vista of stuff that—like you see in the Hearst papers or Time magazine or Real Detective. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

reality: agreement upon perceptions and data in the physical universe. All that we can be sure is real is that on which we have agreed is real. Agreement is the essence of reality. And the funny part of it is, you can look at any person who is being dishonest or who is upsetting his environment or who is getting people into trouble all the time—you could look at that person, and the actuality is he has no reality on his fellow man. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

red, be: (informal) to be embarrassed; to feel awkward or ashamed. The expression comes from the reddening of the face when a person blushes, as when he makes a mistake or does something foolish. You know, that guy—if you ran him up these steps and then had him start shoving in masses, boy, would his thetan be red! —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

reduction to absurdity: the literal translation of the Latin phrase reductio ad absurdum, which means proving the falsity of a principle by demonstrating that its logical consequence involves an absurdity. It is used loosely of taking an argument or principle to impractical lengths. Example: "The more sleep one has the longer one lives. To sleep all the time ensures the longest possible life." . . . a guy named Schopenhauer who conceived out of the greatness of his Germanic wisdom and out of the deduction of reduction to absurdity, that the best possible thing for the human race would be for everybody and everything to quit and stop it in its tracks and that would be the end of that! —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

Remedy of Havingness: a Scientology auditing process that has a preclear mock up a mass in front of him and shove it into his body, and mock up another mass in front of him and throw it away, over and over. When the process has been done thoroughly and completely, the preclear should be able to reject or accept, at his own discretion, anything in his environment as well as anything in his engram bank. See also mock up in this glossary. And if you don't get it during that process and yet you flatten the process, you can get an exteriorization by the next step, which is Remedy of Havingness. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

ridge: a solid accumulation of old, inactive energy suspended in space and time. A ridge is generated by opposing energy flows which hit one another, and continues to exist long after the energy flows have ceased. But the actuality is, is you'll have a preclear who's sitting there with a huge ridge in front of his face, you know. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

rimfired: a coined term for a way that a cannon might misfire. Rimfire is a description of a type of cartridge in which the primer (a small cap, tube, etc., containing an explosive, used to set off a main charge) is set in the rim of the base. Everybody'd think that was silly if all the operating manuals on cannons merely talked about was how crazy they could get and how they kept rolling over parapets and how they backfired and rimfired and spitfired, and all we could ever find out about a cannon was that they blew up. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

rocket jockey: (slang) the operator or pilot of a spaceship. Somewhere back on the track you said—while you were traveling along in your rocket ship, you said to your fellow rocket jockey, you said, "Say Bill, what's that funny noise?" —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

Route 1: a series of advanced processes, run only after a person has been exteriorized. It is designed to reacquaint the thetan with the physical universe and improve his perceptions and abilities. For more information, see the book The Creation of Human Ability by L. Ron Hubbard. See also exteriorize in this glossary. Matter of fact, an auditor in England many years ago was very startled, extremely startled, to have a preclear he exteriorized and ran through what existed then—more or less the equivalent of modern-day Route 1—this preclear starts telling him about the whole track. —How to Chart the Preclear—Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

Route 2: a series of Scientology processes run on a person who has not been exteriorized to get the person to the point where he can exteriorize. For more information, see the book The Creation of Human Ability by L. Ron Hubbard. See also exteriorize in this glossary. Now, that in its entirety is contained in The Creation of Human Ability—"Problems and Solutions"—one of the Route 2 steps. —How to Chart the Preclear Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

R2-20: the numerical designation for the process "Use of Problems and Solutions" in the book The Creation of Human Ability. R2 is short for Route 2. See also Route 2 and Problems and Solutions in this glossary. And that process, which is R2-20, is right there—right there. And that process—its value on a case cannot possibly be overestimated. —How to Chart the Preclear Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

ruddy rod: a made-up name for an item or object used in giving an example. You don't buy things by writing a check for millions of dollars and shoving it at a group of people and say, "Build us a ruddy rod." —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

ruddy-rodded: a made-up term for an action, used in giving an example. Now, somebody rushes in to you—maybe you're running an office or something of the sort—and they rush in and they say to you, "And the mail all got ruddy​rodded and we didn't put any stamps on it and it went in the mailbox and—ooh!" —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

run out: to cause (through auditing) something in the reactive mind to vanish entirely, at which time it is filed as memory and experience. But that, of course, runs out the most holding basic of an engram. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

Saint Elizabeth's Hospital: a government supported psychiatric hospital in Washington, DC. And I was proposed, as a young engineer, a conundrum of such magnitude that I went over to my very good friend, the head of Saint Elizabeth's Hospital (which is also the big government hospital also in this city), Dr. William Alan White. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

Schenectady: an industrial city in eastern New York state. And anytime anybody robs a hotel in Schenectady, even though he's in San Francisco, somebody picks him up. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

schizophrenic: (psychiatry) a person suffering from schizophrenia, a major mental disorder typically characterized by a separation of the thought processes and the emotions, a distortion of reality accompanied by delusions and hallucinations, a fragmentation of the personality, motor (involving muscular movement) disturbances, bizarre behavior, etc. The word schizophrenia means "scissors" or "two" plus "head"—a two-head, in other words. Feed it too much or you feed it too little, you give it one one-millionth of an ounce of the latest psychiatric—huh!—cure; one one-millionth of ounce of a drug that we inves​tigated many, many years ago called LSD, which is the new psychiatric cure: It makes everybody a schizophrenic. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

schizzy: (slang) schizophrenic; suffering from schizophrenia. See also schizo​phrenic in this glossary. It's an interesting control mechanism. It'll do a valence switch over to the body. Or at least make somebody rather schizzy. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

Schopenhauer: Arthur Schopenhauer (1788-1860), German philosopher of pessimism. He maintained that the desires and drives of men, as well as the forces of nature, are manifestations of a single will, specifically the will to live, which is the essence of the world. Schopenhauer asserted that since operation of the will means constant striving without satisfaction, life consists of suffering and that only by controlling the will through the intellect, by suppressing the desire to reproduce, can suffering be diminished. And we get that wonderful philosophy, that glorious ornament to the thinkingness of the human race, Will and the Idea, by a guy named Schopenhauer who conceived out of the greatness of his Germanic wisdom and out of the deduction of reduction to absurdity, that the best possible thing for the human race would be for everybody and everything to quit and stop it in its tracks and that would be the end of that! —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

Science of Survival; a book by L. Ron Hubbard, published in 1951, which covers the different aspects of the Tone Scale and how it can be used in processing and in life. See also Tone Scale in this glossary. Now, this chart was further developed in Science of Survival. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Scientology: an applied religious philosophy developed by L. Ron Hubbard. It is the study and handling of the spirit in relationship to itself, universes and other life. The word Scientology comes from the Latin scio, which means "know" and the Greek word logos, meaning "the word or outward form by which the inward thought is expressed and made known." Thus, Scientology means knowing about knowing. The things which have been happening in Scientology by reason of research and development have removed Scientology entirely from any classification as a psychotherapy. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

Scientometry: testing done using psychometric tests reworked and modernized and coordinated with an E-Meter. The results are more accurate than psycho-logical tests. Well, of course, you understand these are Scientometry findings, but these are psychometric tests, so they talk in terms of disturbances and so forth. Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

screen: a ridge that is formed for a special purpose of protection. See also ridge in this glossary. Well now, we get this condition just a little more deteriorated and we get this kind of a thing: a total and continuous mask or screen of some sort . . . —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

secondary: a mental image picture of a moment of severe and shocking loss or threat of loss which contains misemotion such as anger, fear, grief, apathy or "deathfulness." It may contain unconsciousness. It is called a secondary because it itself depends upon an earlier engram with similar data but real pain. See also engram in this glossary. But this "ownership" is apparently so innocent that I never suspected until I suddenly fell across it with a crash that it contains as a button and a level, the guide and key to the erasure of any and all engrams, locks, secondaries or bodies. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

Selective Service: short for Selective Service System, the federal agency in the United States charged with the administration of compulsory military service according to age, physical fitness, and other qualifications. Where he could never go into Selective Service headquarters and say, "Huh? You want me? Ha-ha!" —What Scientology Is Doing (6 June 55)

self-determinism: a condition of determining the actions of self; the ability to direct oneself. We work straight at the spiritual identity of the person, you see, raising its self-determinism. Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

service facsimile: that facsimile which the preclear uses to apologize for his failures. In other words, it is used to make others wrong and procure their cooperation in the survival of the preclear. If the preclear well cannot achieve survival, he attempts an illness or disability as a survival computation. The workability and necessity of the service facsimile is only superficially useful. It is an action method of withdrawing from a state of beingness to a state of not-beingness and is intended to persuade others to coax the individual back into a state of beingness. The service facsimile has a complete and explicit anatomy. It begins with an effort to control along any dynamic, with a failure to control, with a recognition of the failure, with a postulate to be ill, injured or unable, continues with an illness, injury or inability and may or may not end (short of processing) in days, weeks, years or an entire lifetime. It was his service facsimile. He didn't want to lose that any more than he wanted to lose his wife and farm and town. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

session: the period of time during which an auditor audits a preclear. I processed a little girl one time, and she—about halfway through the session (we weren't processing what she was worried about, we were just getting her located and so forth)—and she all of a sudden looked at me and she said, "Wow!" —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

significance: any thought, decision, concept, idea, purpose or meaning connected with something, as opposed to its mass. You don't care what the significance of the mass is. You could make it much more entertaining by giving the mass significance, but it's just a matter of mass. —Six Basic Steps—Some Funda​mentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

significance processes: a band of processes which are dependent upon the following mechanism: the auditor continues to ask a question and the preclear continues to answer the question until there is no further communication lag on that question. And we move up, and the next thing we have to know, very definitely, is comm lag, before we go into the significance processes. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

Sir James Jean-ish: like Sir James Jeans (1877–1946), English astrophysicist and writer. In addition to doing scientific research on radiation, the theory of gases, and the formation of the stars and the solar system, Jeans speculated on questions of an ultimate nature, once asserting that the universe consisted of pure thought and that it gave evidence of having been designed by a mathematical thinker. Of course they'd have to get to be seventy or eighty years of age or Sir James Jean-ish to get up to this point and finally make this confession, put it in their memoirs and then die real quick so their confreres couldn't cut their throats. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

sis: (colloquial) short for sissy, meaning "a timid person or coward." And this very tough little mug, he comes over and he says, "Nyarrrh, you big sis," and so forth, and he hauls off and swats you one. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

Six Basic Processes: same as the Six Basic Steps. See Six Basic Steps in this glossary. Now, the Six Basic Processes and the use of this scale are knocking people out of their heads. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteri​orization (4 June 55)

Six Basic Steps: a group of processes which encompasses Two-way Commu​nication, Straightwire, Opening Procedure of 8-C, Opening Procedure by Duplication, Remedy of Havingness and Spotting Spots in Space. For more information, see the book Dianetics 55! by L. Ron Hubbard, and lecture 6 June 1955, "Six Basic Steps" in this transcript booklet. The Six Basic Steps, as they exist here and now, you will find in a little bit cruder form, but nevertheless quite workable form, in Dianetics 1955! —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

six-gun: a revolver from which six shots can be fired without reloading. This type of gun was used frequently during the American Civil War (1861–1865) and in the pioneer days of the West. See also Western in this glossary. There was very, very little connected with hauling out one's six-gun and shooting somebody else. I mean, there were always a few bad apples around someplace or another, but they killed each other off and the rest of the guys had a good time. —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

sky-wide and handsome: (slang) completely to pieces; totally apart. The phrase is a combination of sky-high, meaning "in pieces or into pieces; apart" and high, wide and handsome, meaning "easily, triumphally and masterfully." Blew his case sky-wide and handsome. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

Smith, Bessie: (1894–1937) the most successful female blues singer of the 1920s, known as the "Empress of Blues." Born into a poor black family, she began to sing in childhood and left home as a teenager to tour with a traveling show. She went to New York for her first recording session in 1923, and during the succeeding decade she recorded and toured extensively. She died in 1937 from injuries sustained in an automobile accident. It says, "Well, these postulates are not going to stick. I'm going on being Joe Jones. And if I had

my way of it, I would be Joe Jones, Bessie Smith, P.T. Barnum, a greyhound dog, probably all in the course of half an hour. And this would be disconcerting to my friends, so I will take mercy on one and all, and just be Joe Jones." —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

son of the devil: (slang) a variation of son of a gun, meaning "fellow." The original phrase has been in use for over two centuries and originally was a descriptive term conveying contempt in a slight degree, applied to boys born afloat when women were occasionally allowed to accompany men in ships of the British Navy. Voyages were frequently long and conditions cramped, and any woman about to give birth had to do so beneath or beside one of the ship's guns, behind an improvised screen. How much pain would you have to turn on to convince some son of the devil? —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)
south: down; toward a lower level. But let us say that they cannot face straight up to the idea of control, then we have to go south from this very important button and go on down and find out what we've got earlier than that. —The Descent of Man (5 June 55)

space opera: time periods on the whole track which concern activities in this and other galaxies. Space opera has space travel, spaceships, spacemen, intergalactic travel, wars, conflicts, other beings, civilizations and societies, and other planets and galaxies. It is not fiction and concerns actual incidents and things that occur and have occurred on the track. They're in a factory in their youth, they're in space opera way back when, they're in a time when they were a priest. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

spitfired: a coined term for a way that a cannon might misfire. Spitfire means "a thing which emits or vomits fire, especially a cannon." Everybody'd think that was silly if all the operating manuals on cannons merely talked about was how crazy they could get and how they kept rolling over parapets and how they backfired and rimfired and spitfired, and all we could ever find out about a cannon was that they blew up. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

squad-car spread: an expansion of the hips acquired through inactivity, such as by sitting for long periods of time. A squad car is a police car that is used to patrol an area, usually communicating with headquarters by radio tele​phone. But do you know what a cop does? He drives around in a squad car, getting a squad-car spread. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

stack cards: cards indexing what can be found in the stacks, the main area where books are shelved in a library. And we go down to the library and we look under the stack cards—"human mind": "Libido theory—not to be read by Catholics." —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

Stone-Face: a made-up name for a criminal of the type pictured in the comic strip Dick Tracy. See also Dick Tracy in this glossary. You know the drawer of Dick Tracy has a most marvelous time trying to find enough villains for Dick Tracy to chase: No-Face and Stone-Face and Hoe-Face and Bow-Face. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

stone stark staring mad: (colloquial) completely insane. Now, of course, if Dick had been hotter than he is, undoubtedly Dick would simply have had to have said, "Aleikum salaam, presto cataract gone-o," and the guy would have gotten immediate change and consideration on the Cadillac and the preclear would have drove off in a hayrick, stone stark staring mad. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Straightwire: a straight memory auditing technique, called "Straightwire" because one is stringing a line between present time and some incident in the past, and stringing that line directly and without any detours. In other words, the auditor is stringing a straight "wire" of memory between the actual genus (origin) of a condition and present time, thus demonstrating that there is a difference of time and space in the condition then and the condition now. The preclear, conceding this difference, can then rid himself of the condition or at least be able to handle it. But we do a little bit different thing than this—did a little bit different thing than this (quite different in Dianetics, world of difference)—where we had a process known as Straightwire. —How to Chart the Preclear Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

straightwiring: using straight memory, as in Straightwire. See also Straightwire in this glossary. We were actually straightwiring out the impacts and talking about the various knocks and pounds of life. —How to Chart the Preclear—Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

stuckedly: a coined term meaning "in a fixed manner," from stuck, meaning "fixed, blocked, lodged, etc." and the suffix -ly, meaning "in a (specified) manner or direction." So if you find what he is doing obsessively and unknowingly, obviously and stuckedly, just drop a point and he can process at that point. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

suspicion: (colloquial or dialectal) to suspect. Shows you that somebody must be arriving somewhere, and I suspicion it's us. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

"synapsesing": a coined word which describes the action of neurons commu​nicating via a synapse, the minute space between a nerve cell and another nerve cell, a muscle cell, etc., through which nerve impulses are transmitted from one to the other. Let's delve into this fellow's psyche and work around until we find a couple of snapped neurons, you know, which are "synapsesing," and find out that there's a misconnection of the oblogata. —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

tacks, getting down to solid gold: (colloquial) a variation of getting down to brass tacks, meaning "concerning oneself with basic facts or realities." Well, today being the second day of this congress, seems to me like we'd better get down to business and stop this fooling around, this talking about religion and junk and stuff, and getting down to—well, at least solid gold tacks. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

Tao: a way of knowing how to know. The literal translation of the word is knowingness. It is an ancestor to the word Scientology. The Tao te Ching was the book on this subject written by Lao-tse (604–531 B.C.). See also Lao-tse in this glossary. And we go forward from there and we get to Lao-tse who in his Tao again handed on knowledge and said there was a spiritual side to life. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

teeth, kick (someone) in the: (informal) to insult, betray or reject (someone). He shouldn't be getting a lot of pats on the back simply because he originates an idea. But the society at the same time should not kick him in the teeth. — History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

terminal: a person, point or position which can receive, relay or send a communication. But if there is communication, we have to have, first and foremost, two terminals. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

terminal closures: instances of collapsing into or identifying oneself with something or someone. "Body's mother" is the correct statement. And that'll as-is all these terminal closures. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

"That's the way it is": a command used in a Scientology process dealing with origination and receipt of communication in which the auditor has the preclear give and receive the phrase "That's the way it is" over and over. Whether it's "Hellos and Okays" or "That's the way it is" or anything of the sort, commu​nication lies below logic. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

"The animal, man, is unhappy without laws": reference to a famous quote from the works of Greek philosopher Aristotle (384–322 B.C.): "A man is in sum the noblest of the animals, so without law and justice is he the lowest of all." Just as it says in the old Greek grammars, "The animal, man, is unhappy without laws," we could say, "The animal, man, is unhappy without problems." —How to Chart the Preclear—Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

Theta Exterior: a thetan who is clear of the body and knows it but is not yet stable outside. See also thetan in this glossary. Let's come down scale and get amongst us—heh!—amongst us Theta Exteriors. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

thetan: an immortal spiritual being; the human soul. The term soul is not used because it has developed so many other meanings from use in other religions and practices that it doesn't describe precisely what was discovered in Scientology. We use the term thetan instead, from the Greek letter theta, 8 the traditional symbol for thought or life. One does not have a thetan, something one keeps somewhere apart from oneself; one is a thetan. The thetan is the person him-self, not his body or his name or the physical universe, his mind or anything else. It is that which is aware of being aware; the identity which IS the individual. That's right—they've got a handful of nothing called a thetan. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

theta trap: a means used to trap a thetan. All theta traps have one thing in common: They use electronic force to knock the thetan into forgetting, into unknowingness, into effect. See also thetan in this glossary. A spirit cannot help but survive, whether in heaven or in hell or on Earth or in a theta trap. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55)

things that go boomp in the night: reference to an anonymous Cornish prayer: "From ghoulies and ghosties and long-leggety beasties / And things that go bump in the night, Good Lord, deliver us!" And then we say, "Well, we're much better off not believing in those horrible things called ghosts and demons and things that go boomp in the night." —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

third dynamic: See dynamic in this glossary. But this is not a third dynamic operation, this making of postulates—not necessarily at all. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Thompson, Commander: Joseph Thompson (1874–1943), a commander in the US Navy Medical Corps who studied with Sigmund Freud in Vienna and was a friend of L. Ron Hubbard when Ron was a boy. Now, another fellow who had been more or less my mentor when I was a little kid—as a matter of fact, I followed in the footsteps of this man—Commander Thompson, who brought psychoanalysis straight from Vienna to the US Navy, and introduced

psychoanalysis into the Navy and was the US Navy's authority on this in an effort to help the mentally disturbed in the Navy. Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

Tiberius: Tiberius Claudius Nero Caesar (42 B.C.—A.D. 37), Roman emperor A.D. 14-37. During the first eight years of his reign, he ruled efficiently, but from 23 on, he fell more and more under the influence of the head of the impe​rial guard (Sejanus), an ambitious and unscrupulous man. In 26, Tiberius retired to the island of Capri, while Sejanus, now in undisputed control of Rome, exercised a corrupt tyranny. Sejanus was put to death in 31 after an attempt on Tiberius' life, and a reign of terror followed in which every important agent or supporter of Sejanus was put to death. Tiberius ruled for six more years after the fall of Sejanus; but the cruelties attributed to him during those years indicate that his mind had become disordered. And this left people like Caligula and Tiberius and Nero and so forth, and those guys really had worries, you know? —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

Time: a weekly newsmagazine in the United States, co-founded by Henry Luce in 1923. Time has a history of presenting biased articles, tailored to fit the editorial slant of the magazine. That would seem to just open the doors wide to a vast vista of stuff that—like you see in the Hearst papers or Time magazine or Real Detective. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

time track: the consecutive record of mental image pictures which accumulate through a person's life or lives. It is very exactly dated. The time track is the entire sequence of "now" incidents, complete with all sense messages, picked up by a person during his whole existence. Well then, how in the name of common sense can a Dianetic Auditor take this person back down the time track into the past and find tonsils and pain in an operation? —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

tin hat: a soldier's name for his protective metal helmet. You couldn't even wear a tin hat—whatever good a tin hat would be. —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

Tin Woodman from Oz: a character in the story The Wonderful Wizard of Oz, by American author Frank L. Baum (1856-1919). The story is about Dorothy, a little girl who is carried by a tornado from Kansas to the enchanted land of Oz. Dorothy travels to see the mysterious wizard who rules Oz, in the hope that he will use his magic to send her home. Dorothy has several companions on her trip, one of which is a woodman made of tin who wants a heart and is going to ask the wizard to give him one. Being made of tin, the woodman is often in search of an oilcan to handle rusting joints. The Tin Woodman eventually does get a heart from the wizard, although as it turns out, he has had one all along but just didn't know it. He will have to seek out the medicos, the electric-shock machines, if anything happens to him. He reminds you of the Tin Woodman from Oz, going around trying to find an oilcan. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Tone Scale: a scale, in Scientology, which shows the emotional tones of a person. These, ranged from the highest to the lowest, are, in part, exhilaration (as we proceed downward), conservatism, boredom, anger, fear, grief, apathy. An arbitrary numerical value is given to each level on the scale. There are many aspects of the Tone Scale and using it makes possible the prediction of human behavior. You've zinged him down Tone Scale to a propitiation and concern over having injured another. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

Topsy: in the book Uncle Tom's Cabin, by Harriet Beecher Stowe (1811-1896), a young black slave girl whose ignorance and unconscious humor provide comic relief. Her replies to questioning, such as, "Never was born" and "I 'spect I grow'd," have made her a symbol of spontaneity and aimless development. Like Topsy, the universe simply grows. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

track: short for time track. See time track in this glossary. Somewhere back on the track you said—while you were traveling along in your rocket ship, you said to your fellow rocket jockey, you said, "Say Bill, what's that funny noise?" —Six Basic Steps—Some Fundamentals of Auditing (6 June 55)

two-way communication: a two-way cycle of communication. For example: Joe, having originated a communication and having completed it, may then wait for Bill to originate a communication to Joe, thus completing the remainder of the two-way cycle of communication. Thus we get the normal cycle of a communication between two people. Two-way Communication also refers to a style of auditing which is governed by the rules of a two-way cycle of communication. It's because it happens every now and then that if a fellow communicates long enough and often enough or with enough, he will experi​ence a greater freedom. Do you see that if the psychotherapist had always said "Okay" and "Yeah" and so on—in other words, if he'd gone into a province which belongs more germanely to the Scientologist, and if he'd kept the patient in communication on a two-way communication basis—something inevitably, in every case, would have happened. —How to Chart the Preclear—Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

typewriter, at the drop of a: a variation of at the drop of a hat, meaning "at the slightest provocation or without delay." The original phrase comes from the American frontier practice of dropping a hat as a signal for a fight to begin, usually the only formality observed. Races are also sometimes started by the downward sweep of a hat. She'll drop her work at the drop of a typewriter simply to talk to somebody about Scientology. —What Scientology Is Doing (6 June 55)

Ugh: a made-up name for a caveman used in giving an example of someone helping his fellow man. Now, the essence of the situation is that a great many years ago, a caveman named Ugh decided he could do something for a caveman named Oogh. —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

union card: a card serving to identify one as a member in good standing of a specified labor union (an association of workers formed to protect and further the welfare, interests and rights of its members). Every now and then some psychiatrist comes around, and after establishing firmly the fact that I am a perfectly good minister in good standing and have my union card in the right church . . . —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)

valence: the combined package of a personality which one assumes as does an actor on a stage, except in life one doesn't assume this knowingly. One's own valence is his actual personality. "Out of valence" describes someone who has assumed the personality of another. We say we go into Father's valence. —The Tone Scale—Three Primary Buttons of Exteriorization (4 June 55)

Van Loon, Hendrik: Hendrik Willem Van Loon (1882-1944), Dutch-American historian and biographer. He wrote a popular series of books, illustrated by himself, which aimed to explain the world and its complexities both to children and adults. His book Tolerance (1925) was a history of religious intolerance and the men who fought for freedom of religion and the right to think. And as Hendrik Van Loon once said, "The more things seem to change, the more they

remain the same." He says that in a book called Tolerance, which I recommend to you—Tolerance, by Willem Hendrik Van Loon, a very great writer, recently dead. —What Scientology Is Doing (6 June 55)

Volstead Act: a law passed by the United States Congress in 1920 to imple​ment Prohibition, the nationwide outlawing of alcoholic beverages in the US which remained in force until 1933. And if you stood there and you said yap,
yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap,

yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, yap, on and on and on and on and on, and quoted the Constitution of the United States and the Bill of Rights and the Magna Carta and the Volstead Act, you know the person would finally wake up? —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

Warrenton, Virginia: a small town in northern Virginia, in the foothills of the Blue Ridge Mountains. One of Warrenton's industries is raising horses. Now, we wonder why the knights of old and so forth got so stuck on horses, you know, and got so hepped about it; or why all the girls down here at Warrenton, Virginia are so stuck on horses. —The Mechanisms of Ownership in Living (6 June 55)

Webb: See Dragnet in this glossary. Well, the television sets today convince us that we at least have to be named Webb in order to have any excitement in the society. —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

Western: (1) of the countries of Europe and North and South America, especially as contrasted with those of Asia. We are on a much higher level in Scientology than the Western religions have been, but we are not on a higher level in Scientology—except in our technologies, except in the exactness of our under​standing—than those great religious leaders of India who kept the spirit, the spiritual side of life, alive for thousands of years against all materialistic ingression. —The Hope of Man (3 June 55) (2) of the western region of the United States, especially in the frontier period of the nineteenth century. They think of the Western badmen. It's a lot of fun, by the way, fooling around the West—it used to be a lot of fun. —The Game Called Man (6 June 55)

What to Audit: the original title of the book now known as Scientology: A History of Man. See also History of Man, A in this glossary. And might as well have been talking straight out of the pages of What to Audit (or A History of Man, as it's known in Great Britain), and started telling him all about this and added some new ones. —How to Chart the Preclear Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

whistle, the boy is supposed to: reference to the phrase whistle past the graveyard or whistle in the dark, meaning "to try to call up one's courage or hopefulness in a difficult or frightening situation." Now, here we have, however, this idea of the spirit being a very solemn, solemnified—when we walk past graveyards, you know, we're supposed to —I suppose the boy is supposed to whistle, but we're supposed to say, "God rest their bones," and walk on by and so forth. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

White, Dr. William Alan: William Alanson White (1870—1937), American neurologist, psychiatrist and superintendent of Saint Elizabeth's Hospital in Washington, DC, who also served as a professor at George Washington University. And I was proposed, as a young engineer, a conundrum of such magnitude that I went over to my very good friend, the head of Saint Elizabeth's Hospital (which is also the big government hospital also in this city), Dr. William Alan White. —Practicalities of a Practical Religion (3 June 55)
"Who Knows and What": reference to a who's who, a reference work containing short biographical entries on the outstanding persons in a country, industry, profession, etc. And the latest work on the subject of psychology (the only real psychologist who is included in "Who Knows and What"—his book, the authority) defines psychology in this wise: "It would be impossible to define the word psychology unless one studied the history of psychology, for the word psyche is Greek for soul or mind, and psychology is not related to the soul and probably not even to the mind." —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

whole cloth: (figurative) fully; wholly. Whole cloth is a piece of cloth of the full size as manufactured, as distinguished from a piece that may be cut off or out of it for a garment, etc. But any one of them could have started from scratch and created a body whole cloth that would be just as visible as any body we have present. —Component Parts of Beingness (4 June 55)

whole track: the whole span of the time track. See also time track in this glossary. Matter of fact, an auditor in England many years ago was very startled, extremely startled, to have a preclear he exteriorized and ran through what existed then—more or less the equivalent of modern-day Route 1—this preclear starts telling him about the whole track. —How to Chart the Preclear —Knowingness and Unknowingness (5 June 55)

Wichita: a city in Kansas which was the location of the Hubbard Dianetics Foundation in 1951 and 1952. At one time we did publish this fact, however: that Menninger was not, at this time, in an institution in Wichita. —What Scientology Is Doing (6 June 55)

Will and the Idea: reference to The World as Will and Idea (1819), the principal work of Arthur Schopenhauer (1788-1860), German philosopher. The first and third books are concerned with the world as idea, while the second and fourth are concerned with the world as will. See also Schopenhauer in this glossary. And we get that wonderful philosophy, that glorious ornament to the thinkingness of the human race, Will and the Idea, by a guy named Schopenhauer who conceived out of the greatness of his Germanic wisdom and out of the deduction of reduction to absurdity, that the best possible thing for the human race would be for everybody and everything to quit and stop it in its tracks and that would be the end of that! —Direction of Truth in Processing (4 June 55)

woof and warp: (figurative) the underlying structure upon which something is built; a foundation; base. Literally, the woof is the horizontal thread in a woven fabric, and the warp is the vertical thread. Together they make up the whole of a woven article. There definitely are meanings, the woof and the warp of the meanings of the world. —Group Processing: Additional Processing on Meaningness (6 June 55)

Wundt: Wilhelm Wundt (1832-1920), German psychologist and physiologist (expert in the study of the functions of living things and the ways in which their parts and organs work); the originator of the false doctrine that man is no more than an animal. Started about 1862 by a fellow by the name of Wundt, the "only Wundt," and ... (That was a pun!) —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55)

yoga: reference to a yogi, a person who studies yoga, a set of mental and physical exercises in Hinduism which are aimed at producing spiritual enlightenment. Yoga disciplines include a series of postures and breathing exercises practiced to achieve control of the body and mind, tranquility, etc. The technology related to the human spirit has gone begging since the last great yoga. —History of Research and Investigation (3 June 55
