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Well.

Audience: Well. 
Well.
Audience: Well. 
Well.
Audience: Well.
Good.
Audience: Good. 
Good.
Male voice: Good.
We have a little bit of Group Processing to do here. We're going to do Group "Processing," not Group "Processing," if it's all right with you. (audience laughter)

And I want to call to your attention a regulation of the Royal Festival Hall which says that anyone leaving dead bodies hereabouts may not claim them again after thirty days, (audience laughter) This is actually a legality which I don't want you to overlook. So at the end of this session if anything strange or peculiar happens to you or something like that, don't go off past Arcturus or anyplace. There's nothing up there. I was up there the other day and I looked and everything is okay, and so forth; you don't have to look up there. And I want to ask you to just keep on doing the processes. And we have, standing by, some very, very able auditors, and if you feel like you're about to collapse or something, not alive, just keep on doing the process, (audience laughter)

Now, the process I'm about to give you is very old, it is very ancient, except it's got a twist We're going to do nothing but Locational Processing.

Now, for those of you who have never had any processing, let me assure you that it is much safer to do it than not do it. I have seen people not do processing for a half an hour and then collapse. The commands are coming through and there's no compliance, and then the next thing you know, why, we don't have a preclear. That's all right with me, but just keep in mind the Royal Festival Hall regulation, (audience laughter)

Now, the process is a very simple one. I'm merely going to ask you to locate something. And we'll have to call that curtain over there a wall, and we'll call that a wall, and we'll call the back of it a wall, and we'll call this one up to the front here a wall, and we'll call that thing you see over your heads there, we'll call that a ceiling, and we'll call whatever you have underneath your feet a floor. Okay? And we'll call what you're sitting on a chair. How is that?

Audience: (various responses)
This is simple as this.

Now there's some other bric-a-brac in the place, and I'll try not to use it. And then that means I probably will use it as we go along but, just randomity, you know. I find it very hard to duplicate a command, (audience laughter)

Now, it so happens—it so happens that Locational Processing has been with us for a very, very long time and all it does is make one acquainted with one's environment So why don't you look at the front wall. All right. That's as easy as that.

Now, if you can't see the front wall, why, just look at whatever you're looking at.

Got that? All right.

And now let's look at the wall on our right.

Audience: Okay.
There actually is some wall over there if you crane your head around.

And that's good. Now let's look at the wall on your left.

Audience: Yes.
See a wall over there? Good. Good.

Now let's look at the wall behind you. It's going to be very hard on your necks before you get through with this, so you might as well get them limbered up now. You see it there?

Audience: Yes.
Well, that's very good. Now, underneath your feet, let's take a look. Got a floor there?

Audience: Yes.
Well, that's very, very good. Now let's look at the ceiling.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Good. Now do you see clearly—have you cognited at this stage that the room is bounded on six sides?

Audience: Yes.
All right. That's very fine.

Now you're going to wonder about that in just a moment, because the process I'm going to run on you, you're going to use these particular sides of the room. But it's not quite the process you've always been doing on this. The process is "You put the front wall there." Do you see the difference? Then you put this, that and the other wall and the ceiling and the floor there. But it's you put them there.

Now if anybody is just sitting there saying, "Well, I see a floor there," you're not doing the process, see. It's a good process—I mean, lots of people have gotten bright and well and everything else on the process of "Look at the floor," you know? But this is not that process—it's you put the floor there, see? Got the difference?

Audience: Yes.
All right You all ready to begin this one?

Audience: Yes.
All right Now you put the front wall there.

Audience: Yes. Got it there?
Audience: Yes.
All right. You put the right-hand wall there.

Audience: Yes.
All right. Good. You put the left-hand wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good, good. You got it, huh?

Audience: Uh-huh.
All right. You put the back wall there.

Audience: Yes. Okay. Did you put it there?

Audience: Yes.
All right. That's fine. Now you put the floor there.

Audience: Yes.
Did everybody for sure put the floor there?

Audience: Yes.
All right Now you put the ceiling there.

Audience: Okay. You did that, huh?

Audience: Yes.
Got the ceiling there. Well that's fine. That's fine. Now how are you getting along?

Audience: Good. Fine.
Now I call your attention to the auditing command again, is you put it there. Don't see if it's there and then put one there, just you put one there, you know—just spat, you know. Just like that. All right Now you put the front wall there.

Audience: Yes.
All right. You put the right-hand wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. You put the left-hand wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. You put the back wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put the ceiling there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put the floor there.

Audience: Yes.
Going too fast for any of you?

Audience: No.
Doing all right then, huh?

Audience: Uh-huh.
How do you feel on that?

Audience: Fine.
Yeah, you see this is a little different than a Locational?

Audience: Yes.
Huh? All right This is you at cause. All right Now you put the front wall there.

Audience: Yes.
All right. You put the right-hand wall there.

Audience: Yes.
All right. You put the left-hand wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put the back wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. You put the ceiling there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put the floor there.

Audience: Yes.
All right. That's fine. Now how you doing?

Audience: Fine.
Everybody feel real good?

Audience: Yes.
Now let me ask you a question: Did you really put these walls there?

Audience: Yes.
Oh come on now, there's some of you that really don't think you did. Now, come on now, let's be more factual, and you put the front wall there.

Audience: Yes.
All right You put the right-hand wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put the left-hand wall there.

Audience: Yes. Did you do that?

Audience: Yes.
All right You put the back wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. You put the ceiling there.

Audience: Yes.
All right You put the floor there.

Audience: Yes.
Well, excellent. You're getting better at this?

Audience: Yes. Uh-huh.
Well, I think you're finding it much too easy. Let me call something to your attention here now. That front wall has mass. That has mass. It is not one molecule thick. It is heavy. It's mass. It's got color. It's got paper. It's got all kinds of things on it. Now this time, I want you to put everything there that's there, you see? You got the idea?

Audience: Yes.
Some of you are dogging it You're not putting a solid wall here. And I'll back up, and I'm liable to fall right straight through it (audience laughter)

Now come on, let's do it a little bit better now. Now you put the front wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put the right wall there.

Audience: Yes.
All right Good. You put the left wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. You do that easily?

Audience: Uh-huh.
All right. Good. You put the back wall there.

Audience: Yes.
All right. You put that there for sure?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now you put the ceiling there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put the floor there.

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now are you making out better?

Audience: Yes.
Is there some solidity mixed up in this now?

Audience: Yes.
I mean, you actually are doing a better job of putting it there. Look, we've got a world to build—we might as well start now. All right.

Now you put the front wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Did you do that?

Audience: Yes.
All right That's fine. Now you put the right wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. That's better. Good. Now you put the left wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. That's good. Now you put the back wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. That's fine. Now you put the ceiling there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put the floor there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. It's a good thing you did, you know—there's some rooms below. Yeah, I want to congratulate you. This floor is getting mighty nice and comforting. It's much more solid than it was.

All right. Now, this wall up here, though, you're disregarding it You're not really getting it in there, you know. Not really the way you should. It's got mass. It's got mass. It's got to have mass, you know? It's got to have more heaviness, more solidity than you're putting it through, you know? We need a stronger, thicker world than we have, you got the idea?

All right. Now you put a front wall there.

Audience: Yes.
All right. That's better. That's better. I felt it go "creak." (laugh) All right. Now you put a right wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Well, you know that wall isn't very thick—you better "thick it up" a little bit

Audience: Yes.
All right. That's real good. Now you put a left wall there.

Audience: Yes.
All right. That's good. Now you put a back wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a ceiling there.

Audience: Okay. Yes.
Got that? Now you put a floor there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now let me ask you a question. Are you willing to test these things?

Audience: Yes.
You're perfectly willing to, huh?

Audience: Yes.
Now, you'll swear that you put a nice, solid wall there, huh?

Audience: Yes.
Well, are you willing to submit the room you have put to the building inspectors?

Audience: Yes.
Are you willing to yet?

Audience: Yes.
All right Now, there's tougher inspectors than that. Now, you just look at that— look at this front wall now. That's the one you put there last time. Is that right?

Audience: Yes. No. Huh? Is that right?

Audience: No. Yes. (various responses)
It's not, huh? All right. Well then, you put one there. Let's just cancel all doubt on it You put a front wall there.

Audience. Okay. Yes.
Good. Now you put a right wall there.

Audience: Okay.
Good. Now you put a left wall there.

Audience: Yes.
That's very good. Now you put a back wall there.

Audience: Yes.
All right Now you put a ceiling there.

Audience: Yes.
Don't go putting one of these flimsy things that will fall down now. Come on, let's put a ceiling there.

Audience: Yes. Okay.
All right. Good. You put a floor there.

Audience: Okay. Yes. Good. How is that now?

Audience: Good.
Do you think these items would take some stress analysis?

Audience: Yes.
What do you think the quality of your mortar is?

Audience: Pretty good. (various responses)
Well, you got to build a world—might as well start here, now. And let's get some practice now. This is going to give you some more practice now.

The walls we put here, and the ceilings and floor, this time, why, we want to make sure they have tonnage. Now, before it was just solid, but let's make sure they have tonnage. You know, I mean, they got weight! Hm? All right. Now you put a front wall there. Audience: Yes. You sure it weighs? Audience: Yes.

That's getting pretty good. I can feel this platform tipping. All right. Now that's good.

Now you put a right wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a left wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a back wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a ceiling there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a floor there.

Audience: All right. Okay. Uh-huh. All right. How are you doing now?
Audience: Fine. Good.
Are you doing better than you were doing before?

Audience: Yes.
Huh? Is anybody doing worse? Nobody doing worse? All right, that's good. We're getting change anyway.

All right. Now let's—you put a front wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a right wall there.

Audience: Okay. Uh-huh.
Good. Now you put a left wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a back wall there.

Audience: Yeah. Uh-huh. Okay.
Good. Now you put a ceiling there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a floor there.

Audience: Yes.
Good How is that carpeting you're putting there? Is it pretty good quality?

Audience: Yes.
Huh? Pretty good quality carpeting.

Audience: Yes.
Well, all right Good.

Now how do you—does anybody feel dizzy or upset in any way? Everybody feels comfortable? Good. Well, I'm not expecting you to feel dizzy, you know, I just expect you to feel better and better—at any moment expect these walls to cave in through to the lower floor.

Now you put a front wall there. Audience: Yes. Got that? Audience: Yes.

Let me ask you a question. Are you more satisfied with that than the first one you put there?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Good. Now you put a right wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a left wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a back wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a ceiling there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a floor there.

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now are you more satisfied with the quality of room?

Audience: Yes.
You are more satisfied with the room in quality, and so forth? Well, that's much better. That's much better. As a matter of fact, it's getting to look a lot better. A lot better. All right

And you want to keep this up for just a short time longer?

Audience: Yes.
Huh? Would it upset you if I did?

Audience: No. Not a bit, huh?

Audience: No.
Well, let me assure you of something. Do you know that you've put no space yet between you and it? Huh? Do you realize it has to have space to exist in? Huh?

Well now, how about you putting in the proper amount of space, too, huh? It's solid—and the space and the weight and the solidity, you know—the whole works. Can you do that?

Audience: Yes.
I just call your attention to that space thing. All right Now you put the front wall there.

Audience: Yes.
All right You put the right wall there.

Audience: Yes.
All right That's real good. Now you put the left wall there.

Audience: Uh-huh.
Good. Now you put the back wall there.

Audience: Yes.
All right Now you put the ceiling there. And you get that space in there this time.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put the floor there.

Audience: Yes.
All right Now you see what I mean when I say put some space in it? Huh?

Audience: Yes.
Huh? Now how could it be there if there wasn't some space between you and it, huh? Huh? Or are you just meshed into it? Are you building yourself in as an integral part of the wall? Well, you make sure that there's some space between you and it for you to put it there, huh?

See, in other words you're going to have to put some space between you and it, some space for it to exist in, and put the wall there, you understand?

Audience: Yes.
You know? All right. Now you put a front wall there.

Audience: Yes. Okay. Did you do that easily?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now you put a right wall there.

Audience: Yes. Okay.
All right. That's real good. You did do that?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now you put a left wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a back wall there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a ceiling there.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a floor there.

Audience: All right. Uh-huh.
All right. Well, you're doing pretty good. You know, you must be doing well because I feel more secure to stand on this stuff now. I was a little bit leery about it before. And I'm going to ask you to do something else this time, and we're going to change it just a little bit Is that all right?

Audience: Yes.
I'm going to ask you to put a front wall there nice and still. How is that, hm?

Audience: (various responses)
All right Now you put a front wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
All right You put a right wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes. Got it good?
Audience: Yes.
All right You put a left wall there nice and still.

Audience: Uh-huh. Yes.
Good. Now you put a back wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a ceiling there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Is anybody's ceiling falling on him? (laugh) You got one there nice and still?

Audience: Yes. All right You put a floor there nice and still.

Audience: Yes. How is that? Audience: Good.
You'll guarantee that it isn't going to do a "skate-skate"?

Audience: Yes.
You put a good, still floor there, in other words, huh? All right Good. Let's do that some more. All right?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now you put a front wall there nice and still.

Audience: Okay. Yes.
Good. Now you put a right wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a left wall there nice and still.

Audience: Uh-huh.
Good. Now you put a back wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a ceiling there nice and still.

Audience: Yes. Okay.
Good. And you put a floor there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
All right. How is that? Audience: Good.
Is it quieting down any? Huh?

Audience: Yes.
I gave you a trick you know, if you can put it there nice and still, you put it there nice and solid. It's an interesting trick. All right. Let's put a front wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes. Uh-huh.
Good. Now let's put a right-hand wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now let's put a left-hand wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now let's put a back wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes. Got that good now?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now you put a ceiling there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a floor there nice and still.

Audience: Uh-huh. Yes. Is it?
Audience: Yes.
Now has the floor skidded on anybody yet?

Audience: No.
Have the walls you've been putting up—doing any wobbling?

Audience: No.
They're not even jittered?

Audience: No.
Oh, you're not trying hard enough, (laugh) It's okay, is it?

Audience: Yes.
Huh? I don't see anybody looking sad.

All right Well, we've only got a couple of more of this and then we'll get down to business. All right.

You put a front wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. You put a right wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a left wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
All right. You put a back wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
All right You put a ceiling there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a floor there nice and still.

Audience: Uh-huh. Yes.
All right. That's fine. You doing—doing well now, huh?

Audience: Yes.
This room is getting more familiar to you?

Audience: Yes.
All right Now you put a front wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. You put a right wall there nice and still.

Audience: Uh-huh.
All right You put a left wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. You put a back wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. All right. You put a ceiling there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
All right You put a floor there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
All right. How are you doing, hm?

Audience: All right. Good.
Doing good now, huh? Doing pretty darn good, huh? How does it feel building universes? That's the name of this process.

All right Now I'm going to ask you to do something a little bit additional on the thing without giving it to you in the command. I'm going to ask you to get the wall nice and still, see, but I also mean the space between you and it that you put there. I want nice, still space put there, you know. None of this wobble-wobble on that space, you know. None of this fifth-dimensional space. All right. Now you put a wall there, front wall, nice and still. Audience: Yes.

All right. You put a right wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a left wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
All right. You put a back wall there nice and still.

Audience: Uh-huh.
Good. You put a ceiling there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
All right. You put a floor there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
All right. All right

Now, are you finding this easier to do than you did at first? Audience: Yes.

Did you detect any wiggle-wiggle in the space you were putting up?

Audience: No.
In other words, you're doing a smooth job here now. Well, we don't want one of these universes that has got a wobble-wabble every time we try to go from A to B, see. So we want nothing but straight space. All right. Now you put a front wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
All right. You put a right wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a left wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. Now you put a back wall there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
All right. You put a ceiling there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
Good. You put a floor there nice and still.

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now how did that go? Hm?

Audience: Fine.
How do you feel about it now, huh?

Audience: Fine.
I hope you don't feel nice and still. You feel all right?

Audience: Yes.
You feel okay, huh?

Audience: Yes.
It certainly calmed down here awful—ah, yes, very calm. It's too calm in here. Need much more confusion than this. I'll just have to think of one here. Just a minute, I'll dream one up. I'll dream up one.

Oh yes, oh yes. Well now, this next one—seminar leaders alert! Don't neglect to do this process now. This is only—you can only get over this by doing it

We're going to use the same six sides of the room only this time we're going to suppose that it exists. You've put it there so it exists. Can we suppose that this room exists?

Audience: Yes.
We can suppose it exists.

Audience: Yes.
That there is some solidity and "etcetera-ty," hm?—to it, huh? Okay? All right. All right.

Now what I'm going to ask you to do—now don't do this till I give you the command—what I'm going to ask you to do is to look at it and get how gone it is.

Audience: (various responses) (laughter)
Do you understand me now?

Audience: Yes. No. (various responses)
All right We want you to look at it, and actually your action in regard to the auditing command will simply be to look at it and say, "It's gone." Right straight at it and you say, "It's gone." Got that? Got it? Got it taped, huh? All right. That's the name of that process: "How Gone It Is."

All right Now look at the front wall and get how gone it is.

Audience: Yes. How is that? Audience: Yes. Fine.
All right Now look at the right-hand wall and get how gone it is.

Audience: Yes.
All right. Look at the left-hand wall and get how gone it is.

Audience: Yes.
Giving you a little longer on this command, now, so that you can really get how gone it is.

All right Let's look at the back wall—let's look at the back wall and get how gone it is. Awfully gone—gone, gone.

All right. And here's the sixty-four dollar question in this country: Look at the ceiling and get how gone it is.

Audience: Yes.
You get that real good?

Audience: Yes.
It's gone. Somebody's bank goes rrrr— all-clear.

Audience: Yes.
You can get how gone it is, huh?

All right Now let's look at the floor and get how gone it is.

Audience: (laughter)
If you've got an altimeter in your hand, it reads "10,000 feet more and then the bump."

Look at this front wall now. Now get how gone it is. All right Look at the right-hand wall and get how gone it is.

Audience: Uh-huh. Did it, huh?
All right Look at the left-hand wall and get how gone it is.

Audience: Uh-huh. Real gone now.
Audience: Yeah.
All right Let's look at the back wall and get how gone it is.

Audience: Uh-huh. Is it real gone, gone?

Audience: Yes.
All right Now look at the ceiling and get how gone it is. Okay. That's real good. That's real good. That's fine. All-clear sounded. Now look at the floor, look at the floor now and get how gone it is. Audience: Uh-huh. 9
All right How did you do on that one now, huh?

Audience: Fine. Good. Doing pretty good on it, huh?

Audience: Yes.
Well that's fine. Anybody turn up with a different wall? All right. Now let's look at the front wall again and get how gone it is.

Audience: Uh-huh.
And look at the right-hand wall and get how gone it is.

Audience: Okay.
And look at the left-hand wall and get how gone it is. Good. And let's look at the back wall and get how gone it is. All right Now let's look at the ceiling and get how gone it is. All right Let's look at the floor and get how gone it is. All right How is that? Hm? Audience: Fine.

Good. You're getting expert at this now, huh?

Audience: (various responses)
Getting real expert at this. 'Tisn't flat, though, is it?

Audience: No.
All right Now look at the front wall and get how gone it is. All right Let's look at the right wall and get how gone it is. Now let's look at the left wall and get how gone it is. Good. Let's look at the back wall and get how gone it is. All right. That's fine. Now look at the ceiling and get how gone it is. Better get it really gone this time- last time around on this one.

All right. Now look at the floor and get how gone it is.

Now how is that?

Audience: Good.
Hm? How is that?

Audience: (various responses)
Something happening there? Well, we haven't seen the last of that process; that's just the preliminary. That's just the preliminary.

Now I tell you what I want you to do, I want you to pick out two people, if possible one to your right and one to your left, but two people you can see easily from where you're sitting. Two people. I don't count The reason I don't count is I'm standing up and you're sitting down. I want you to pick people up that are sitting down. Two people, you got them picked out?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now I'm going to ask you to look at Person No. 1—let's make sure that you find that person.

Audience: Uh-buh.
Got Person No. 1?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now I'm going to ask you to look at Person No. 2.

Audience: Yes.
Got it?

Audience: Yes.
Huh? Got those two people?

Audience: Yes.
Really taped now, very nicely. All right. Now I'll tell you what we're going to do with these two people. We're going to look right at them and get how gone they are. (laugh)

Now the auditing command is, "Get how gone that person is." "Look at Person No. 1 and get how gone that person is. And then look at Person No. 2 and get how gone that person is." Okay?

Audience: Yes.
All right. What I want you to really do is just look at him and say, "Gone, gone, gone. Gee, he's sure gone." You know? Okay?

All right Now let's look at Person No. 1 and get how gone that person is.

Audience: Yes. Manage it now?
Audience: Yes.
All right Let's look at Person No. 2 and get how gone that person is. Person No. 1 now, and get how gone that person is. Doing it well?

Audience: Yes.
Do you get how gone that person is?

Audience: Yes.
All right. And look at Person No. 2 and get how gone that person is.

You do a good job of that?

Audience: Yes.
All right Now let's check on what you're doing. Let's check on what you're doing now. Are you looking at this person and just saying, "Gone. They're just gone, gone"? Do you feel any insistence on their being gone? Or anything like that? We don't care what you feel, you just getting that they're gone.

Audience: Yes.
And you are looking straight at them.

Audience: Yes.
Get the idea?

Audience: Yes.
All right Now let's look at Person No. 1 and get how gone that person is.

Audience: Yes.
Now let's look at Person 2 and get how gone that person is.

Audience: Yes.
Okay. If you feel yourself being swept away because you're being used as a target, that's all right—we have some body mocker-up machinery.

All right Now look at Person No. 1 and get how gone that person is.

All right Now let's look at Person No. 2 and get how gone that person is. Now doggone it, don't go changing people.

Making it?

Audience: Yes. Make it real good?

Audience: Yes.

How are you doing?

Male voice: How are you?
Doing good?

Audience: Yes.
Oh, I'm doing fine. How are you?

Audience: Fine.
Good, good. You got a congress started yet?

Audience: Yes. You have? Audience: Yes.
You really have now, huh?

Audience: Yes. All right. We got a room here?

Audience: Yes.
You got a congress started?
