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I understand that there are some people here that have got some sneezes sympathetically with all this. You understand there's all kinds of colds in the bank. We've got an unlimited supply.

Truth of the matter is that radiation is an oddity simply because it is invisible. You got the idea?

Audience: Yes.
It's invisible. There's no mass connected with it I'll tell you the only process that I have worked out that seems to have any influence on it at once, and there is such a process. And you simply fill the space of the room with lead bricks or something. You just keep filling up space with mass.

You just tell the preclear, "All right. Now, you see this room, see the space in it?"

And he says, 'Yes."

And you say, "Well, fill it all up full of lead bricks."

You know, just keep that up for a while, and he gets a change.

Almost any of our standard processes work on this, by the way. It's quite fascinating. And I notice some people here—and we never speak in public about past lives or anything like that, but the genetic line has evidently been on planet after planet that's been washed up by radiation. So don't be too surprised that people in general can't face it See? Don't be amazed.

But evidently there has just been a planet, and everything was getting along fine, and they had skyscrapers and houses and boats and everything was going along fine, and then some damn fool invented radiation and that's the end of the planet.

And everybody took off and they went to the next planet and everything was getting along fine, and they had Security Exchange Commissions, and Chancellors of the Exchequer, and they had all kinds of things and societies and ballets and everything was just going along fine, and some damn fool invented radiation.

So everybody took off and they went to the next planet, and … (laughter)

This is the track. But—call something to your attention. If life had been totally overwhelmed by radiation, it would now consider itself radiation. And it doesn't yet do that.

Now, for instance, there are a lot of preclears that consider themselves space. They're so overwhelmed by space, they consider themselves space. And this phenomenon we call "buttered all over the universe." Fellow can't centralize himself, he can't look from anywhere at anything, you know? He's looking from over here at here, and over here and here, and so forth. He has just been overwhelmed by space, you see?

Now, it means that we do have this oddity at this time, is life has not yet—in spite of this tremendous backtrack of wiped-out thises and thates—yet does not have the idea that it is totally hopeless.

Give you an idea, here I am talking to you about it as, if you please, a problem. Not an inevitability, but a problem. That's all. I mean, we don't consider it any more than that. It is a problem. We think we can do something about it We think—possible for something to happen. Not only to proof up a body against this, but also to do something even with governments so that they say, "Ah well, you mean to say there's somebody in the government exploding bombs?"

You say, "Yes, sure."

"Well, who's supposed to tell them to stop?"

"You are."

"Oh, I am?"

"Yes, you."

There will be somebody someplace in the government that's in this post. I think somebody started the bomb—experimental bomb project, you see, and then they forgot who started it, and they've forgotten who was supposed to give the orders, you know, not to do it. I think it's as goofy as this—it's some administrative trick.

I sound very snide about that, but it's true that this is what happens in governments. You go on board a ship—taking over command of a new ship or something like that—you always find somebody busily doing something down in the engine room or something.

He racks up all of the cans of oil on the place that's—they're bound to fall off and get in the gears, you know.

And you say, "What are you doing that for?"

"Oh, I don't know. That's what we've always done."

"Well, why don't you get those things stored in a proper place?"

"Oh, I couldn't do that—the chief engineer wants them stored there."

What you want to ask at that time is, "What chief engineer?" He'll trace it back to five chief engineers ago. Nobody has noticed it since, so they're still putting these cans of oil along that rack, don't you see? When the chief engineer left the ship, he didn't bother to countermand all of his orders; he wanted those to stay that way.

Now, as far as its exact influence on health, you actually have to be subjected to 300 roentgen day after day after day after day, week after week after week, to really start to stagger under this stuff. Of course in a bomb blast, it goes up to thousands of roentgen, even distant from the area, and you do get sick.

But it isn't a problem that is going to upset anybody for the next two or three years. It'll be two or three years before everybody you meet has influenza. I just don't want you to be mystified two or three years from now when influenza becomes common. They'll say there are more germs. Yeah, there's some germs running around—atomic physicists, (audience laughter)

We could relegate this to a committee for further study and advices to inform a government that it wasn't quite the thing to do, if we found out that it actually was doing anything. We could do that at that time—at this time—if we wished to make an expression on the matter. But I don't want you to make an expression just on my say-so alone, and it isn't really one of these terribly urgent things. We really should at least relegate it to study. As I say, the HASI is already studying it; but it's not studying it on a third dynamic problem, it's studying it as a scientific therapy problem. That's a different problem entirely.

But the situation is not going to deteriorate with terrific rapidity—I say it'll be years. Two years anyway—it'll probably be clear into next March. Probably be two or three weeks from now before everybody breaks down! (audience laughter)

As I say, there are very many things you can do. One of the effective things to do is fill up all the mass of a room. That is this process—you have the preclear sit there and simply fill up all the space in the room with mass. Carefully—brick by brick or block by block.

It does some odd things. It also runs out religion. Why does it run out religion? Because religion had a dependency upon space, don't you see? It thought of the gods—this is in ancient times—it thought of gods as soaring through the air, and so forth. You were asking people to conceive a static—to look into space and see nothing. When you ask people to do this, they don't feel well. You have to get them accustomed to it

So the indicated process is to ask them to fill the room up full of mass—all space of the room. One of the ways I've been doing it is "Make some space in this room"—now, the space is there, I tell them to "Make the space in the room. Now fill it up full of bricks."

They get one row of bricks, and two rows of bricks, and three rows of bricks, four rows of bricks, five rows of bricks—it's very difficult. They eventually say, "Bricks." Boy, the room is just solid as it can be as far as they're concerned. You just work them on a gradient scale until they can do this.

After a while, you ask them, "How much space, now, could you tolerate in this room full of bricks?"

They take out one grain of dust off one brick, leaving one hole—tolerate that much. And then you just improve that until they can tolerate the space of the room.

You see, it's a reverse look. You don't ask them to confront space on a gradient scale; you ask them to fill space full of mass and then take away the mass of as much space as they can tolerate, until they can tolerate space.

And then you find they can easily spot spots in space. When they can do that, radiation doesn't bother them very much. Because it's an invisible space phenomenon, see that?

Well, the reason I'm talking to you about that is that I'm not going to process you on anything even vaguely related to that, huh? Not even going to process you on anything vaguely related to that.

What are these dummies doing up there?

Audience: (various responses) Spotting spots. Being there.
What are they doing going that way?

You'll find out You'll find out. (audience laughter)

Now, this handsome gentleman we see over here on my right is "him." It's not Papa, now, that's "him." That is any man any of you have ever had any difficulty with.

All right Now we find this charming lady over here on my left and that is any—that's a girl. That's just "her," you see. "Her," "dame"—She, by H. Rider Haggard—anyway, there she is. Got her?

Audience: Yes.
Now that's any girl, dame, skirt mother, wife that you've ever had any trouble with.

Audience: Yes.
Got it? Huh? You got these two now?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Let's look at him, let's look at him. That is the lowlife dog who
.

You fill in the blank.

Did you fill in the blank?

Audience: Yes.
All right. And this is the lowlifed blank that—. You fill in the blank.

Got it?

Audience: Yes.
You got her identified?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now let's look at him again. Got him nicely identified now?

Audience: Yes.
That's not just still an "it" there, is it?

Audience: No.
You assign a personality to that now.

Audience: Uh-huh. Got it?
Audience: Uh-huh.
Got it? All right. Now let's look at her and let's confirm this personality as far as she's concerned. Got it?

Audience: Uh-huh.
All right. Now let's look at him again, and now the process which we are going to run at this time is a very simple process. It's very, very simple. We're merely going to ask you to keep him from going away, that's all. All right?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now. You keep him from going away. Did you?

Audience: Yes.
All right. That's real good. Now let's look at her. Now you keep her from going away.

Did you?

Audience: Yes.
All right All right. That's fine, that's fine. How you doing on these two now?

Audience: Good. Fine.
You're being very effective?

Audience: (various responses)
Huh? Not being effective on that? You are being effective on that—that's good. That's good. All right.

Now look at him, and you keep him from going away. All right You're really making that now, huh?

Audience: Yes.
You're really making it?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now look at her, and you keep her from going away. All right. Did you make it?

Audience: Yes.
Did you make it better than you did the first time?

Audience: Oh, yes. Yes.
You really got her clamped down?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Now is there anybody who is simply saying, "Well, it's there. I don't really have to do anything about it." Is there anybody who is doing this? You wouldn't confess it if you were!

Now listen—look at him now, and you keep him from going away. Okay.

How is that, huh?

Audience: Fine.
Getting better at it?

Audience: Yes.
Anybody have a little—funny sensations in their faces or anything like this when they do that?

Audience: (various responses)
Well, don't worry about that. Don't worry about that. And also I don't care how much effort you use in restraining him. I don't care how much effort you use. Use all the effort you want to. All right.

Now look at her, and you keep her from going away.

All right That's fine, that's fine.

Oh, you're doing a good job on that, huh? Getting better at it You're getting so you can use more effort?

Audience: Yes.
Good, all right Now look at him and you keep him—you do it now—you keep him from going away.

All right, that's fine. That's fine.

Are you getting better at it?

Audience: Yes.
Still getting face …?

Audience: (various responses)
Well, all right Now look at her. Look at her, and you keep her from going away.

All right, that's fine.

Did you do it?

Audience: Yes.
Did you do it? She getting any solider?

Audience: Yes. Yeah.
Huh? All right. She getting any stiller?

Audience: Yes.
All right All right Now look at him. Now you keep him from going away. All right. That's fine, that's fine, that's fine. Are you getting better?

Audience: Yes. Getting much better?

Audience: Yes.
Did he get real quiet that time, huh?

Audience: Yes.
Real quiet? Well look, he can get much quieter and much heavier. Look at her now, and you keep her from going away. Okay. How is that?

Audience: Fine. Good. Good. Good.
All right. Does this do funny things with your cold? Well, you look at him now, look at him now. Everybody look at him. All right. Now, this time—this time let's stop this nonsense now of just slightly preventing it now. You absolutely and continuously keep him from going away.

All right Did you make that better now, huh?

Audience: Yes. Is that better?

Audience: Yes.
All right. Look at her, and you keep her from going away. All right Is that getting better?

Audience: (various responses) 

Find it easier to do? 

Audience: Yes. 

You sure?
Audience: Yes.
Find it much easier to do?

Audience: Yes. No. No? Getting harder?

Audience: No. (various responses)
Well, you're not putting enough effort into it Now let's gets some effort into this. All right Look at him. Look at him. Now you keep him from going away. All right. All right. Did you win?

Audience: Yes.
Are you winning better?

Audience: (various responses)
Has anybody gone through a period of feeling apathetic or sad?

Audience: Yes. A bit.
You have? Huh? Who hasn't had anything happen at all? All right All right

Now, can you think of a way in which you could prevent them from going away?

Audience: (various responses)
Well, if you're not having anything happen at all, why, it's better to just think of a way you could prevent them than nothing. But the rest of you are doing all right. Rest of you are doing all right.

Now you look at her, and if you were three feet back of her head and she was walking off, how would you stop her? Now that…Would you?

Audience: Yes.
Could you, you think?

Audience: Yes.
Well, regardless of trying to figure it out, just do it. You keep her from going away.

Okay. You're getting sharper at it?

Audience: (various responses)

Do you realize that sometime, someplace, maybe armed with a gun, you might have kept somebody, if you had enough chains? Huh? Has anybody gotten that cognition yet?
