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Thank you, I like you too.

Well, I have a little news for you today. In fact each one of these days I have a little piece of news for you. And you're all… you're all beautifully geared in now on Clearing, so I'm going to take a complete departure on the subject.

We've been going along for a long time and you might not realize it, but it's a rather hard task to go along in the world, trying desperately to help somebody over other people's dead body. Very often you've had the experience of trying to help somebody, you know, and have them kick your head in. So, I'm going to tell you how you really can.

You sometimes come around and the guy needs some money, you give him a hundred dollar bill, so, he's mad at you for the rest of his life. He's got a missed withhold now. You haven't made him give you back the hundred dollar bill. So, of course, he's your enemy. Yeah, that's really sort of the way it is.

But the truth of the matter is that there are laws against helping people. You might not have realized that, but by the actual statutes of Texas, a mother—a mother who gives her baby health food can be imprisoned up to six years. You didn't realize that. That's prescribing. Somebody who gives somebody else an aspirin can go to jail for six months. Did you realize that? I think this is fascinating, you know?

If some fellow walks up to you on the street and says to you, "I have awful headaches." And you happen to say, "Well, exercise generally helps that out," they could put you in the clink for two years. You realize that? You mustn't help people. That's the big message, that's the big message. You mustn't help anybody because if you do help anybody, why, of course, they might benefit from it and we don't want that, do we?

Oh, you probably were not aware of the fact that there are actual laws in all of the forty-eight, forty-nine, fifty, fifty-one … And then there's Saint Hill—fifty … fifty-one or fifty … I think we'll probably be the fifty-second state.

Anyway, this problem of how to help your fellow man extends into the field of medicine to such a degree that every state in the Union has laws that prevent healing of any kind whatsoever. I ask you to review the last sentence: "have laws that prevent healing of any kind whatsoever" since they make it compulsory, of course, to have a medical doctor.

Go ahead, figure it out.

Now, when you get right down to it, however, nobody has a monopoly on helping his fellow man. A great many philosophers—some of the old German philosophers—had some data on this, and they said, "Authority belongs to them who can do." In other words, if you can do the job, you are the authority—that's it. Well, as I will tell you in a little bit later lecture, we have just become the authorities on healing. Well, they haven't found it out yet, but we have.

Recently I was posed a tremendous problem. Clearing poses some very interestingly difficult problems in auditing.

It is not an easy job. It is not a job you want to trust to somebody who can't read an E-Meter, somebody who is still having trouble with his Model Session and can't handle an ARC break. You ARC break some pc in the middle of finding a goal and you've sort of had it.

The difficulties, then, are these: after a few months of training, ordinarily an HPA or HCA is looked upon as a professional auditor. All right, I have been trying to find something for him to do. I mean that seriously, just what can he do? Because you can't ask this fellow simply to prepare cases for some big shot to come along and find the goal on and then finish off the case with. You see, that's a sort of a downgrade of professional skill, isn't it?

So, inadvertently and almost accidentally, why, I've suddenly stumbled into a resolution of Clearing that, on the way up, heals people. It's quite accidental, I mean, this is—we didn't have intentions of doing that. You clear somebody, you're going to heal him, that's for sure. Anything that's wrong with him is going to go right one way or the other. And it's an ultimate—not an absolute, but certainly a bit of an ultimate in the subject of healing.

But en route to this target, well, I'd sort of—you know, the thing is so big and it's so effective and so on, that I tended to overlook that there was something that could be done as you came up the line.

And we keep talking about "preparing a case, preparing a case." You've got to have preparatory auditing. The case has to be in some sort of a condition where it can go over these high jumps. And it's hard on a pc, very hard on one, not to be so prepared for a sprint like finding his goal. He's still worried about the girlfriend and you're asking what he was doing a hundred trillion years ago, you know? And it's rough, it's rough, he can hardly get his attention off this girl. She keeps going out with these other fellows, you see, and spending his money on them. And it's a bit of a problem, a bit of a problem.

So anyway, just to be prepared for Clearing is not quite enough and to use an HCA—and these boys are good auditors who come out of the Academy, don't you see? Just because they're not hitting an ultimate skill is no reason that they are not good auditors.

Well, for twelve years now, why, we've been doing far better than human beings have ever had before, we've been doing it better. We've known more about it and been able to do more with it all of this period of time. Well, what happened to all those skills? We can't ask somebody to go back and say, "Well, just do the old stuff because you're only an HCA," you see? We can't say that to somebody.

And it poses this rather fabulous problem: What happens to this body of trained auditors? They haven't been to Saint Hill, they haven't got the thing grooved in totally. What happens to these people? And the problem—I had my attention on this for some time, I've had it right up on the front of the desk, you know? That is—that's no good, we've got to do something about that, you see? Because these are our auditors and we've got to do something about them. Just because we specially prepare an auditor, how come we downgrade these people to such a degree?

Well, it fell out of the hat. I say, "accidentally"—actually it couldn't quite be accidentally because the thing was up on the front of the desk, don't you see? But, I was working along on preparation, preparation of cases, and I've been working over what's wrong with cases that they don't easily move on through to Clearing. How do you graduate them up to a point where they can be audited on a meter? We've got that pretty well solved. We've got the CCHs, and so forth, we can move them up with those. But how about this fellow who has just been moved up to the meter, and we want to move him through to where the meter reads nicely and smoothly, and so forth, and he stays in-session for the purpose of finding his dynamic and his item and his goal. How do we do this?

And I discovered a brand-new button. This button is a honey. This is a doll. Where has this thing been, you know? Well, you'll see in a moment where it's been. And I had to develop methods of proving out goals, so I've been examining several buttons. And we already had the first two—right in your Auditor's Code, and we've had them all these years—they're the two shuns: you mustn't evaluate, and you mustn't invalidate the pc. Mustn't evaluate for or invalidate the pc—those are two parts of the Auditor's Code. If you don't follow the Auditor's Code, why, you don't do anything for anybody, and that's certainly true.

They speak of ethics, we probably have more ethics per square inch than anybody on the whole track—well, or even this planet has ever heard of. And these ethics are based on efficiency and efficacy. And it's just a fact that it may be ethical not to invalidate, and it may be ethical, you see, not to evaluate for the individual, and it may be very nice of us, but if you do it, you don't get any result, and that puts the final clinch on it.

I think all morals eventually come down to the test of "Are they true?" And unfortunately that wipes out most of the moral codes that are sitting around.

Now, in trying to get together how you checked out a goal, I had to investigate practically every button that we have ever had anything to do with, you see? What would make a goal read falsely? And that was what I was trying to find out. And what can wipe reads off of the right goal? What can put reads on the wrong goal and what can wipe reads off the right goal, see? And in studying all this around and handling this around and patching it up and retesting it and restudying it, and so forth—these buttons, by the way, became parts of what we now call a "Tiger Drill" because we use the goal "to be a tiger" to make the test of the thing. And … well, the Tiger Drill was all right, I had the buttons sort of set up and they were all useful in this sphere and—useful, they were vital, you couldn't do anything with anything unless you had this thing squared.

And we've been "prepchecking." Now, we used to "sec check," which is to say, "security check." Now, that's a weird piece of terminology, so we started calling it "preparatory checking" because it makes more sense and is more factual. Individual has big overts against the auditor, the meter won't read, he can't live and other incidental actions occur. So, you have to find out things about him.

But what was a blanket method, not of finding out things about people, but what was a blanket method of straightening them up so they would read on a meter and sit still?

All right. Naturally, it was these buttons of the Tiger Drill having such velocity as to make a false goal read, or to wipe out a real goal so it wouldn't read on a meter, you see? See, you had to have both sides of it. What would be more logical than to take these buttons and move them over into what we call "prepchecking" and just run each one of them in general, flat on the pc? What would be more logical?

Well, this was very interesting, so I got together a 25-hour intensive for HGCs and they've actually been using it for quite a while now. And this is becoming rather ridiculous because I never anticipated that it would do more than prepare somebody. And imagine my shock and astonishment when I start to get reports in that this is curing people! What's this? How come? See?

Somebody walks in with a full-blown case of lumbosis, cancer of the ego. He got webfeet from living in Oregon, whatever it is. And somebody starts to prepare him to have his goal found or straighten him out one way or the other, and they run this series of buttons on him in a Prepcheck. Of course, it's the easiest auditing anybody ever did.

And they start running these things, and the guy all of a sudden tries to get through to the auditor—auditor is usually too busy to bother with the pc, you know—and he tries to get through to the auditor and finally gets it on the record that his webfeet are gone, or something like this, you see?

And the auditor says, "Oh, oh, oh, thank you very much" and writes it down and goes on prepchecking him, see? Because the auditor really isn't interested in this either. And it's been gorgeously overlooked here for some little time.

Reports are beginning to come in that we are curing people. I'm sorry.

Of course, you take a shot at such a high target as Clearing, the technology which lies behind you must be rather powerful. And just preparing somebody for Clearing so his meter will read and he'll talk to the auditor, and the fellow says all of a sudden, "I've no longer got cancer of the ego." You know? "This morning I…" something or other.

Various odd things occur. And nobody of course pays any attention to this because what they want, you see, they want his goal or they want to straighten him out, you know? And they're trying for the full shot, you know? They're not interested in this little old stuff like shooting a rocket to the Moon, you see, they want to get to that next galaxy. And these little fast, five-thousand-mile-an-hour trips on the surface of Earth, you know, and that sort of thing, just don't interest them at all. And, that's a very—actually quite an accurate rundown of what has just happened here.

These reports keep coming in. Somebody limps into the place and he's never had the use of his right foot for a long time, you know? And they start preparing him to find his goal and his foot turns around and all of a sudden his foot is straight, you know? He says, "What do you know? Foot works."

And the auditor says, "Pardon?"

And he says, "Foot works. Twitch toes."

And the auditor says, "Oh, well, all right," and makes a remark on the report. "Now … now … now, we'll just get down to business here."

And I bet right now there's some pcs being run on this who are getting ARC broken because nobody will listen to the fact that they haven't had a migraine headache, now, for a month.

Now, we always used to think people got sick in order to get acknowledged. Well, this wasn't the whole story. They also got sick—which I think is rather interesting.

But what's the button? What's the button that did all this? Well, it's not a new button to you. It's actually not a new button in the field of the world, but it's a little bit differently expressed, and it is very differently used, which I will cover in a later lecture.

But this button is Suppress. Suppress. Suppress. Well, we'll just take a moment out of a hat, and say, "All right, let's take last Tuesday." And you ask the pc a question: "Since last Tuesday, has anything been suppressed?"

And the pc says, "Oh, well, yes. So-and-so and ow! And so-and-so-ouch! So-and-so-ow! So-and-so-ow! So-and-so and … ow! Ow!"

And the auditor says, "Well, thank you very much. Now, that seems clean on the meter." Clean on the meter, hell, it's clean on the pc!

Let's go back over the old theory of Dianetics. Dianetics erased painful engrams—moments, recorded moments of pain and unconsciousness on the time track. That was very valid. It's a lot of fun doing one of those things, you—(snap) you know? "When I snap my fingers the somatic strip will go …" you know, let it roll. And the guy runs through this moment of pain and unconsciousness, this operation and everything else, and he comes up smiling.

All right, what was the difference between the fellow who could run it with full somatics and the fellow who couldn't run an engram with somatics? What was the difference between these two characters? I know, we say it's a GPM. I know, we say it's this, and it is. It's a lot of other things, but basically it is "Suppress."

We used to—we made a mistake in the old days. We thought it was "control," because "control" on this planet means more or less "suppress." The basic result of bad control, of course, is suppress.

A little kid—a little kid keeps spilling his dinner down his chest and you suppress his spilling his dinner down his chest by whupping him. See, I mean, that's standard child upbringing.

Of course, the psychologists have had another one. They've given up, so they say, "Well, you let the child spill the dinner down his chest." You see? That's known as permitting the child to "abreact his hostilities." It's a mouthful, it doesn't work on the child either.

But the main thing I'm trying to bring up here is that people, when they are hurt, don't want to be hurt. I know this sounds like one of these horrible simplicities, like "the way to cross the river," you see, "is to cross the river," and "the way to fly an airplane is fly an airplane."

See, you had a whole tribe of Indians up the Hudson, by the way, all of their wisdom consisted of a duplicative sentence like that, you see? "The way to beat a woman is beat a woman." You know? Nevertheless there's some wisdom in that sort of thing.

The individual—the individual has a simple, singular, obsessed method of not hurting. And he knows nothing about the mind or anything like that, his method of not hurting is to suppress it. You watch somebody; you watch somebody. I wouldn't say, I wouldn't say you should make a general test on this, but you take a cigarette butt and grind it out in somebody's palm (you start to, you see) and they will immediately grab their hand to stop the pain. I wouldn't make that test if I were you.

The next time you see somebody pick up a hot teakettle, he will go through two actions: He will go this way, and then he will, some way or another, try to hold it still. He will put it in motion and he'll try to hold it still. Maybe he'll do both, you see? Nothing is happening, except you've just got more engram, see?

The point I'm making here is the actual first impulse action when the message known as pain starts creeping its insidious way toward the thetan is for him to say, "No!"

Now, when an individual is in pain, agony, and so forth, he is trying to stop it from hurting. Go around hospitals, and you can always tell which guy hurts, see? He's the one who looks all scrunched up. You could actually walk down a whole series of beds in a hospital and say, "That one is in pain. And that one isn't in pain. And that one's been drugged. And that one's dead and …"

You've got a great deal of evidence on the side of this thing. By the way, none of this evidence was investigated, no investigation took place—I didn't even look. It wasn't important. I wanted the Suppress button. I figured out what the Suppress button was all about on just one basis only, just one basis, and that is: Did it stop a meter from reading so that you couldn't check out a goal? And it does, and it's the only thing that can stop all the other things from reading—Suppress. All right.

Now, there's a gradient of it known as "careful of." And to that we are deeply indebted to the psychoanalyst, very deeply indebted to him, because every patient I've ever known out of psychoanalism has been careful. They have said, "If I am just careful enough, I know I can get along." Now, maybe some of you have seen an analyst at one time or another, and I imagine that this might make a little bit of sense to you. But you investigate them after an analysis, and you will find out that they say they can live now if they're careful. And this word "careful" seems to have loomed up in so many of their mouths, that it finally made an impression on me that there must be something here. And so I was checking things over, and it's a gradient on Suppress. In other words, "If I just keep myself sufficiently 'carefulled'—in other words, 'suppressed,' why, I'll be all right."

Now, the individual in handling pain or mental problems, puts it away. Now, actually, we had it all the time, we've had it in the Axioms. It's the "not-is" axiom, but this is how you express it in English as well as Scientologese. Not-is. He not-ises it, he says it doesn't exist.

This is an interesting way of handling life. You could imagine somebody living in a castle or something out in the jungle and an elephant comes up to the door, and starts kicking the door down and this fellow has studied Kismet or some such philosophy and he knows the right way to handle things. He just says, "All materialism isn't." "That elephant ain't." And after they've taken a spatula and scraped this fellow off the floor, he still doesn't learn that this philosophy is not the best philosophy.

Well, it's probably the worst philosophy anybody could possibly have, because it makes unavailable everything and makes everything hurt like the mischief. But then, we have another maxim in Scientology: That which is not admired tends to persist. So, it's probably the least admirable philosophy that man has developed. So, of course, everybody uses it.

This button is in common to all. "Well, I'll just forget it. The best way to handle that, I'll just forget him. There is no reason for me to sit here sadly and mope, I will just forget him. Boohoo-hoo," you see?

Bing!—and then nothing, nothing, nothing. See? She's got it—got it made. It's the perfect way of becoming miserable.

If you want to have your whole past kick your head off, forget it. That's the best possible way.

Now, this is, by the way, residual in hypnotism. The hypnotist uses this, and of course we don't use any hypnotism in Dianetics or Scientology. But knowledge is knowledge, and the hypnotist knows this very well. He knows how to put a compulsion in on somebody. He tells it to him and then makes him forget it. And then after that, it goes off like an automatic button. So if you want to put a person on total automatic so that he can be restimulated at any time by anything, and so forth, all you have to do is make him suppress.

All right. So this individual is in an automobile accident. Now, if he didn't suppress things, a little while after the accident, this memory of pain would run out, and it'd just flow away. He'd heal up. I mean, we've proven this many times. He'd just heal up in short order.

It's very embarrassing to somebody to have had processing on a leg he has broken because the doctors are so insistent that it's not well. And six weeks will scale down to a couple of weeks in healing or something like that.

Well, this is because the suppression is off of it. That is the main thing that has happened there—the suppression is gone, that's all.

In other words, this individual would get well if he didn't suppress. He has an accident. During the accident he suppresses everything that's happening, suppresses all the pain that's happening in the accident. And doing so, he, of course, arrests time on the time track—he stops time. He suppresses time as well as anything else, and that, may I call to your attention, is part of the physical universe: matter, energy, space and time. Well, if he's going to suppress matter and energy and other things, he's also going to suppress time. So, he (quote) "stops himself on the time track" and he stops himself right in the accident.

A very notable thing happened up here in Washington one day. Fellow really didn't find out about it very well, except he got a very—sort of an odd feeling about the fellow—this fellow Hubbard when he came around. He wasn't quite sure what would happen. He was a United States Senator and he had many times been shipped out to the Walter Reed Hospital with heart trouble—heart trouble, heart trouble, heart trouble, and here was his heart trouble.

Well, I was sitting up in his office one day with his political manager. We had our feet on his desk, and I said, "Now, Senator, when did this heart trouble start?" And his political manager already was a Dianeticist—we're just everywhere through this government.

And, "Well," he says, "it must have been back there in that automobile accident, sometime around then, it was after that, it was after that." And he'd had an automobile accident, there were two girls in the car and he didn't want anybody to know about it. What other combination could you have—not only a suppression on the accident…

So anyway, I sat there and ran it out, but more or less by old Effort Processing, you know? And we had this old Senator and he was sitting there and he was gripping the steering wheel and he was trying to keep himself from coming on it, and he was—you know, and he was trying to hold the girls back, "mentally" he said. And it didn't last long; I don't think I ran it for more than about thirty-five, forty minutes.

And he actually didn't pay too much attention to it, because I had gauged it in the running of the engram—I seldom do this, I usually tell a pc he's in-session—but he had sort of added up the running of the engram as "telling me all about it very graphically so that I would understand all of it." And that was the end of his heart trouble. His heart trouble wasn't heart trouble; it was an automobile accident.

They'd had him out here at Walter Reed, half of every session the fellow was out of the Senate. Nobody has heard of it since. Well, what is that? That is just the effort not to let somebody else get hurt, you see, suppress pain for them, suppress pain for himself, prevent the accident, stop himself in time, and he'd been stopped right there at the moment of the accident.

Now, anybody in Dianetics or Scientology can—early Scientology particularly—can tell you about "stopping yourself on the time track" because the cumulative stops on the time track actually is all that the GPM is composed of. That's suppression. Well, you couldn't run out the whole GPM by just running out the Suppress button, it would take too long. There are faster—infinitely faster ways to do this.

But let's take one lifetime and one body. We've got one thetan and he has one body and he is living one life. And what's the first thing we can say about him? Well, he has problems.

Well, the main difficulty of getting somebody in a session, of course, is to get the definition of "in-sessionness" to—the definition of "in-sessionness" to occur in the session. And of course, "in-sessionness" may be a lot of other things, and there may be a lot of ways to achieve this, but in actual fact, effectively, it is only being interested in one's own case and willing to talk to the auditor, and that is the lot.
Now, rudiments and Model Session and other things are simply gauged to make this occur. A fellow has to be interested in his own case and willing to talk to the auditor. That's in-session, don't you see, by definition. And there's no other definition that has any validity at all.

Well, if you're going to get most people to talk to you, they're going to talk to you about one of two things: their illnesses or their problems. And between the two, their illnesses really lead problems just slightly. So, if you ran a Problems Intensive about their illnesses, you would raise the amount of in-sessionness tremendously and therefore be able to cut lower into the number of cases you would be able to effectively process.

But that isn't really what I'm nailing at. You've got somebody who is willing to talk to you, if you get him interested in the things he is willing to talk to you about. And if we get the whole strata of society and get the common denominators of this thing all sorted out, we're going to find out that he is going to talk to you about his sickness.

If you don't believe that, just pick up a bag of mail in the post office down here at random and 80 percent of those letters will say, "Dear Joe, I have been feeling poorly lately. Mother has been sick, too. Old Dan across the road has been having his back trouble again." This is news! Well, it's pretty fantastic when you get down to it, the amount of paper and ink squandered on that sort of thing.

You see, they are, however, trying to do something. They are trying to get it off, because they know if—down deep the thetan knows—if he could just unsuppress it, he'd be well. But he mustn't unsuppress it because there are police departments. Only he doesn't quite add up the fact the police department has nothing to do with the other. But the state and legislatures have added up that there is a great deal to do with healing people and police, because they pass laws against it. So, they must recognize very much that if you healed anybody, you would free him up.

There is something to this. You'd probably have a very active society and it would be very hard to—I think it would be the funniest joke in the world if everybody got well except those people who were trying to keep everybody sick, I think that would be …

Anyway, what's all this add up to? It adds up that as research went along the line, all of a sudden found myself looking at a wide-open door. Years and years ago we said, "Well, we're not interested in healing people." One of the reasons that we said we were not interested in healing people is we weren't allowed to. It isn't that we couldn't do, but we weren't allowed to.

Furthermore, auditors used to break their heart on it and furthermore it was much easier simply to produce a higher level of ability. But in final analysis, most of the people who came to an auditor to be processed were sick people, and they had to be warned against healing them.

Well, with this Suppress button and with Prepchecking and a refinement of the buttons which align itself to Prepchecking, and a very smooth put-together of this sort of thing which is being trained into or has been trained into HGCs around the world—they are all set up for this, don't you see—you have healing, inevitably have healing, you couldn't help it.

Apparently, somebody comes in, sits down, gets a 25-hour Prepcheck on the subject of Clearing or something like that, and he gets up at the other end and he's lost his webfeet.

Well, I'm not going to let Central Organizations run up a big payroll by having people running up and down the halls meeting every preclear in the place start saying, "Be careful not to get well from anything." See, I think it would be a waste of money to do this, even though they employ them in hospitals. I'm not—I don't think that we're going to—would get far that way.

You can't forbid somebody, you just can't forbid somebody to recover. You can't say, "You mustn't get well or the AMA will be mad." You can say, "If you do get well, the AMA might go broke," that would be truthful. I'm not mad at the doctors, not even vaguely. I'm just trying to point out to you that healing is not available to the American people or any of the peoples of the world today, it's against the law. You have to use a doctor.

The demand is fantastic and the supply of healing is nonextant. That's economics. As far as the society is concerned, the man-hours wasted in the society … Well, I don't care anything about the man-hours wasted in the society, actually. I mean, if somebody wants to get sick because he doesn't want to move a drill press up and down, the more power to him. I think I would, too. I think I would develop the nicest case of lumbosis anybody ever heard of if I was forced to be chained to a bench moving a drill-press handle, see, all the time. I think that would be real goofy, I don't think I'd like that. Maybe you've done it.

I remember standing in a New York subway one time, and I looked at the trains going through the dark tunnels and I walked up the steps, and I said, "My God, that's something I couldn't do, spend a whole life doing nothing but running a train up and down through one of these tunnels." Now, I've found something I couldn't do. I'd just be bored stiff.

I'm sure other people have nice goals on the subject of "to run trains through tunnels" and that was the only thing that would interest them. But it just didn't happen to fit where I was concerned. And I think under such circumstances I would consider it an overt act to get healed.

There's always this barrier on healing: You have people who have a service facsimile and they use it to keep from doing this or to keep from doing that and it's a perfect alibi. But this doesn't happen to include things.

Now, when sickness starts to get in the road of vacations, I consider this serious business! I consider this extremely serious. So, let's talk about the amount of vacation time which is wasted every year by sickness.

This won't appeal to the factory owners but I think it's got some truth in it.

Now, what's this basically do? Supposing—supposing every HCA had well within his skill the easiest job of auditing he ever did? He just son of sits there and leans on the back of his chair. There's nothing to it, you know? He just runs off the buttons and keeps the rudiments in, he keeps the pc going, gives him the auditing command. They've always been able to do repetitive command processes very easily. At the other end of this—I don't care if it's 25, 50, 150 hours, however long it took to do all these things over and over and over, and to clean up this situation—at the other end of this thing, why, the guy is cured. I think that's quite interesting.

Now, all an HCA would have to do, or an HPA, to get a very positive result along these lines, a time or two—and he'd say, "Hey, you know, I think there's a win here. I think this is a win." And that gives a finite end to exactly what he's doing, doesn't it? He has a good finite end. It isn't preparing somebody for goals, he can make somebody well.

So having duly considered all this, having duly considered all this and gone into it considerably, and having looked at the research results which are pouring through on this particular little intensive which was supposed to make a person's meter read well, see, I find out it cures him. All right, well, that's an unlooked-for benefit. Why, I got out an HCO Policy Letter here. And you may never have seen a policy letter before or you may have. But this goes out to Central Organizations. This is "CenOCon and BPI," Hubbard Communications Office, 1812 19th Street NW, Washington 9, DC. HCO Policy Letter September 1st, AD 12. CenOCon—that means distributed to every staff member of a Central Organization. See, those are code names. But it also says, BPI, which is broad public issue.

I'm going to talk to you a little more about our communication lines if I have time, and so forth, they're fantastic. This sort of stuff rolls along on these things with the greatest ease.

And I thought I was just pulling a gag over in England and I was talking to more or less a stranger up in the town of East Grinstead, and he was telling me that he would get in touch with me, if he could while I was gone, to give me an answer to something I had asked him, and so forth. And I said, "Well, you just call the office," I said, "my communication lines are a lot faster than Macmillan's."

And he says, "I bet they are, too." That's pretty good.

Anyway, it's "Urgent—Healing Promotion." Now, it just goes on and talks about this one way or the other and says how this goes about. But it's based on this little incidental discovery of the Prepcheck series of intensives or intensive. It picks up human illness. Of course, how it does that we'll go into more but this is fabulous. This is weird, that this suddenly emerged out of the blue. You see, Clearing, Clearing, Clears emerging, Clears stable, everything is fine, you see? And this little thing comes up and says, "Hey, mister."

Well, naturally, if you know the answers to the human mind, naturally, if you know the basics of existence, you can do some fantastic things—these things become pretty fabulous. And you can expect something like this to occur, but for it to happen almost behind my back is a sort of an affront to my ability to predict.

Because of course, healing becomes immediately legal. Healing at once becomes legal the moment that you broadly post this sign. It doesn't matter whether you put it on a card and hand it to somebody or put it in a car, bus or put it in an ad in the newspaper. The sign says, "Maybe you're not sick. Maybe you're just suppressed. See us and find out."

Now, if you figure the number of legal arguments on this subject… See, "He's really not sick, he's actually just suppressed. Well, on the other hand, does sickness exist? Why, it's a religious group, it's a cult of some kind or another. It started in the Pentagon. A cult, and they just say there is no such thing as human illness." That's practically headlines, you know? It's—Christian Science, and so forth, says these things don't exist and all of that's interesting, and they're fine, they got along all right.

But, supposing you said that nobody was sick, they were just suppressed. Well, of course, you never go this far, because you got—the doctor has got to make his quick buck and so forth. You mustn't cut the throats of these fellows, they're honest, sincere, well, I don't know what, but there is something they're sincere about. And we get into this interesting action, you see?

"Maybe you're not sick, maybe you're just suppressed."

"Maybe I'm not sick, maybe I'm just suppressed."

"Has anybody ever suppressed you?" Get the idea, you walk up to this fellow, you see and you say to him, "Say, mister, how would you like to be Clear?"

Something goes tink tink in the back of his head here, "What do you mean?" Well, he'll get interested one way or the other and you have to do an awful lot of talking, an awful lot of explaining, and then you see something of him or you don't.

But, let me call this to your attention: you walk up to this fellow and say, "You ever been sick?"

And he says, "Yeah."

You say, "Did you ever go to a doctor for it?"

"Oh, yeah."

"They do anything for you?"

"Oh, no, of course not."

"Well, maybe you're not sick, maybe you're just suppressed."

And the fellow says…

And we say to the fellow—and we say to the fellow, then, "Well, why don't you come along and find out?"

And he says, "Well, by George! I think I will. Yeah, I think I will. I've got this sinusitis and the tuber—tubercular the—the tubercular conceit, and so forth, and I'll come in and sit down." And you sort of run this kind of stuff in a co-audit or do whatever you are going to do with it. And this guy says, "Hey," he says, "that's the most." He's there being audited because he's suppressed.

And he goes ahead and at the other end of the line he's not sick. And that's all—that's all he thinks he's there for. You haven't explained anything, you didn't have to explain a thing. You didn't have to sell him anything, you didn't have to argue him into anything, you didn't have to tell him anything about Scientology.

And when he gets there you just leave some literature around, you see? He's getting unsuppressed and he's feeling pretty good. It's perfectly, perfectly logical—he's being prepared for Clearing, he doesn't even recognize it. But that isn't the point. You're not trying to pull this on him as an overt, you actually are just making him well.

And one day he comes down the corridor and he runs into an auditor, and he says, "What—what's—what's this stuff I hear about Clearing?"

And the auditor says, "Oh, well, that's—that's just high-level Scientology, and so forth, that's—that's all that is. Now, how are you getting along with your session? How is your lumbosis?"

And the fellow says, "No, no, I want a—I want to—this Clearing, I mean, it's sort of interesting. I keep thinking about it and I keep—I keep—what is this?"

And the auditor says, "Oh, well, you want to know something about it. I—there's a book around. There's—I don't know—I don't know where they keep the literature on this, it's around here someplace—a book or two on the subject. If you want to read it, I think you'll find some over on that table." And goes on downstairs.

And the fellow goes home and he reads this and he thinks about it, "What the hell, man?" You know? He reads, "Here's a book on the Axioms, and here's a book on this and here's a book on thetans, and…" And he says, "What the hell have I walked into here, man!" "What have I walked into? Are these guys from Mars or something? Why, they know all about the human mind!"

You can hear him down at the garage. "Hey, Mack, there's a place up the street up there … but, it's very funny. I mean, they know all about everything."

"Yeah, how do you know?"

"Well, I don't know, I just went up there to get sick and I'm well. And I don't mind working on these cars, I think it's kind of fun. But they got some funny stuff up there about literatures, and so forth, they've got it all worked out. They ain't Martians—no antennas. They know all there is to know about it, man. Where they been?"

Well, I think it would work, because what we need more than anything else is simply a gradient, a gradient, not only what does an HCA/HPA do while somebody is getting cleared, while, you know, while he's—people are coming around to get Clear or he gets to Saint Hill and gets trained or something like this, well, what does he do? Well, it's a worthwhile project, why not just heal people? It sounds to me to be interesting, not destructive in spite of the propaganda that's put out. Help people out one way or the other and incidentally prepare them for Clearing. And you'll establish a tremendous level of reality throughout the society.

That is the reality that has to be established—the reality "we exist," the reality "that something can be done," the reality that "there is something to hope for," and all of that vast vista of total apathy that stretches out in front isn't the only road there is.

Now, to get these things across is very simple, I think. And when I thought of this promotional idea, it came like a bolt out of the blue, because we've been trying to solve it for twelve years. Man has been trying to get well for all of his time on Earth, but we've been working with this of "how do you get somebody to understand what you're doing?"

You, you and you have all had that problem. You walked in, you walked home and you said, "Well, I met these fellows up there and they were talking to me and there's this thing Scientology."

The other people would say, "What is it? Well, that's very interesting, what is it?"

"It is like uh …" And of course it isn't like anything on the planet, you see? It doesn't have a datum of comparable magnitude to give it a descriptive comparable.

So how can you tell them? See? Well, you don't have to tell them until they know kind of what it is. You see? You could actually steer them in the direction of knowing what it is.

Some fellow says, "What is Scientology?"

And you say, "Well, maybe you're not sick; maybe you're just suppressed. And we can work this out and why don't you come down and find out about it."

I think it would solve most of our problems, particularly solve the problem of open the doors for a world to get Clear.
