The original and new red and green volumes, also called "Technical Bulletins" and "Organization Executive Course" are now available! With this material, you have in your hands, an incredible library of knowledge.

The files are pictures, these are not text files. When you amplify a page you will see it. It is a picture file which has in its background the text of what you see. This enables you to search in the file the same as you can search in a normal text file and always be sure that you have the real copies of the books.

The disadvantage is that some characters, at times, are not correctly recognized, so a "1" becomes sometimes an "l" [One = L]. It is not often, but sometimes when you are searching for something and it does not show up it, it doesn’t mean that it doesn’t exist. These files are not as exact as a text file. But still they are extremely accurate.

Download it all and store it on your HDD with all the directories and files.

                                                       Full Text Search

Use the Adobe Pro or Reader. Open the search function with Ctrl Shift + F. This opens the Extended Search. On the bottom you will find Extended Search Options. Click on it. Near the top you’ll fine "Search in: The current file". Click on it. Choose, Choose an index. Click on Add. Now you have to find the directory where you have stored the full package. Click further down in the structure until you find the *.pdx Click on it.
You have to do this procedure 4 times to include all sets of volumes. You need to find: NGV.pdx + NRV.pdx + OGV.pdx + ORV.pdx 

Here’s an example of the first path:

"The Volumes\All Files\New Green Volumes\Files\NGVs.pdx" 
Of course, they have to be activated. Now you click on OK.
Now, you can search for a word or phrase. Within seconds the system searches in all the 53 volumes! Take a word which is not that common, like "Quentin".

It is almost magic!
